ANGELICA MAY

Pochadza z hudobnickej rodiny. V Sestnastich rokoch sa zapisala na Akadémiu muzickych
umeni v Stuttgarte. Zacala Stadiom klavira a husli a az neskér sa stistredila na violon¢elo. Rozho-
dujicim momentom v jej kariére bolo udelenie Grand Prix na stfaZi Pabia Casalsa v Parizi. Po-
cetné koncertné angazman ju previedli takmer vSetkymi krajinami sveta. Jej repertodr zahfia celd
violonCelovu literatiru. Vedfa pocetnych komornych hudobnych diel nahrala umelkyfia na gramop-
latne spolu s Ceskou filharméniou pod vedenim Vaclava Neumanna koncerty B. Martini, A. Dvo-
faka, R. Schumanna a Camille Saint-Saensa.

Podobne ako jej znamy ucitef Pablo Casals, venovala sa umelkyfia s rovnakym zanietenim ko-
mornej hudbe a pedagogickej Einnosti. V roku 1984 sa stala profesorkou na Hochschule fur Musik
und darstellende Kunst vo Viedni.

Angelica May, ktora je ,doma" v kazdej komorno-hudobnej forme, bola od zaciatku &lenkou
ODFON-TRIO.

V roku 1985 bola vyznamenana radom ,Deutscher Bundesverdienstkreuz am Bande" (vyzna-
menanie Spolkovej nemecke] vlady). Za jej zasluhy v oblasti interpretacie hudby B. Martini obdr-
Zala umelkyna v roku 1889 mallt a v roku 1990 vefkd medailu B. MartinQ z rik ¢eského ministra
kultary.

ANGELICA MAY

Violin and piano - these are the instruments with which Angelica May — being only five — en-
tered the world of music, led by her parents. Studying the piano she managed to fulfil her dream
and to exchange the violin for the violoncello. Soon afterwards Pablo Casals noticed the young
violoncellist and began to teach her privately. He influenced Angelica May not only in her artistic
and musical, but human development. After getting the "Grand Prix" at the "Concours Internatio-
nal Pablo Casals" Angelica May set out her career as a soloist, which led her to the top rank of
European artists. Numerous engagements forced her to travel almost all countries of the world.
Her repertory encompass all the violoncello literature. Beside a number of chamber music pieces
she recorded the concerts of B. Martinli, A. Dvofak, R. Schumann and C. Saint-Saens together
with the Czech Phitharmonic Orchestra conducted by Vaclav Neumann.

Similarly to her famous teacher Pablo Casals she equally devoted to chamber music and to
teaching activity. In 1984 she became the professor at the Hochschule fur Musik und darstellende
Kunst in Vienna by which she finished her pedagogique work in Dusseldorf. Being "at home" in
every chamber music form, Angelica May has been the member of ODEON-TRIO from its begin-
ning. : :

in 1985 Angelica May was awarded the "Deutscher Bundesverdienstkreuz am Bande”, which
is given by the German government. Because of her merit in the interpretation of B. Martinli's
music the artist got the medal of B. Martind (in 1989 a little and-in 1990 a big one), given by the
Czech minister of culture. .

DOROTA IMIELOWSKA (1966)

Having been the student in the violoncello class of prof. W. Herman she finished her studies at
the Music Academy in Krakow in 1989. She acquired the 2nd Prize at the Performing Chamber
Music Competition in Lodz in 1986, the 3rd Prize at the Violoncetlo Competition of D. Danczowski
in Poznan in 1987.

She is the finalist of the International Competition in Aberdeen (1986) and in San Sebastian
(1988).

She took part in master courses of D. Safran, M. Sadlo and M. Schwalbe. Her repertory en-
compass the violoncello compositions from the period of Bach till Penderecki.

[sku, v Juhoslavii a byvalom ZSSR.

V rokoch 1983-1986 viedla Budapestiansky komorny slagikovy orchester. Okrem toho, Ze je
tlenkou BudapeS$tianskeho festivalového orchestra a komorného siboru ,,Componensemble”, vy-
uCuje na Konzervatériu Zoltana Kodalyho a na Hudobnej akadémii Ferenca Liszta.

CSABA KIRALY

He was born im Koml6, Hungary in 1965. He began his piano studies in 1974 with Maria Apa-
gyi at the Ferenc Erkel Music School in Komld, where he has been a member of the improvisa-
tion workshop under her direction. In 1981 he was admitted to the Béla Barték Music High School
in Budapest, and later to the Ferenc Liszt Academy of Music, where his teachers were Zoltan
Kocsis and Sandor Falvai. He also studied organ at the Academy first under Istvan Lantos and la-
ter with Ferenc Gergely. He has participated in master classes in Assisi offered by Gyorgy San-
dor and Istvan Lantos. In 1989 he received his graduation diploma for organ, and a year later the
diploma as a concert pianist.

Mr. Kiraly has taken part in a number of competitions. In 1985 he was the winner of the Hun-
garian Radio’s National Piano Competition, and the next year shared the fourth prize in the Buda-
pest International Ferenc Liszt Piano Competition. In 1990 he won the first prize in the Emst v.
Dohnanyi Piano Competition.

The Pianist has concertized widely in Hungary, and has also performed in Rome, Assisi, Ha-
vanna, Belgrade, Berlin, Munich, Essen, Bayreuth and Amsterdam. In addition to playing the
works of others, Mr. Kirdly also specializes in composition and improvization.

IREN MORE (1965)

At the age of 14 she won 2™ prize of the National Competition of Music Schools. (Between
1980 and 1984 she attended the Zoltan Koddly Music High School in Debrecen, her ieachers were
Zoltan Farsang and Zoltan Gydgnydssy.) In 1983 she was awarded 1% prize at the .J4nos Richter
National Woodwinds Competition. From 1984 on she studied at the Ferenc Liszi Acaderiy of Mu-
sic, Budapest. -In 1987 she was admitted to the Artist’s Training Department and graduvated in
1989.

She has been a member of different international chamber music courses, performed in Hun-
gary and abroad, and made recordings. She was awarded a special prize at the Prague Spring
International Flute Competition in 1986, 2™ prize at the Internationai Fiute Competition in Barcelo-
na, a special prize at the International Flute Competition in Duino, 1" prize at the National Wood-
winds Competition of the Hungarian Radio in 1988, and 3" prize at the International Flute Compe-
tition in Kobe in 1989.

For a year (since 1991) she has been a member of the Hungarian State Symphony Orchestra.

MARIA, ZS. SZABO
was born in 1960 in Budapest, Hungary. She won prizes at Hungarian and Czech competitions
in 1970 before enrolling at the Liszt Ferenc Academy of Music (Budapest) where her teachers in-
cluded Dénes Kovacs and Semion Snitkovsky. She received her diploma in 1985. Ms. Zs. Szabd
has performed widely in Western Europe, including the Barték Festival in Liége, as well as in Po-
land, Yugoslavia, and the USR. From 1983-86 she was leader of the Budapest Strings Chamber
Orchestra. In addition to being a member of the Budapest Festival Orchestra and the chamber
" group "Componensemble”. Ms. Zs. Szabd teaches at the Kodaly Zoltan Conservatoire and the
Liszt Academy. She performs regularly as chamber musician and soloist.

JOZEF LUPTACIK (1947)

Je absolventom Konzervatéria a VSMU v Bratislave. Absalvoval mnoZstvo koncertov, spolupra-
coval s rozhlasom a televiziou, hudobnymi vydavatelstvami, premiéroval mnoZstvo diel sloven-
skych skiadatelov pre svoj nastroj.

Je docentom na HF VSMU, pbsobi pedagogicky aj na Konzervatériu v Bratisiave, je vedtcim
skupiny klarinetov v Slovenskej filharmonii, GEinkuje i solisticky.

RENATA SAJDOVA (1972)

Je posluchaékou Konzervatéria v Ziline, vitazkou viacerych domacich stfai.

V roku 1991 ziskala 1. miesto na celoslovenskej spevackej sifazi konzervatérii a cenu Sioven-
ského hudobného fondu.

Na medzinarodnej spevackej sufaZi A. Dvofaka v Karlovych Varoch obdrZala ¢estné uznanie
a zvlastnu cenu SHF.

Od roku 1991 spolupracuje ako sélistka so Statnym komornym orchestrom v Ziline.

IVA ZERZANOVA (1969)

Hre na lesnom rohu sa venuje od deviatich rokov. Po ukonceni gymnazia navstevovala Konzer-
vatérium v Pardubiciach v triede O. Tvrdého. Po maturite (v r. 1990) pokracuje v $tidiu na Kon-
zervatoriu v KoSiciach u pedagoga M. Hubnera.

He is a student of the 4th grade at the Conservatory in Bratislava. He began to leam playing
the clarinet since his childhood with his father, whose pupit he is tili today.
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As a pupil of the Primary Art School in 1988 he gain the tst Prize in the Slovak Nationwide
Competition in Clarinet Playing. In 1991 he took part in International Performing Competition The
Prague Spring.

He is a member of the new formed Academic Wind Quintet.

JOZEF LUPTACIK (1947)

He is a graduate from the Conservatory and the Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts in Bratis-
lava. He gave a number of concerts, co-operated with the Radio and TV, music publishing hou-
ses. He gave premiére to all clarinet compositions of the Siovak Composers.

He is a senior lecturer at the Faculty of Music of the Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts, he
teaches at the Conservatory in Bratislava, too. He is the solo clarinettist of the Slovak Philharmo-
nic Orchestra. .

RENATA SAJDOVA (1972)

Being a student of the Conservatory in Zilina, she won several domestic competitions.

In 1991 she got the 1st Prize at the Slovak Nationwide Singers” Competition of the Conservato-
ries and the Prize of the Slovak Music Fond. She acquired the Honourable Mention and a special
Prize of the Slovak Music Fond at the International Singers” Competition of A. Dvorak in Karlovy
Vary.

Since 1991 she — as a soloist — co-operates with the State Chamber Orchestra in Zilina.

IVA ZERZANOVA

She has been playing the French horn since she was 8. Finishing the Secondary Grammar
School she attended the Conservatory in Pardubice in the class of O. Tvrdy. After passing the
school leaving exam in 1990 she continued her studies at the Conservatory in KoSice with M.

It participated in important international festivals as Salzburgerfestspiele, Wienerfestwochen,
Sofia Music Weeks, Festa pro musica in Assisi, summer festivals in San Sebastian, Santander,
Ayamonte, Pamplone and Castro Urdiales in Spain, Festival de Bonaquiol in France, Prague
spring, Bratislava Music Festival etc.

The audience of the most famous concert halls of Europe applauded it — of the Musikvereine
and Konzerthaus in Vienna, the Tonhalle in Dusseldorf, the Comic Opera in Berlin, the St. Francis
Cathedral in Assisi, the Great Hali of the Leningrad Philharmonic Orchestra and many others.

Thanks to specific compasition of the body, which creates a small symphonic orchestra, the
State Chamber Orchestra Zilina has an extremely wide repertory, which includes compositions
from the Baroque, Classic, early Romantic period as well as pieces of the 20th century music.

The chief-conductor of the Orchestra is Eduard Fischer, the assistant conductor Jaroslav Vod-
fiansky. A lot of guest conductors and important soloists co-operated with the body.

PETER FERANEC

He got his first music educatlon as a private pupil learning playmg the plano organ and music
theory.
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Finishing the Conservatory in Bratislava in 1986 he continued his studies at the International
Workshop of B. Barték and Festival in Szombathely led by prof. P. Eétvds (1985-1986), where he
devoted himself first of all to the conducting of the contemporary music (Ligeti, Stravinsky, We-
bern, Bartok).

Thanks to the scholarship of the Ministry of Culture Peter Feranec got the possibility to study
the orchestral conducting at the State Conservatory in Peterburg, where he graduated with suc-
cess after 4 years of study with prof. Janson. As a student he led and conducted a chamber or-
chestra of foreign students and he presented several operas, symphonic concerts with leading so-
loists in many cities (Thilisi, Minsk, Tallin, Peterburg). He also co-operated with radio and TV.
Since 1991 he is a conductor of the Siovak National Theatre in Bratislava and at the same time he
began his post-graduate study with prof. Kari Osterreicher in Vienna.

MARIAN PIVKA

A student of the Kosice Conservatoire under professors Kojanova and Tichy he followed his
studies there with a period under prof. Starosta at the Bratislava Academy of Musical Arts. He
then went to the Moscow Conservatoire for further studies with Prof. Gornostajevova and on his
return to Bratislava won the Music Fund Scholarship for even further study with Prof. Cernecka.

His somewhat unique talent soon distinguished him among his fellow artists and he quickly ro-
se to be among the top rank of Slovak pianists. He entered a number of competitions and became
a Laureate of the international Virtuoso Competition in Usti on the Eibe as well as of the Beetho-
ven Competition in Hradec. He won the First Prize in the competition of the Siovak Conservatoi-
res and another first Prize in the Smetana Competition along with a special award for the inter-
pretation of Smetana’s works. He subsequently became a Laureate of the International Jeunesse
Music Competition in Belgrade and was given the Critic’s Prize in a Festival in Trencianske Tepli-

JURAJ C1ZMAROVIC

Slovak violin player was born in 1962. He studied violin at the Bratlslava Conservatory. He fi-
nished it with a titie The Best Graduate of the Year. After he continued studies at the Academy of
Music and Drama in Bratislava from 1983 to 1987 and later at Music Academy in Sion, Switzer-
land (1988-1989).

He is a laureate of several international competitions: International Violin Competition in Beo-
grad (1985), absolute winner — the first prize at national Performing Comptition (1986), the fourth
prize in the Internationa! violin competition of T. Varga, Sion (1988). In 1988 he was awarded the
Prize of Slovak Critics.

He took part in several international courses with exellent violinists (F. Gulli — Siena, N. Milste-
in — Zurich). His successfu! appearance in Sion was followed by personal invitation of T. Varga Yo
study one year in his master courses at Music Academy in Sion.

Cizmarovi¢ as a soloist gave a concerts in many European countries (Austria, ltaly, Switzer-

_land, Finland, Sweden, GDR, Hungary, Soviet Union), and he has made appearances with seve-
ral important orchestras (Portland Symphony Orchestra, Radio Suise Romande, Slovak Philhar-
monic Orchestra...).

Juraj Cizmarovi€ is an extraordinary talented violinist with real demand of technigue which
enables him easily overcome problems of the most complicated compositions. Musical tempera-
ment, creative intelligence, rich emotional fund are good basis for his successful performances.

EUGEN PROCHAC

He was born on the 24th May 1962 in Bratislava. He studied at the Bratistava Conservatoire
from 1977 to 1983, under the direction of Juraj Fazekas and finished his studies with the title,
"Best graduate of the year". From 1983 to 1987 he studied at the Academy of Music and Drama in
Prague, in the class of Professor Jozef Chuchro. He improved his art with such prsonalities as
Daniel Safran, Erling Blondal Bengtsson, Michail Chomicer and Angelica May. .




During his studies he won Slovak Conservatoire Competition twice, was absolute winner of the
Slovak Interpretation Competition in 1983, and won the international Premio Valentino Bucchi in
1990 in Rome. He performed as a soloist with many outstanding Czecho-Slovak and foreign con-
ductors and orchestras, taking part in various festivals. He is the holder of the Slovak Music Cri-
tics” Prize and successfully participated in Interpodium 1990. :

Besides his dominant activity as a soloist he devotes much time to chamber music as a long
term member of the New Bratislava Trio and other chamber music groups. The spectrum of his
activity is completed by teaching in the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratisiava.
 He regularly records for radio, television and record companies. His repertoire is unusually wi-
de and includes all styles and periods. Rarely performed and forgotten works which he helps to
introduce to concert life, are in the centre of his interests. He performed in Hungary, Poland, Aus-
tria, Germany, Yugoslavia, the Soviet Union, ltaly and other countries.
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
