Je lauredtom niekolkych sataZi, spomedzi ktorych mu vitazstvo v siitaZi Opera
Prima - Philips roku 1989 umoZnilo nahrat compact disc pre firmu Philips classics v
Milane.

V sa€asnosti je $¢fdirigentom Symfonického orchestra Slo-
venského rozhlasu v Bratislave a Komomého fitharmonického orchestra v Pardubi-
ciach.
PriebeZne spolupracuje aj s PraZzskym orchestrom FOK, s Ceskou fitharméniou a s
Rundfunk Orchestra Koln. Dirigoval aj v USA, Japonsku, Nemecku, Rakiisku, Holand-
sku, Spanielsku a v Taliansku. Spolupracoval s Radio Philharmonie Leipzig, PRISM
Orchestra v New Yorku, Bronx Symphony Orchestra, Haydn Orchestra Bolzano, Filhar-
monickym orchestrom v Novosibirsku. Je vitazom celoStitnej dirigentskej sifaze v
Hradci Krélové. Nahral 25 CD platni zvicSa pre zahrani¢né spolocnosti.

~ Slovak Sinfonieta (Stitny komomy orchester Zilina) vznikol roku 1974 ako jediny
orchester ,,mozartovského typu* na Slovensku. Kvalita hra¢ov spolu s majstrovstvom a
sktisenostami $éfdirigenta Eduarda Fischera umoznili rychly umelecky rast orchestra.
Utinkoval na popredngch eur6pskych festivaloch (Salzburger Festspiele, Wiener Fest-
wochen, Haydn-Festival vo Viedni, Letny festival v Spanielsku, Festival de Bonaguil
vo Franctizsku, BHS, PraZska jar). Okrem eurdpskych krajin orchester tiinkoval aj v
Afrike a Japonsku a v okt6bri 1993 absolvoval turmé po USA.

During
several years he build up wide repertoire ranging from music of J.S.Bach to contem-
porary authors. He is the winner of several competitions. 1st prize in the Opera Prima -
Philips Competition enabled him to record a CD in 1989 for the Philips Classics in
Milan. He devotes his strength to wide concert activity, both as a soloist and co-operator
of various chamber ensembles.
Attila Pasztor (1971, Vienna) began to study violoncello at the age of 10 under the gui-
dance of W .Herzer at the Wiener Musikhochschule and J.Luitz at the Konservatorium
der Stadt Wien, from 1986 with T.Kiihne at the Hochschule fiir Musik und darstellende
Kunst. He took part in master classes under D.Schafran, D.Geringas and A.Noras.
In 1987 he - as a soloist - received the 1st prize in the Internationalen Kammermusik-
Festival Austria, he was awarded as the best participant of the ORF-Preises des Landes
Niederdsterreich . In 1990 he received the Forderungs- und Wiirdigungspreis der Wie-
ner Philharmoniker. He won the 1st prize in the 1st International violoncello competi-
tion in Liezen, Steiermark (1992).
In 1990 he performed Cello Concerto by R.Schumann under the baton of K.Osterre-
icher, and in 1992 Cello Concerto D-major by J.Haydn conducted by P.Giilke - both
took place in the Musikvereinsaal. He played Brahms’ Double Concerto in 1990 in the
frame of Jeuness-Gala undertaking which was broadcast by Eurovision. Beside the con-
cert activities he also makes radio recordings. He plays on cello Andrea Amati (1573)
borrowed from Osterreichischen Nationalbank.
Rdébert Stankovsky (1964, Bratislava) graduated from the Conservatory in Bratislava
(piano and conducting) and from the Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts, with ,,The
Price of Rector”. Then he continued in Paris where he - as a sholarship holder - attended
master courses with G.Devos. Finishing his studies he became conductor of Chamber
Opera in Bratislava and of the State Philharmonic KoSice. At present, Stankovsky is
chief-conductor of the Slovak Radio Symphony Orchestra in Bratislava and of the
Chamber Philharmonic of Pardubice.
He also co-operates with Prague Symphony Orchestra FOK, Czech Philharmonic
Orchestra and with Rundfunk Orchester Koln. He conducted in the USA, Japan, USSR,
Germany, Austria, Holland, Spain and Italy. He cooperated with Radio Phitharmonie -
Leipzig, PRISM Orchestra in New York, Bronx Symphony Orchestra, Haydn Orchestra
Bolzano, Novosibirsk Philharmonic Orchestra. He is the winner of the national conduc-
tors’ competition in Hradec Krilové. He has already recorded 25 CDs mostly for fore-
ign companies.
Slovak Sinfonieta (The State Chamber Orchestra Zilina) onglnated in 1974 as the only
,Mozart-like* in Slovakia. The quality of orchestra members and experience of the
chief conductor Eduard Fischer enabled the rapid artistic growth of the ensemble. Besi-
de a number of concerts at home ensemble participated in important international festi-
vals as Salzburg Festspiele, Wiener Festwochen, Summer festival in Spain, Festival de
Bonaguiol in France, Prague Spring, Bratislava Music Festival. Outside the Europe the
orchestra performed in Africa, Japan and in the U.S.A during concert roundtrip in 1993.
The State Chamber Orchestra Zilina co-operates with famous conductors and soloists
(S.Galonski, T.Maeda, Dr.IL.Rajter, O.Lendrd, O.Dohnanyi, B.Warchal, 1.Oistrach,
V.Hudecéek, O.Stapp, G.Benackové, M.Haj6ssyovd, N.Yepes, M.LapSansky, A.Gertler).
Thanks to specific composition of the body the State Chamber Orchestra Zilina posses a
wide repertoire, which includes cémpositions from the Baroque Classic, early Roman-
tic period as well as pieces of the 20th century music.

In 1991 she received diploma in the 2nd round
of the International Violin Competition of K.Lipinski and H.Wieniawski in Ljublin
(Poland). In 1992 she won the Competition of Slovak conservatories. She represented
our country as a finalist in Danny Kaye Competition in the Hague. She recorded for the
Slovak Radio and performed with the State Philharmonic Ko3ice and with Slovak Phil-
harmonic as well.

Mikul4$ Skuta studied the piano with A Elanovi at the Conservatoire in Bratislava and
with E.Fischerova at the Academy of Music and Drama during the period 1979-84.
Finishing his studies he got a scholarschip of the Slovak Music Fund and continued his
studies under the supervision of M.Lap$ansky. He went through a period study in Paris -
attending the master classes of C.Helffer.

During her studies she was awarded two 3rd prizes in the International
Singers’ Competition of A.Dvofék and in 1992 she won the Singers’ Competition of
M.Schneider-Trnavsky. She co-operates regularly with baroque music ensembles. In
1992 she undertook a concert tour in South Corea, in 1993 she performed during interna-
tional festivals of baroque music in London, York and Nantes. She recorded the alto solo
in Mozart’s Requiem for Pickwick recording company and other recordings for Supra-
phon.

Ente-
ring the Music Academy in Prague in 1985 (singing) he received the scholarship at the
Music Academy in Sophia where he studied with Tch.Chadziev. In Sophia he sang as a
guest singer in The Rape of Lucretia by B.Britten (Tarquinius).

After his return he acted in J.G.Tajovsky Theatre in B.Bystrica. Since 1991 he has been
singing in the Prague Chamber Opera, mostly in barytone roles of Mozart operas. In the
National Theatre he performed in La Boheme (Schaunard) and in Romeo and Juliet by
Ch.Gounod (Gregorio).

As a guest singer in the Prague State Opera he sang in Cosi fan tutte (Guglielmo), in the
J.K.Tyl Theatre in Plzeil in Faust (Valentin) and in The Secret by Smetana (Kalina).
Previous year he took part in master classes in PieStany under the guidance of P.Schre-
ier. Beside the operatic repertoire he works also in the field of song and concert perfor-
mance.

Marian LapS$ansky studied at the Conservatoire in Bratislava and at the Music Acade-
my in Prague. Postgradually he studied at the Tchaikovsky Conservatoire in Moscow
and he also extended his artistic profile in the master courses with G.Anda in Ziirich,
where he was awarded in 1972 for the best interpretation of Mozart. He obtained more
awards in several competitions - the absolute victory at the Smetana competition in Hra-
dec Kralové, a diploma and the Gold Medal from the Laureate Days of K.Popoya in
Bulgary. He is the Laureate of the International Rostrum of Young Performers Unesco
within the Bratislava Music Festival. As a soloist he performed in many of European
countries, in Cuba, Japan, USA and Canada. As a chamber player he together with
P.Schreier realized a great number of public performances and recordings for Eterna,
Eurodisc, Columbia-Japan, etc. He co-operates with most excelent artists, e.g. M.Hajos-
syové, A.May, J.Podhoransky, J.Obrazcovov4.

M .Lap3ansky works pedagogicaly at the Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts in Brati-
slava, he leads the International Performing Courses in Pie3tany, he is a president of
Hummel Competition in Bratislava.

New Slovak Wind Quintet was formed at Bratislava Conservatoire in 1984. Soon-after
its origin the ensemble became the 3rd prize winner at the Slovak Conservatories Com-
petition in Kosice (1985) an was given an honorary award at the Competition in Banska
Bystrica. In the same year the ensemble won the 1st prize at the Chamber Ensemble
Performing Competition in Prague.

The Quintet concerts have been given in Slovakia as well as abroad. Its recitals were
held in Austria, France and the ensemble toured in Germany in 1988 and 1991.

The Quintet regularly co-operates with the Slovak Television and Radio Companies
having made many recordings of world and Slovak repertoire. Its ccoperation with Aus-
trian ORF was also a success. The concert repertoire of the ensemble covers a wide
range of style periods - from Bach up to the contemporary music composers.

David Frithwirth (1974, Salzburg) began to play the violin when he was six. At the age of
ten he started to study at the Mozarteum in Salzburg, where he was the pupil of P.Roczek,
J.Geise and R.Ricci. He attended also the Meadowmount Summer School of Music in the
U.S.A. Since 1990 he has been studying with Zakhar Bron at the Musikhochschule
Litbeck. When he was 13 he won the 1st prize in the Bundeswettbewerb Jugend musiziert,
another 1st prize in Concorso Interregionale in Gradisca d’Isonzo in Italy. In 1991 he was
the finalist in the 1st International violin competition of Pabla de Sarasate in Pamplone. He
gave concerts in Italy, Romania, Austria, former Yugoslavia, Spain and Germany. He
recorded for the radio and TV in Austria and Germany.

Dusan Sodja (1972, Slovenj Gradec) started to play the flute under the guidance of his fat-
her at the age of seven. In 1983 he changed for clarinet and studied with Alojz Zupan.

From 1991 he continued with the same teacher at the Music Academy in Ljubljana.

He won seven 1st prizes in various competitions in Slovenia and former Yugoslavia. In
1991 he received the 1st prize in Youth Competition in Herceg-Novi (99/100 points).

In March 1991 he performed as a soloist with the Slovenia Phitharmonic and in May of the
same year with the Orchester des Staatstheaters Darmstadt.

He co-operated with wind ensemble Alpen-Adria in GroZnjan, Croatia (1990), in France he
played in Mediterranean Youth Orchestra (1993) and with the Symphonic Orchestra of the
Music Academy in Ljubljana. In 1992 he played the first clarinet in international Jugend-
symphonieorchester Bayreuth. He took part in master classes led by Vincenzo Marriozzi in
France (1993).

Albert Hrubovcak (1967) graduated from the Academy of Music.and Dramatic Arts in
Bratislava where he studied with J.Gagparovi¢. He acted two years as the first trombonist
in the Transval Philharmonic Orchestra in South Africa. He is laureate of national competi-
tions and took part in competitions in Miinchen and Geneva.

Frank van de Laar (1965) began his studies at the music school in Hilversum when he was 10
years old. After secondary school, he entered the Sweelinck Conservatory in Amsterdam
(J.Wijn). He finished his studies with distinction (1989). Then, he attended master classes with
Sebok, Egorov, Falvay, Perry, Berman and Wibrowsky, among others.

In october 1987, he won 3rd Prize in the International Brahms Competition in Hamburg (Germa-
ny) and in 1988 he took 1st Prize in the Postbank Sweelinck Competition for young Dutch pia-
nists. This resulted in a performance in the grand hall of the Concertgebouw in Amsterdam of
Brahms Piano concerto No.1. In 1989 Frank was awarded the Jacques Vonk Prize.

At the moment, he studies with N.Grubert in Amsterdam and K.-H.Kammerling in Hanover. He
performs in the Netherlands as well as abroad in solo recitals, as accompanist and with chamber
music ensembles. As a soloist, he has played with various symphony orchestras in the Nether-
lands. In April 1993, he was awarded the Critics Prize at the Zilina Festival in Slovakia.

Larissa Groeneveld studied with Dimitri Ferschtman at the Sweelinck Conservatory in Amster-
dam where she graduated cum laude. She has followed master classes with N.Gutman, B.Perga-
menschikov, A.Navarra and D.Schafran. In 1984, she won 1st prize at the Luis Colemar Interna- -
tional Competition in Spain.

In 1988 she made her debut in the grand hall of the Concertgebouw with the Tnple Concerto by
Beethoven. As a soloist, she has performed with various orchestras. With the Dutch Student
Orchestra, she has made an extensive tour through The Netherlands.

She has played chamber music with eminent musicians such as Herman Krebbers, Emmy Ver-
hey, Karin Lechner and Boris Berman. In March 1993, she played the Rococo Variations by
Tchaikovsky with the Netherlands Philharmonic Orchestra.

1989 titul Magistra. Od toku 1986 Studovala sticasne na viedenskej Hochschule fir Musik
und darstellende Kunst (H.Petermandl), svoje Stitdid v3ak ukoncila len neddvno u Moskov-
Cana V.MerZanova. Je laurdtkou niekolkych domacich i zahrani¢nych stfazi (sGtaZila napr.
v portugalskom Porte v okt6bri 1991, vo Viedni v janudri 1992, v marci a okt6bri toho isté-
ho roku sa za¢astnila na klavirnej stitaZi Mérii Calasovej v Aténach, resp. na Medzinérod-
nej stitazi Joseho Iturbi vo Valencii).

Venuje sa aj nahravaniu pre rozhlas a televiziu, jej prva LP platiia prini3a hudbu A.Skrjabi-
na ako aj sti¢asnych slovinskych skladatelov. Koncertne sa predstavila okrem domécich
p6dif v Rakusku, Nemecku, Taliansku, Portugalsku, Ceskoslovensku, Holandsku a v §td-
toch byvalého Sovietského zvizu.

Magdaléna Hajéssyova absolvovala Konzervatrium (M.Smutni-Vikova) a VSMU

(A .Hru3ovsk4) v Bratislave. PoCas svojho pdsobenia v opere SND vytvorila do sezény
1978/79 viacero velkych postdv svetového i domdceho repertoaru. Od roku 1976 hostovala
v Deutsche Staatsoper Berlin, kde v aprili 1978 prijala trvalé angaZman. V roku 1979 sa
stala sélistkou Slovenskej filharménie. M.Hajossyova je Castym hostom opernych scén, tak
na eurdpskych javiskédch, ako aj v USA (New York) a v Japonsku. Ziskala rad oceneni,
napr. titul Kammersingerin (1979), Cenu J.W.Goetheho (1988), Zlaty erb OPUSu (1983)
za nahravky koncertnych arii W.A Mozarta, trikrdt Cenu kritiky v Nemecku atd. Jej ume-
lecké majstrovstvo charakterizuje kreativnost, mimoriadna muzikalita, svietivy, velky hlas
s kolorattrnou pohyblivostou. Intenzivne sa venuje koncertnému spevu. Casto G€inkovala
so Slovenskou filharméniou, Slovenskym filharmonickym zborom, Ceskou fitharméniou,
Staatskapelle Berlin, Gewandhausorchester Leipzig, DrdZdanskou filharméniou a mnohy-
mi dal§imi zahrani¢nymi orchestrami.

Marta Benackov4 je absolventkou bratislavského konzervatéria v odbore klavir a VSMU
v odbore spev (1980). Roku 1985 sa stala lauredtkou celostdtnej spevickej sitaZe
M.Schneidera-Trnavského v Trnave, a ziskala cenu Ceského hudobného fondu za najlepiu
interpretdciu sti¢asnej Ceskej skladby. Od sezény 1986-87 je ¢lenkou komorného stboru
Musica Aeterna, spolupracuje s Komornou operou v Bratislave, s Virtuosi di Praga, s Praz-
skym rozhlasovym orchestrom. Venuje sa prevaZne koncertnému spevu, oratoridlnemu a
vokalno-symfonickému Zanru, okrem koncertnej ¢innosti pdsobi i pedagogicky na Konzer-
vatériu v Bratislave. Absolvovala koncertné zijazdy do Rakiiska, Ruska, Danska, AlZirska,
Talianska a i. Odborna kritika i posluchadi oceflujii nielen jej krasny hlas, ale siasne aj
muzikalitu-a schopnost tvarovat interpretované dielo v adekvétnych $tylovych rovinich.
Jozef Kundlik je absolventom Konzervatéria v Bratislave (I.Cerneck4). Za€astnil sa na
kurze Eurépskeho operného centra v Belgicku (1984). V rokoch 1983-91 pdsobil ako sélis-
ta opery SND v Bratislave. Stal sa vifazom stitaZe A Dvotika v Karlovych Varoch (1978) a
siitaZe M.Schneidera-Trnavského (1981). Najvia¢sim triumfom bolo laureétstvo na sttazi
L.Pavarottiho vo Philadelphii (1985). Jeho mozartovsko-rossiniovsky lyricky tenor dispo-
novany aj v technicky najextrémnejSich polohéch ocenili v milanskej La Scale, ako aj v
opernych divadléch v Neapoli, v Bologni, v Bendtkach, v Janove, v Bavorske]j Staatsoper
Mnichov, v opere v Turine, Palerme, Florencii, Frankfurte, Berline a Viedni. Spolupraco-
val s viacerymi vyznamnymi dirigentskymi osobnostami - R.Muti, W.Sawallisch, P.Schre-
ier a dalsi.

V mozartovskom roku 1991 spieval Mozartovo Requiem s Philadelphskym orchestrom pod
vedenim R .Mutiho v New Yorku v Carnegie Hall ako aj vo Philadelphii. V oktébri 1993
uviedol v Mildne dielo L.JanaCka Zapisnik zmizelého, vo februdri 1994 vo Florencii Rossi-
niho Barbiera zo Sevilly a v marci 1994 v opere v Trieste Belliniho Sonnambulu (Name-
salnd).
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Tatjana Ogdjanovi¢ (Ljubljana) was born into a musical family. Her parents are opera
singers. She began her piano lessons at the age of four and later studied at the Academy of
Music in Ljubljana with D.Tom§i¢-Srebotnjak, where she received her diploma with distin-
ction in 1986 and her Masters degree in 1989. Since 1986 she studied also with H.Peter-
mandl at the Hochschule fiir Musik und darstellende Kunst in Vienna and more recently,
with V.Merzhanov from Moscow. She won numerous prizes in national and international
competitions, most recently in October’91 in Porto (Portugal), in January’92 in Vienna, in
March and October of the same year in Athens (International Piano Competition ,,Maria
Callas*) and in Valencia (Inernational Competition ,, Jose Iturbi*), respectively. She recor-
ded for radio and television, her first LP record was dedicated to works of A.Scriabin and
contemporary Slovene composers. She gave concerts in her home country, in Austria, Ger-
many, Italy, Portugal, Czechoslovakia, the Netherlands and in the states of former USSR.
She performed with Slovene Philharmonic and with the Bruckner Orchestra (Linz).
Magdaléna Hajéssyova graduated from the Conservatory (M.Smutna-Vikova) and from
the Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts (A.HruSovskd) in Bratislava. In the opera of The
Slovak National Theatre where she sang till the end of season 1978-79 she created more
important characters of domestic as well as world repertoire. From 1976 she visited the
Deutsche Staatsoper Berlin, where she got a permanent engagement in April 1978. In 1979
she became a soloist of the Slovak Philharmonic.

She often sings at great opera houses in Europe, U.S.A. (New York Opera) and Japan. She
obtained lots of awards - a title of Kammerséngerin (1979), the Prize of ].W.Goethe
(1988), The Gold Coat-of-arms of QPUS (1983) for the record of Concerto arias of W.A.
Mozart, three times the Critic Prize in Germany. Her artistic mastery is typical for creativi-
ty, special musicality, bright and nosal voice with coloratura flexibi- lity. She devotes her-
self intensively to the concert singing and often co-operates with the Slovak Philharmonic,
the Choir of the Slovak Philharmonic, the Czech Philharmonic, Staatskapelle Berlin,
Gewandhausorchester Leipzig, the Dresden Philharmonic and the other foreign orchestras.
Marta Benackova studied the piano at the Bratislava Conservatoire and singing at the
Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts (1980). In 1985 she became a Laureate of the Natio-
nal Singing Competition of Mikul4$ Schneider-Trnavsky in Trnava and won the prize of
Czech Music Fund for the best interpretation of contemporary Czech composition. Since
the season of 1986-87 she has been a member of the chamber ensemble Musica Aeterna.
She co-operates with the Chamber Opera in Bratislava, Virtuosi di Praga, Prague Radio
Orchestra. She is mostly involved in concert singing, oratorial and vocal-symphonic genre.
She was invited to give congerts in Ausiria, Russia, Denmark, Algeria, Italy, etc. Critics
and listeners appreciate her lovely voice, her musicianship and ability to find adequate
style of interpretation for the pieces of different periods. She also teaches at the Bratislava
Conservatoire.

Jozef Kundlak graduated from the Conservatory in Bratislava where he studied with
I.Cernecka. He took part in master classes of the European Opera Centre in Belgium
(1984). During 1983-91 he acted as a soloist in the opera of the Slovak National Theatre.
He is the winner of the A.Dvofdk Competition in Karlsbad (1978) and of the M.Schneider-
Trnavsky Competition (1981). The greatest triumph, however, he received in the L.Pava-
rotti Competition in Philadelphia where he became a laureate (1985). His Mozart-Rossini-
like lyric tenor voice and high technical skills were applauded in the La Scala and in other
famous opera houses in Napoli, Bologna, Venice, Torino, Munich, Frankfurt, Berlin and
Vienna. He co-operated with famous conductors, e.g. R.Muti, W.Sawallisch, P.Schreier,
etc. In 1991, the year of Mozart anniversary, he sang in Requiem with Philadelphia Sym-
phonic Orchestra under R.Muti in New York Carnegie Hall and in Philadelphia, as well. In
October 1993 he performed in the La Scala in The Diary of One Who Disappeared by
Janacek, in February 1994 in Florence in the Il barbiere di Siviglia by Rossini. In March of
this year he sang in Triest in La Sonnambula by Bellini.
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Peter Mikul4s (1954) absolvoval VSMU v Bratislave. Od roku 1978 je sélistom opery
SND a solistom Slovenskej filharménie od r.1986. Je laureatom sutazi A .Dvofdka v Karlo-
vych Varoch (1978), P.1.Cajkovského v Moskve (1982) a Miriam Helinovej v Helsink4ch
(1984).

Venuje sa systematicky koncertnému spguu, ktory povaZuje za dominantu svojho umelec-
kého zamerania. Pravidelne u&inkuje ako sélista Slovenskej filharménie i Ceskej filharmé-
nie. Vystupoval na viacerych vyznamnych svetovych pddiach a festivaloch, napr. Musikve-
reinsaal a Konzertsaal vo Viedni, Royal Albert Hall v Londyne, Gewandhaus v Lipsku,
Santa Cecfilia v Rime, Salzburger Festspiele, Israel Festival Jerusalem, Edinburgh Festival,
Bachakademie Stuttgart, Prazska Jar, BHS, atd.

Okrem ti¢inkovania v opere SND v Bratislave je Castym hostom N4rodného divadla v
Prahe, Nemeckej Statnej opery v Berline i dal§ich eurdpskych scén.

Ondrej Lenard (1942) je dirigentom orchestra Slovenske;j filharménie od sezény 1991/92
(r.1993 bol menovany $éfdirigentom). Je absolventom bratislavskej VSMU (dr.L.Rajter).
UZ ako poslucha¢ vysokej Skoly posobil v opere SND ako zbormajster (1962). V roku
1970 nastipil ako dirigent Symfonického orchestra Ceskoslovenského rozhlasu, od roku
1977 teleso viedol ako 3¢éfdirigent aZ do roku 1990. Ondrej Lenard je vitazom Medzina-
rodnej dirigentskej stitaZe v Budape§ti (1974).

V rokoch 1984-86 pdsobil aj ako $éfdirigent SND kde pripravil vela ispesnych predstave-
ni. Divadeln4 aktivita dirigenta nagla uplatnenie i vo viedenskej Staatsoper, v San Cario
Neapol, Houston Grand Opera, Stdtnej opere Budapeit a v opernom divadle vo Weimare.
Od roku 1978 Ondrej Lenérd spolupracuje so Shynsei Nipon Symphony Orchestra v
Tokiu.

Cappella Istropolitana vznikla r.1983 z poprednych hri¢ov Slovenskej filharménie. Vi¢-
$ina z nich je zaroveii &inn4 ako na poli komornej hudby, tak aj solisticky. Styl stiboru cha-
rakterizuje popri technickej zru¢nosti zvukové kulnira, bezprostrednost vyrazu a interpre-
ta¢n disciplina. Od poCiatku svojej ¢innosti Cappella Istropolitana vystupuje na koncert-
nych pddidch doma i v zahrani¢i. Jej §iroky repertoér zahfiia hlavne diela nemeckého a
talianského baroka, ale taktieZ diela z obdobia klasicizmu a hudbu 20. storo&ia. Stibor
venuje vela Casu §tddiovému nahravaniu pre rozne vydavatelstvd. Vzhladom na svoju
vysoki tirovedi bol sitbor menovany bratislavskym magistritom za Komorny orchester
mesta Bratislava, ktorého vedicim sa stal Ewald Danel.

Spevicky zbor mesta Bratislavy vznikol roku 1971 z iniciativy byvalého MDKO v Brati-
slave. Do 1.1976 teleso viedol pedagég Konzervatéria v Ziline A.Kallay, po iom do r.1978
leningradsky zbormajster Valentin Iljin, ktorého vystriedal vtedajsi hlavny zbormajster
SND Ladislav Holdsek. Repertodr zboru tvoria popri dielach renesan¢nej a barokovej poly-
fénie cez klasicisticko-romantickd literatiru najmi skladby 20.storotia a sic¢asné diela slo-
-venskych a &eskych skladatelov. SZMB nés dspesne reprezentoval na domécich i zahranig-
nych sttaZiach - vitazstvo na medzinédrodnej siifaZi v anglickom Middlesbroughu, ocenenia
z Arezza, Gorizie (Taliansko), Karditse (Grécko) a Pohlheimu (Nemecko). Od r.1989 pra-
videlne G&inkuje na medzindrodnom hudobnom festivale ,,Festa Musica Pro Mundo Uno*
v Assisi. V ramci tohto festivalu uZ dva razy i¢inkoval v Castel Gandolfo, v letnom sidle
papeZa J4na Pavla II. Cinnost SZMB podporuje a.s. Slovnaft Bratislava, podnik, ktory vo
svojom programe vyrazne akcentuje ochranu Zivotného prostredia.

Ladislav Hol4sek, absolvent bratislavského konzervatéria, VSMU v odbore klavirnej hry
a dirigovania (1967), spogiatku posobil ako korepetitor Mie¥aného zboru Cs.rozhlasu v
Bratislave. Neskor ako korepetitor a dirigent Slovenského filharmonického zboru. Bol
dlhoroénym zbormajstrom opery SND. V stifasnosti okrem Spevéackeho zboru mesta Brati-
slavy vedie aj Slovenskych madrigalistov. S telesami uskuto&nil mnoZstvo koncertnych
vystipeni a realizoval poCetné rozhlasové, televizne a gramofénové nahravky. Venuje sa i
pedagogickej Cinnosti na PF UK v Nitre.
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Peter Mikul4s (1954) graduated from the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava. He

has been the soloist of the Slovak National Opera since 1978 and the soloist of the Slovak
Philharmonic since 1986. He is the laureate of Dvotdk Singer’s Competition in Karlsbad
(1978), Tchaikowski Competition in Moscow (1982) and Miriam Helin Competition in Hel-
sinki (1984).

Peter Mikul4S devotes himself systematically to concert singing that he considers to be domi-
nant in his artistic orientation. He regularly performs as a soloist with the Slovak Philharmo-
nic and the Czech Philharmonic, too. He sang on many distinguished stages and festivals
(Musikverginsaal and Konzertsaal in Vienna, Royal Albert Hall in London, Gewandhaus in
Liepzig, Santa Cecilia in Roma, Salzburger Festspiele,etc.) and collaborated with many
famous conductors. Except for giving performances with the Slovak National Theater Opera
he is invited very often by the National Theater in Prague, Deutche Staatsoper in Berlin and
other European theatres.

Ondrej Lendrd (1942) has been conducting the Slovak Philharmonic since the season

1991/92 and from 1993 he is the chief conductor of the body. He studied at the Academy of
Music and Dramatic Arts (Dr.L.Rajter). During his studies he had been engaged at the opera
of the Slovak National Theatre as a choir conductor (1962), since 1970 as a conductor of the
Czechoslovak Radio Symphonic Orchestra in Bratislava (from 1977 chief conductor) where
he acted till 1990. Ondrej Lenérd is the winner of international conductor’s competition in
Budapest (1974).

Apart from being the chief conductor of the opera of the Slovak National Theatre (1984-86)

he was engaged as a conductor in the Vienna State Opera, in theatres such as San Cario

Napali, Houston Grand Opera, State Opera in Budapest and the opera in Weimar. Since 1978
Ondrej Lendrd has been the regular guest of the Shynsei Nipon Symphony Orchestra in

Tokyo.

Cappella Istropolitana was established in 1983 by the prommem players of the Slovak Phil-
harmonic. Most of them perform beside the chamber music as soloists as well. The style of
Capella Istropolitana can be characterized by technical perfectness, high sound culture and
performing discipline. Just from the beginning, they are welcomed at stages in Slovakia and
abroad. The wide repertoire includes German and Italian baroque, classic compositions and
20th century music. The ensemble devotes much time to recording for various publishing
houses. Because of its high standard the City Council appointed in 1991 Cappella Istropolita-
na a professional ensemble, the Chamber Orchestra of City of Bratislava led by Ewald Danel.
The Bratislava Choir was founded in 1971. The choir was conducted by Anton Kallay, pro-
fessor of Zilina Conservatoire till 1976. In 1976-1977 the body was led by a Russian conduc- ~
tor Valentin Iljin from St.Petersburg. Since then the conductor and artistic chief of the choir

is Ladislav Hol4sek, conductor of the Slovak National Theatre Opera Choir in Bratislava.
Beside Renaissance and Baroque polyphonies the repertoire of the choir includes the works

of the Classic and Romantic period as well as those of the 20th century. Special emphasis is
given to contemporary Slovak and Czech choir music.

The choir took part in international choir competitions and festivals in Arezzo (Italy), Llan-
golen and Middlesbrough (United Kingdom), Debrecen (Hungary), Spittal (Austria), Miedzy-
zdroje (Poland), Karditsa (Greece), Pohlheim (GFR). The choir has performed two times in

the summer residence of Pope John Paul H. in Castel Gandolfo. The activity of the body is
supported by Slovnaft Bratislava, the industrial company, which gives emphasis on the envi-
ronmental protection.

Ladislav Holasek is an graduate of the Bratislava Conservatoire and of the Academy of

Music and Dramatic Arts (piano and conducting). After finishing of this study in 1967 he had
worked with the mixed choir of the Czechoslovak Radio in Bratislava and as choirmaster of
the Slovak National Theatre Opera Choir in Bratislava. With both bodies he realized lots of
recordings for inland and foreign music publishing houses and he went through a lot of con-
cert performances. At present, he is pedagogicaly active at the Pedagogxcal Faculty of the -
University in Nitra.
