1990 he reached the finals of the Tchaikovsky competition in Moscow, where he
won the Critics Award and a special award of the jury. Soon afterwards he won the
Lst prize at the Dino Ciani Competition in Milano. In 1994 he became laureate of
the Géza Anda Concours in Zirich. The concert for piano and orchestra no.2 by
J.Brahms brought him the audience prize. Here he performed with the Tonhalle
Orchester led by V.Fedosejev. P. de Maria also cooperated with many other orches-
tras in Italy as well as abroad - led by famous conductors like G.Bertini, S.Comis-
siona, B.Giuranna, P.Maag and Lt Jiu. He had his German debut in 1991 at the
Hercules-Saal in Munich and in 1992 he undertook a successful concert tour in
South America with the Padova Chamber Orchestra led by B.Giuranna.

He gave also concerts at the Music Festival in Newport (U.S.A.), at the Chopin Fes-
tival in Paris, the Piano Competition La Roque d’Anthéron in France and on the
WGBH Radio in Boston. He also made radio recordings in Switzerland, Sweden
and the U.S.A.. As aresult of his win at the Géza Anda Concourse, he was given the
opportunity to give concerts in many European Cities in the course of the next three
years. At present Pietro de Maria lives in Prato in Florence.

Ole Akahoshi (1970) started his cello exercises as a four-year old child. His tea-
chers were L.Pintsch and prof. G.Donderer. He started his preparatory studies in
1981 with the same professor at the Julius-Stern-Institut at the Hochschule der Kiin-
ste in Berlin, later he took private lessons with P.Fournier and W.Bottcher. Since
1989 he took lessons with J.Starker at the Indiana University in Bloomington and
later he became his assistent. Since 1992 he is active at the Yale University in New
Haven (U.S.A.) where he received artistic support by A.Parisot. Ole Akahoshi was
awarded many prizes such as the 2nd prize at the competition Concertino Praga in
1986, in 1990 he won the 1st prize at the Popper Competition in Bloomington, in
1992 the 1st prize at the Parisot-Friedman-Competition in Maryland, in 1994 the
Aldo Parisot prize and finally he won the 3rd prize at the Ima Hogg Competition in
Houston.

He also passed many masterclasses with P.Fournier, D.Schafran, J.Starker and
many others. He also gave solo concerts and performed as a chamber player in Ger-
many, Austria, the former Czechoslovakia, Switzerland, the U.S.A., Canada, Bra-
zil, Israel, Japan and many other countries.

Leos Svarovsky (1961) accomplished his conductor studies at the Academy of
Music and Drama in Prague with V.Neumann. He graduated with honours and was
awarded the rectors’ award in 1987. Since 1985 he worked as assistent of Z.Kogler
at the National Theatre and at the same time he cooperated the Chamber Opera in
Prague. Later he accepted the engagement at the State Philharmonic in Brno, where
he acts as chief-conductor since 1991. Since 1991 he acts simultaneously as chief-
conductor of the State Chamber Orchestra in Zilina.

He performed
also in Spain, Hungary, Germany, in France and in former Yugoslavia a cooperated
with many excellent soloists such as FirkuSny, Suk, HudeCek, Pikajzen, Geringas,
Nores and Fedotov.In the season of 1994/95 he performed as guest conductor of the
RTL Symphony Orchestra Luxemburg, BBC Northern Ireland and soon he will
perform with the Het Residentie Orkest den Haag, Thiiringer Philharmonie Suhl,
College Opera House Orchestra Osaka, Tokyo Symphony Orchestra, Royal Phil-
harmonic Orchestra of Flanders and many others.

Slovak Sinfonietta (The State Chamber Orchestra Zilina) originated in 1974. The
quality of orchestra players and experience of the chief conductor Eduard Fischer
enabled the rapid artistic growth of the ensemble. This body gave concerts at many
renowned European music festivals as the Salzburg Festspiele, Wiener Festwo-
chen, The Haydn Festival in Vienna, The Sophia Music Weeks, Summer festival in
Spain, Festival de Bonaguiol in France, Prague Spring, Festa Musica Pro in Assisi,
The Bratislava Music Festival, Music in Old Krakow and many others. Outside
Europe the orchestra performed in Africa, Japan and in the U.S.A. during the con-
cert roundtrip in 1993. The State Chamber Orchestra co-operates with famous con-
ductors and soloists (S.Galonski, T.Maeda, L.Rajter, O.Lendrd, O.Dohnényi,
B.Warchal, IOistrach, V.Hudelek, O.Stapp, G.Betiatkovd, M.Hdjossyova,
N.Yepes, M.Lap3ansky, A.Gertler). The core of their repertoire is the music of the
classical and baroque period - but this orchestra also accepts the challenges of
works of the early Romanticism as well as contemporary works. The orchestra
deals also with quite untraditional projects in the field of jazz and pop-music. The
post of the chief conductor of this body was after the death of Eduard Fischer unoc-
cupied for two years. The excellent Czech conductor, Leo§ Svéarovsky, performs as
chief conductor of the orchestra since February 1995.

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THE NEUES LEIPZIGER STREICHQUARTETT originated in 1988, whereby
its three players performed with the world famous Gewandhausorchester, which
they left in 1993 on their own request to devote themselves to chamber music exclu-
sively.

Up to now, this quartet achieved many prizes and awards: in 1991 it won the 2nd
prize of the international ARD Competition in Munich, and in the same year they
got the Briider-Busch-Preis. In 1992 it was awarded the prestigeous Siemens-
Musikpreis beside this it was awarded a scholarship by the Amadeus Scholarship
Fund and by the Kulturfond-Foundation. Since November 1991 it have performed
its own concert series ,,Pro Quatuor® in Leipzig.

This frequent concert activity led the Neues Leipziger Streichquartett to almost all
European countries, Israel, North and South America and northern Africa. This
quartet is a desired guest performer of many international festivals in their native
country as well as abroad and it also cooperates with many internationally acknow-
ledged soloists. Its numerous CDs ranging from Beethoven to contemporary com-
posers are always highly appreciated by the crifics.

Repertodr siboru siaha od renesancnej a barokovej hudby az po hudbu 20.storocia
a jazz a obsahuje aj skladby pisané poprednymi slovenskymi skladateImi priamo
pre nich. Okrem spominanych aktivit sibor realizuje zdznamy pre Slovensky roz-
hlas a Slovenski televiziu. Cielom Bratislavského trombénového kvarteta je pro-
pagovat hudbu pre takéto nezvyc€ajné obsadenie, ktoré sa vo svete tedi Coraz vicsej
popularite a obIube.

Jednotlivi ¢lenovia stboru su skuseni interpreti posobiaci v orchestroch Slovenskej
filharmoénie, Slovenského rozhlasu a Orchestri Slovenského narodného divadla a
vystupuju aj ako Ziadani komorni hraci a sélisti.
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Stefan Ternéczky (1972) started piano playing at the age of 11 and in 14 he ente-
red the conservatory in the Slovak town of KoSice and studied organ and piano
playing there with E.Dzemjanova. After four years he was accepted at the Acade-
my of Music and Drama in Bratislava to the class of F.Klinda.

He took part in some international organ competitions. In 1993 he took part in the
organ competition in Gelsenkirchen (Germany) and in the same year in the Ferencz
Liszt Competition in Budapest and in 1994 in the organ competition ,Prague
Spring*. Stefan Tern6czky gave some concerts in Slovakia as well as abroad (Ger-
many, Hungary). He shall graduate this year from the Academy of Music and
Drama in Bratislava.

THE BRATISLAVA TROMBONE QUARTET was founded in 1988 in Brati-
slava as the first body of its kind in Slovakia. Soon it persuaded the audience as well
as the critics to be an excellent ensemble - their main features are lightness, accura-
cy and an interpretation full of sound variety and harmony. The Quartet performed
at many concerts and recitals in Bratislava, Prague, Karlsruhe, Vienna and many
other cities and festivals (e.g. Philip Jones International Brass Chamber Music Fes-
tival). The repertoire of this body ranges from Renaissance and Baroque music up
to the 20th century music and jazz.

Their repertoire also contains compositions by important Slovak composers writ-
ten especially for this very quartet. Except the former mentioned activities the quar-
tet also records for the Slovak Radio and for the Slovak Television. The goal of the
Bratislava Trombone Quartet is to promote music for such an unusual instrumental
setting - becoming more an more popular in the world.

The players of this quartet are experienced players playing in the orchestras of the
Slovak Philharmonic, the Slovak Radio Orchestra and the orchestra of the Slovak
National Theater. These players are also popular chamber players and soloists.

She gave con-
certs in Slovakia as well as abroad (e.g. Greece, France, Hungary, Germany, Tur-
key, Austria, Poland and Spain). At present, she studies in the 6th semester at the
Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava with Eva Blahova.

Silvia Sklovska (1965) is soloist of the Slovak National Theatre. She gives songs
recitals and beside this she has an open mind for the so called ,.,easy genres™ as e.g.
musicals. After her graduation from the conservatory in Zilina (her teacher was
R.Bohm) she continued her studies at the Academy of Music and Drama in Brati-
slava in the class of N.Hazuchova. Just before completing her studies she won the
M.Schneider-Trnavsky Competition. She deepened her musical education in some
singer courses (with C.Bergonzi in Siena, M.Melani in Osim, J.Obrazcovova in
PieStany). The critics appreciated her music-dramatic characters very positively -
they stressed her vocal lightness, the depth of expression and her acting and moving
qualities. Especially appreciatedy was her concept of the empress Ottavia in
Poppeas Coronation by Monteverdi. At concerts she collaborated with the Sym-
phony Orchestra of Karlovy Vary (Karlsbad), the Chamber Orchestra of Pardubice
and The Symphony Orchestra of the Slovak Radio. With this body she’s recorded
Magic Love by M.Falla. Silvia Sklovskd often gives concerts in her country as well
as abroad.

Martin Malachovsky (1968) started his singer training very late - after finishing
grammar school in 1986. He became student at the Academy of Music and Drama
with J.Hrubant. In the course of his studies he passed interpretational courses in
Perugia (Italy), mastercourses in Vienna under J.Nesterenko, a scholarship stay at
the Hochschule fiir Musik in Vienna and at the Conservatoire National Superieur de
Paris. In 1987 he achieved the 3rd prize at the competition of music schools in Pra-
gue and in 1988 the 3rd prize again at the international A.Dvofdk-Competition in
Karlovy Vary (Karlsbad). In the course of his studies already he was accepted as
soloist of the opera house of the Slovak National Theatre - where he sings until
now. Here he’s created a wide range of interesting characters and he continues
developing his operatic song and oratorial repertoire. He performed in Germany,
Slovenia, Holland, Belgium, Switzerland, Sweden, France, Italy, Lithuania, Russia,
Spain, Greece and Portugal.

Marcel Stefko (1968) comes from Martin and in 1982 he started to study at the
Conservatory with D.Dubenovéa. He took part in the Smetana-Competition in Hra-
dec Kralové where he was awarded the 3rd prize in the age-group up to 18 years. A
year later he was awarded the 1st prize and the Prize of the Slovak Music Fund at
the Competition of Slovak conservatories in KoSice. In the 5th form he passed the
entrance examination to the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava to the class
of M.LapSansky. Under his guidance Marcel Stefko represented his Academy at
many concerts and competitions in Slovakia country as well as abroad. In 1988 he
took part in the Smetana-Competition again in the age-group up to 28 years and was

He broadened his artistic horizon at scholarship stays
and in master classes of the world known violoncellists (D.Schafran, I.Monighetti,
A.Parisot, R.Cohen, A.May). In 1994 he gained the prestigious four-month scho-
larship in the well-known arts-centre in the Canadian Banff (Banff Centre for the
Arts). He started to be successful during his studies at the Conservatory (the 1st
prize of the Competition of Slovak conservatories). Later he gained an another lau-
reateship at international competitions (Murzia, 1989; Liezen, 1994). In 1991 he
gained the Distinction for the best performance at the Festivale Allegro Vivo in
Austria. As a soloist he played with the Slovak Philharmonic Orchestra KoSice, the
Young Bratislava Soloists and at many home as well as foreign international festi-
vals (Melos-Ethos, the Evening of New Music, Talentinum ‘94, the Young Podium
‘94, Marathon de musica camara in Madrid). He also performed in Spain, Austria,
Great Britain and Canada.

Radek Baborak (1976) is in spite of his age an experienced soloist and successful
laureate of international competitions. He started to play the French horn at the age
of eight led by K.K¥enek. Soon he won twice the competitions of Folk Arts Schoo-
Is. Later followed the 2nd prize at the Concertino Praga (1986), the victory at the
performance competition in Kraslice (1989), and in the same year the absolute vic-
tory at the international competition Concertino Praga again. That time he entered
the conservatory in Prague where he studied with B.Tyl3ar and gave performances
in the Czech Republic as well as abroad (Holland, Switzerland, Italy, Germany,
Luxemburg, Belgium, Japan and the U.S.A.). In 1993 a new series of success came
with this young artist at important and very competitive international competitions:
3rd prize at the Prague Spring (the 1st prize was not awarded), in September of the
same year the 2nd prize at the competition in Geneva (the 1st prize was not awar-
ded), in 1994 the st prize in Markneukirchen and the same year he won the inter-
national prestigeous ARO competition in Munich. Based on this successes he beca-
me member of the French horn group in the Czech Philharmonic. In the recent time
he passed many solo performances, also with the best Czech orchestras (Philhar-
monic of Brno, FOK, Czech Philharmonic and the Philharmonic of Ostrava).

Dénes Virjon (1968) started his music education at the age of seven with Mrs. Pal-
lagiova. In 1980-1984 he studied at the music preparatory department of the Franz
Liszt Academy with G.Kevehdzi. At this academy he studied since 1984 piano
playing with S.Falvai and chamber music with S.Devich, G.Kurtdg and F.Rados.
He graduated and took his diploma in 1991. Since 1985 he took part regularly in the
A.Schiff Masterclasses in many European towns. In 1988-1991 he was a permanent
participant of the festival ,,Open Chamber Music* in Great Britain (Prussia Cove).
Thanks to this festival he was invited by several towns to undertake a chamber con-
cert tour: London (Wigmore Hall), Bristol, Circlade Festival. In 1985 he was awar-
ded the special prize of the piano competition organized by the Hungarian Radio
and the 1st prize at the Weiner Leo Kammermusik in Budapest. In 1991 he won the
Ist prize at the Concourse Géza Anda in Ziirich. He gave many concerts in Italy,
Germany, Austria, Poland, Belgium, France, the former Czechoslovakia and Swit-

filharménii z radov jej ¢lenov. R.1966 bol siboru zdroven udeleny Stattit samostat-
ného 3tétneho telesa. TaZisko repertodru tvori predovietkym hudba epochy baroka
a klasicizmu, avsak od svojich zaciatkov sa SKO vyznamnou mierou podielal aj na
propagécii eurdpskej hudby 20.storocia a sicasnej slovenskej tvorby.

SChO has produced more than 40 records for OPUS, most of
which are included in the catalogues of foreign studios in Japan, Sweden, Great Bri-
tain and France. From the very beginning the SChO is led and conducted by Boh-
dan Warchal who performs also as soloist.

ISON — Ensemble
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Vasil Slipak (1974) acted in the boys choir ,.Dudarik* since his childhood and in
1991 he completed the music school in Lvow and three years later the two-year pre-
paratory department of the Vocal Department of the N.V.Lysenko-Institute of
Music. Since 1994 he is student of the same institute with M.Bajko. In December
1994 he took part in the 10th International Oratorial and Song Competition in Cler-
mond-Ferrand (France) where he achieved the laureateship and the Grand Prix and
the audience prize.

Judith Tzsdkova (1964) graduated from the conservatory in Bratislava with J.
Maginda (piano) and R.Gréc (harpsichord). The conservatory was followed by stu-
dies at the Academy of Music and Drama in Prague where she studied harpsichord
with G.Luk3aité-Mrazkova. In the course of her AMD-studies she passed some
interpretational courses in Switzerland with Z.RiZi¢kovd and with J.Sonnleitner. In
1990 she took part in the competition in Hradec nad Moravici, where she achieved
the second prize for the best interpretation of contemporary Czech music. At the
Harpsichord Competition in Prague in 1992, she achieved the second prize as well.
After her graduation from the AMD she went further in her studies with a 3-month
scholarship stay with J.Sonnleitner and she was awarded a 2-year scholarship by
the Slovak Music Fund. These days she is a member of the chamber orchestra
Capella Istropolitana.

ISON-Ensemble is a young piano trio, which was founded just one year ago, but in
September already it won the Johannes Brahms Competition in Austrian Port-
schach (in Korinthia). With their performances abroad, they gained an high inter-
national renomé. Every single of these performers is well established in his field
even outside the ISON-Ensemble: Harald Krumpdock (violin), is member of the vio-
linists of the Wiener Philharmoniker, Orfeo Mandozzi (cello) is soloist of the Nie-
derosterreich Tonkiinstlerorchester, Luca Monti (piano) gained as a soloist the
prize of the renowned international L.v.Beethoven Piano Competition in Vienna.
This year the ISON-Ensemble is performing its second concert series in the Bosen-
dorfer-Saal. Although the core of the ensemble is a piano trio - at larger formations
they perform together with another members like Briggitte Poschner-Klebel, Meli-
na Mandozzi, Karlheinz Krumpock and Alexander Matschinegg. In this season the
ISON-Ensemble will play in Turkey, Hungary, Switzerland, Germany, a Croatia.
They plan recordings for the Austrian Broadcasting Corporation, the Hessische
Rundfunk and the RTSI (Switzerland). The ensemble tries to present to the audien-
ce great works of the chamber repertoire aj well as new and unknown works from
the past.

The COUNTER-TENOR belongs to the group of male vocals. Its tradition is known
since the 14th century especially in association with the so called falsettists in
church choirs. Because of the fact that women were prohibited to perform in church
their voices were sung by males which substituted them by falsetts (ungenuine male
voices where the tone is generated in the chest register). These males sang soprano
and alt parts to compensate the shortage of boys’ voices in church choirs.

Absolvoval viaceré koncertné turné vo Velkej Britdnii, Taliansku, Nemecku,
Holandsku, Belgicku, Francizsku, Svajiarsku, byvalej Juhoslavii a Ceskosloven-
sku, v Izraeli a USA.

B.Kucharsky koncertoval spolo¢ne s Y.Menuhinom na festivale Schleswig-Hol-
stein v Brahmsovom sextete, ale aj pod jeho taktovkou ako solista v Koncerte pre
husle a orchester D dur L.v.Beethovena. Od r.1989 Studuje B.Kucharsky u I.Ozima
na Musikhochschule v Koline. V 1.1995 ziskal $tipendium na Yale University v
Bostone. Hré na nastroji Carla Bergonziho z1.1735.

Tomdas Janosik (1970) Studoval od r.1984 na Konzervatériu v Bratislave u

I.Ribera. V 1.1990 a 1991 sa zicastnil na majstrovskych kurzoch v Pie§tanoch u
M.Jurkovi¢a a V.Brunnera.

1.cenu na nérodnej sttazi Clauda Kahna v najvy$3ej kategérii VIRTUOZITA. V
rokoch 1990-92 Studovala stkromne u D.Merleta a jeho asistentky M.C.Equoy. V
juni 1993 ziskala Zlatd medailu na C.N.R. v Boulogne Billancourt.

L.Sakaguchi Studuje od oktébra 1993 na Conservatoire National Supérieur de
Musique de Paris v triede P.Devoyona a I.Dubuisovej. V jili 1994 sa za&astnila
majstrovského kurzu u L.Bermana v Pie§tanoch.

Pavol Tuzinsky (1958) Studoval hru na husle u B.Urbana a klavir u A.Kéllaya na
Konzervatériu v Ziline. Dirigovanie Studoval na VSMU v Bratislave u L.Slovéka,
B.Rezuchu a V.Milka, komornt hru u B.Warchala. V rokoch 1982-83 posobil ako
umelecky vedici Komorného orchestra slovenskych ucitelov, v rokoch 1984-89
ako asistent a korepetitor v Opere SND v Bratislave, 1989-91 ako $éfdirigent Myro-
novho divadla v Ostrave a od 1.1991 je $éfdirigentom Stétnej opery v Banskej Bys-
trici. Je dirigentom a spoluzakladatelom Orchestra Hudobnej mladeZe Slovenska,
umeleckym vediicim a dirigentom telesa Orchester Neosolium, ktory bol zaloZeny
v 1.1994. Pohostinsky dirigoval v Bulharsku, Grécku, Franctizsku, Svaj&iarsku a
Taliansku.
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Boris Kucharsky (1971) took his first violin lessons at the age of seven. He took
his first stage experiences with Fritz Emonts at the age of nine. As he later moved
to Munich, he began to study with R.Hellmann in 1982. He completed his 5-year
studies at the Yehudi Menuhin School in London in 1989 with a school leaving exa-
mination and a A.R.C.M. soloist-diploma with honours. Teachers like M.Norris,
F.Andriewsky, [.Ozim and Y.Menuhin helped him to improve his violin playing.
He undertook several concert tours in Great Britain, Italy, Germany, Holland, Bel-
gium, France, Switzerland, the former Yugoslavia and Czechoslovakia, Israel and
the U.S.A..

B.Kucharsky gave concerts together with Y.Menuhin at the Schleswig-Holstein
Festival as a player of the Brahms Sextet. He played also under Menuhins baton in
the Concerto for violin and orchestra in D major by L. v. Beethoven. Since 1985 he
studied with [.Ozim at the Musikhochschule Ko6ln. Since 1995 he studies in Boston
with a Yale University Scholarship. He plays on a Carlo Bergonzi violin from 1735.

Tomas Janosik (1970) studied since 1984 with V.Vavro at the conservatory in
Bratislava. He achieved the third prize at the national competition of Slovak con-
servatories in 1986 and the Ist prize in 1988 and 1990. In 1990-91 he studied in
Paris at the Ecole Normale de Musique Conservatoire M.Dupré de Meudon with
Mrs. L.Ribera. In 1990/91 he took part in the master classes in the Slovak town of
Piestany with M.Jurkovi¢ and V.Brunner. Since 1991 he studied at the Academy of
Music and Drama in Bratislava with M.Jurkovic.

Since 1989 he is the first flute player of the Symphony Orchestra of the Slovak
Radio. Since 1992 he is member of the orchestra of the Slovak Philharmonic. With
this body he performed as soloist on concerts in Pie$tany and Trencianske Teplice.
At present he is active as a teacher at the Academy of Music and Drama in Brati-
slava.

Lully Sagaguchi (1976) started to attend the class of Désiré N'Kaoua at the C.N.R.
in Versailles as a seven-year old child. In 1987-89 she won the national Claude
Kahn Competition. In 1990 she gained the 1st prize at the French Music Competi-
tion and the C.M.F. award for her 1st prize at the C.N.R. competition in Versailles.
In 1991 she achieved the 1st prize at the national Claude Kahn Competition in its
highest category ,,VIRTUOUSITY*. In the years 1990-92 she took private lessons
with D.Merlet and his assistant M.C.Equoy. In June 1993 she was awarded the
Gold Medal at the C.N.R. in Boulogne Billancourt.

L.Sakaguchi studies since October 1993 at the Conservatoire National Supérieur de
Musique de Paris with P.Devoyne and I.Dubuis. In July 1994 she took part in the
master classes with L.Berman in PieStany.

Pavol Tuzinsky (1958) studied violin with B.Urban and piano with A.Kallay at the
conservatory in Zilina. He studied conducting at the Academy of Music and Drama
in Bratislava with L.Slovdk, B.ReZucha and V.Mdlek and chamber playing with
B.Warchal. In 1982-83 he acted as artistic manager of the Chamber Orchestra of
Slovak Teachers, from 1984 to 1989 as assistent and corepetitor at the opera house
of the Slovak National Theatre in Bratislava, from 1989 to 1991 as chief conductor
of the Myron Theater in Ostrava and since 1991 he acts as chief conductor of the
State Opera in Banskd Bystrica. He is also conductor and co-founder of the Slovak
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MLADI BRATISLAVSKI SOLISTI je sla¢ikovy komorny orchester, ktory bol
zaloZeny v 1.1990 z radov Studentov VSMU a Konzervatéria v Bratislave. Od svoj-
ho zaloZenia stbor pravidelne koncertuje po celom Slovensku. Svoje umenie mal
moZnost prezentovat aj v zahrani¢i - Spanielsku, Nemecku, Rakisku a Japonsku.
Orchester spolupracuje so Slovenskym rozhlasom na Stidiovych a koncertnych
nahravkach. V 1.1993 vystiipil orchester prvykréit na medzinirodnych festivaloch -
BHS a Melos-Etos. V ich rémci uviedol aj viacero premiér skladieb sti¢asnych mla-
dych slovenskych skladatelov (P.Malovec, E.Krak, P.Zagar, M.Kraj¢i).

Umeleckt tvdr orchestra mali moZnost ovplyvnit viaceré dirigentské a umelecké
osobnosti - J.Pazdé&ra, J.M.Héndler, D.Gazon, O.Saray, A.Popovi¢ a M.Kosik.
Sucasny umelecky vedtci - J.Kopelman, ktory ako huslista aktivne pdsobil vo via-
cerych vyznamnych komornych telesach, je profesorom na Konzervatériu a VSMU
v Bratislave, ako aj na Hudobnej akadémii v Budapesti.
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Orchestra of Musical Youth and the artistic manager of the Orchester Neosolium,
founded in 1994. He conducted in Bulgaria, Greece, France, Switzerland and Italy.

THE YOUNG BRATISLAVA SOLOISTS is a chamber string orchestra, foun-
ded in 1990 by the students of the Academy of Music and Drama and the Conser-
vatory in Bratislava. Since its establishment, this ensemble gives concert perfor-
mances throughout Slovakia. They also performed abroad: in Spain, Germany,
Austria and Japan. The orchestra cooperates with the Slovak Radio at various con-
cert and studio recordings. In 1993 the orchestra performed for the first time at the
international festivals (Bratislava Music Festivities) and Melos-Ethos. Within these
festivals they presented several premiers - compositions by young Slovak contem-
porary composers (P.Malovec, E.Krak, P.Zagar, M.KrajCi). The orchestra was also
shaped by some conductors and artists like J.Pazdéra, J.M. Handler, D.Gazon,
0.Saray, A.Popovi¢ and M.Ko3ik. The present artistic leader of this orchestra -
J Kopelman, who performed actively in many famous chamber formations - is pro-
fessor at the Conservatory and the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava as
well as at the Academy of Music in Budapest.

U€inko-
vala tieZ na Medzinarodnych harfovych kongresoch vo Viedni, PariZi a Kodani. V
1.1989 ziskala lauredtsky titul ,,Marie Damm Rensch Award* na svetovej harfovej
stitazi v americkom Bloomingtone a v r.1991 1.cenu za najlepSiu interpretdciu har-
fového koncertu C.Saint-Saé¢nsa na Indiana University. V 1.1992 sa zicastnila
dvoch najvyznamnejSich svetovych harfovych sitazi: v Izraeli, kde ziskala 2.cenu
a v Bloomingtone, kde vyhrala 1.cenu - zlati medailu.

Repertosrovy register J.Cechovej zahffia komplet klavimeho diela §tylovych obdo-
bi od Scarlattiho aZ po JeZka.
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Jana Bouskova (1970) is one of the worlds’ best harp players of this time. She stu-
died with her mother - L.Vachalov4 at the Concervatory in Prague. After her gra-
duation she continued with her studies in the United States at the University of
Indiana in Bloomington, with the excellent harp player and teacher S.McDonald.
She took part 3 times in the master classes in Bayreuth, under A.Giles. She perfor-
med also at International Harp Congresses in Vienna, Paris and Kopenhagen. In
1989 she was awarded the laureate title ,,Marie Damm Rensch Award* at the harp
competition in Bloomington and in 1991 she won the 1st prize for the best perfor-
mance of the harp Concerto by C.Saint-Saéns at the Indiana University. In 1992 she
took part in two important world-standard harp competitions: in Israel, where she
gained the 2nd prize, the 1st prize in Bloomington and the gold medal. Jana Bous-
kova performed in many European countries, in the U.S.A. (a separate recital at the
Lincoln Centre in New York) and in Canada. At home she often cooperates with
radio and television, where she made out a wide range of various recordings.

Jitka Cechova (1971) started her piano training at the age of five and at the age of
14 she entered the conservatory in Prague. She graduated here in 1991 under the
guidance of J.Novotny. At present she continues in her studies at the Academy of
Drama and Music in Prague - in the class of P.Toperczer. Even in the course of her
studies she became laureate of many piano competitions: The Chopin Piano Com-
petition in Maridnské L4zné& (1987,89), at the Smetana Competition in Hradec Kré-
lové (1986, 1990). Her last larger artistic achievment was the J.N. Hummel Piano
Competition in Bratislava where she achieved the laureateship again. She took part
three times in the international interpretational courses in Weimar (R.Kerer), twice
in the international seminars in Pie3tany (E.Indjic). She was given the opportunity
to perform as soloist at the stages of Germany and the Netherlands. In Frankfurt
upon Main she demonstrated musical instruments of the Petrof company (as a part
of fairs) - she also helps to test these instruments, thanks to her extraordinary audi-
ting abilities. Her piano repertoire ranges from the stylistic periods of Scarlatti up to
Jezek.

In the course of his studies he took part in the Singer
Competition of Slovak Conservatories in Zilina, which he won. In 1985 he studied
at the singers school Centro di perfeziamento cantanti lirici at the Teatro alla Scala
in Milano. In May 1988 he took part in the M.Schneider-Trnavsky Singer Compe-
tition where he achieved the 2nd prize. In the period of 1987-89 he was soloist at
the J.G.Tajovsky Theater in Banskd Bystrica. Later he was engaged as soloist by
the opera house of the Slovak National Theater in Bratislava. In 1991 he reached
the finals of the Pavarotti Competition in Philadelphia, where he reached the laure-
ate title in fall 1992. Since this time he receives the favour of audience in Slovakia
as well as abroad. She sang as: Marcello in Bohéme, Onegin in Eugen Onegin,
Gugliemo in Cosi fan tutte, Almaviva in the Figaros’ wedding, Escamillo in Car-
men and many many others. Except the opera stages, this artist can be seen on many
concert stages - not only with his opera repertoire, but also with his concert reper-
toire. He is a frequent guest of the Slovak television and he also cooperates with the
Slovak Radio.

Daniel Buranovsky (1964) took his first piano lessons as a child of four years.
Then followed studies at the conservatory in Zilina with A.Kallay. In 1989 he gra-
duated with honors from the Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts in Bratislava in
the class of M.Starosta.

He also
took part in interpretation courses in Spain and he also made a scholarship stay at
the Sibelius Academy in Helsinki. This was the beginning of his frequent concert
activity. He performed at many concerts, recitals and chamber concerts in Germa-
ny, Russia and Bulgaria. As a soloist he co-operated with many famous orchestras
as e.g. the State Chamber Orchestra in Zilina, the State Philharmonic Orchestra in
Kogice, the Symphonic Orchestra of Slovak Radio and the Orchestra in KoSice. His
numerous concerts at various international festivals as well as recordings for radio
and television are also milestones of his artistic development. These days he tea-
ches piano playing at the Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts in Bratislava.

ANIMAE TRIO was founded in 1993 on the effort of three young musicians to
make the chamber music the core of their artistic activity.

Jean-Christophe Gawrysiak (1965, violin) studied in the violin class of P.Genet
at the conservatory in Fribourg, where he graduated in 1988. Simultaneously with
his numerous chamber and orchestral performance activity he studied with J.J.Kan-
torow and V.Lewin at the Academy of Music in Basel and since 1991 with K.Tur-
pie at the conservatory in Schaffhausen.

Dieter Hilpert (1964, cello) started as a violinist and changed over to the cello at
the age of 14. In 1986 he finished his studies with Th.Demenga in Basel and in 1992
he was awarded the concert-diploma after his studies in Moscow and Basel with
[.Monighetti.

Tomas Dratva (1968, piano) studied at the Academy of Music in Basel with
J.I.Diinki later he continued with P.Feuchtwanger. Later he studied in Austria
(Mozarteum Salzburg).

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Alexej Rosik (1984) comes from a family of musicians, where he experienced his
first steps into music - he got his first violin in the age of four.

During her studies already she gave performances on Slovak
and Austrian stages. Since September 1993 she’s a soloist of the opera house of the
Slovak National Theatre in Bratislava (Gilda, Norina, Oscar and Musett). Beside
her opera performing she gives concert performances. She also cooperates with the
Slovak Philharmonic, where she presented works by C.Orff (Carmina Burana),
J.Haydn (Seven last words), I.Stravinsky (The wedding), J.N.Hummel (Mass in E
flat major), she also cooperates with the Symphony Orchestra of the Slovak Radio
in Bratislava. In the field of concert singing she performed works by Debussy,
Tchaikovsky, Mozart, K¥iCka, Hatrik, Auer and others. As a guest she gives perfor-
mances with the Viennese ensemble for early music up to the 15th century ,,Les
Menestreles* with which she performed at many festivals of early music in Germa-
ny, Austria and Italy.

Jozef Kundlak (1956) graduated from the Conservatory in Bratislava where he
studied with I.Cerneckd. He took part in master classes of the European Opera Cen-
tre in Belgium (1984). During 1983-91 he performed as a soloist in the opera house
of the Slovak National Theatre in Bratislava. He is the winner of the A.Dvofdk
Competition in Karlovy Vary (1978) and of the M.Schneider-Trnavsky Competi-
tion (1981). The greatest triumph, however, he received in the L.Pavarotti Compe-
tition in Philadelphia where he became a laureate (1985). His Mozart-Rossini-like
lyric tenor voice and high technical skills were applauded in the La Scala and in
other famous opera houses in Napoli, Bologna, Venice, Torino, Munich, Frankfurt,
Berlin and Vienna. He co-operated with famous conductors, e.g. R.Muti, W.Sawal-
lisch, P.Schreier, etc. In 1991, the year of Mozart anniversary, he sang in Requiem
with Philadelphia Symphonic Orchestra under R.Muti in New York Carnegie Hall
and in Philadelphia, as well. In October 1993 he performed in the La Scala in The
Diary of One Who Disappeared by Janacek, in February 1994 in Florence in the 11
barbiere di Siviglia by Rossini, he sang in Entfiihrung aus dem Serail by
W.A.Mozart in Berlin.

Peter Mikulas (1954) graduated from the Academy of Music and Drama in Brati-
slava. He has been the soloist of the opera house of the Slovak National Theatre
since 1978 and the soloist of the Slovak Philharmonic since 1986. He is the laurea-
te of Dvotdk Singers’ Competition in Karlsbad (1978), Tchaikovsky Competition
in Moscow (1982) and Miriam Helin Competition in Helsinki (1984). P.Mikul4s
devotes himself systematically to concert singing that he considers to be dominant
in his artistic orientation. He regularly performs as a soloist with the Slovak and the
Czech Philharmonic, too. He sang on many distinguished stages and festivals
(Musikvereinsaal and Konzertsaal in Vienna, Royal Albert Hall in London,
Gewandhaus in Leipzig, Santa Cecilia in Roma, Salzburger Festspiele, Israel Festi-
val Jerusalem, Edinburg Festival, Bach Akademie Stuttgart, Prague Spring, Brati-
slava Music Festivities etc.) and collaborated with many famous conductors. He
often performs in the National Theater in Prague, Deutsche Staatsoper in Berlin and
other European stages.

Peter Altrichter (1951) is an graduate of the Janicek Academy of Music and

V sucasnosti je dirigentom
SZMB. S uvedenymi telesami uskuto¢nil mnoZstvo koncertnych vystipeni a reali-
zoval pocetné rozhlasové, televizne a gramofénové nahravky.

THE BRATISLLAVA CHOIR originated in 1971 as an initiative of the Municipal
Culture Center in Bratislava. The conductor and artistic leader of this body is Doz.
Ladislav Holdsek. The Bratislava Choir is a body with which the artistic coopera-
tion with other home and foreign top-conductors and professional orchestral bodies
is extraordinary appreciated. From the Slovak orchestras should be mentioned: the
Slovak Philharmonic in Bratislava, the State Chamber Orchestra Zilina, the State
Philharmonic KoSice, the Chamber Orchestra of Bratislava and the Capella Istro-
politana. With many of them they performed at international music festivals. This
choir is a regular guest of the international music festival ,,Music Festivities of Bra-
tislava®. It also regularly performs at Middle-European Festival of Concert Art in
Zilina. The repertoire of this choir involves more than 50 oratorials, cantatas and
masses from the world-repertoire. Last year it passed many important events
abroad as e.g. concerts at the Mozarteum concert hall in Salzburg. Beside many
radio and television recordings its CDs with works by G.F.Hindel (Messiah) and
A.Dvordk (The Wedding Shirt) are highly appreciated. The Bratislava Choir is
sponsored permanently by the Slovnaft Oil Company in Bratislava and the Benzi-
nol Stock Holding Corporation.

Ladislav Holasek (1929) is a graduate of the conservatory in Bratislava and of the
Academy of Music and Drama (the field: conducting and piano playing 1967). He
acted in his beginnings as corepetitor of the Mixed Choir of the Czechoslovak
Radio in Bratislava. Later he changed over to Slovak Philharmonic Choir as a piano
corepetitor and conductor. He was also the choir master of the opera house of the
Slovak National Theater. At present he conducts The Bratislava Choir and the Slo-
vak Madrigalists. With the mentioned bodies he performed at many concerts and
made numerous radio, television and record recordings. He is also active as a peda-
gogue at the Teacher’s Faculty in Nitra and at the Academy of Music and Drama in
Bratislava.
