LEOS SVAROVSKY (1961) je v sticasnej dobe jednym z najvyraznejsich talentov eskej
dirigentskej Skoly. Dirigentské Stidid na prazskej AMU v triede V. Neumanna ukon¢il s vy-
znamenanim a cenou rektora v .1987. Od r.1985 posobil v Narodnom divadle ako asistent
Z.Koslera, medzitym (1985-1987) viedol tieZ Komornu operu v Prahe. Neskor prijal angaz-
mén v Stétnej filharmoénii Bmo, kde v 1.1991-94 posobil ako $éfdirigent. V r.1991 bol po-
zvany naddciou Herberta von Karajana, aby asistoval pocas ,,Sommerspiele Salzburg™ u Sira
Georga Soltiho s Viedenskou filharméniou. V sezone 1994/95 a 1995/96 vystipila Stétna fil-
harménia Brno pod jeho taktovkou na turné v Nemecku, Belgicku, Francizsku, Velkej
Britdnii, Svaj¢iarsku, Holandsku, JuZznej Korei a Japonsku. Vyznamnou ponukou pre dalSiu
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IVETA BACHMANNOVA (1966) graduated at the Conservatory in KoSice in the class of
Prof. Stefan Sklenka. In the course of her studies in Bratislava in 1982 already she achieved
the 2nd prize and in KoSice in 1984 the 1st prize at the competition of Slovak conservatories.
In the same year she was awarded an honourable appreciatation and the Prize of the Slovak
Music Fund for the best performance of a work by a Slovak composer. That time she coope-
rated as a soloists with the State Philharmonic in KoSice already. After her absolutorium she
continued in her studied at the AMU (Academy of Music and Drama) with Univ.Doc.
Ludmila JeZova and Jifi Mihule. In this period she performed for two years at the Gustav
Mabhler Jugendorchester as the prime oboe player - here she cooperated with C.Abbado, J.Jud
and V.Neumann. In 1988 she achieved the 3rd prize at the International Competition of the
Czech Republic in the town Chomutov. In 1990 she started her cooperation as a soloist with
the State Philharmonic KoSice and later with the Symphonic Orchestra of Prague FOK.
Bachmannovd is their present solo English-horn player with the present chief conductor
Gaetano Deloga and the 1st oboe player of the Chamber Philharmonic Prague - lead by Jif{
Bé&lohldvek. She cooperates also with the Chamber Orchestra of the Prague Symphonics. She
is engaged intensively in chamber playing and in 1995 she took part in the masterclasses of
the Academy Dobiis - where she performed under the guidance of M.Bourgh. In February
1996 she presented her 1st CD with chamber music for the English-horn.

CLAUDIO BOHORQUEZ (1976) accquired his first cello skills as an 8-years old boy with
Clemens Doll and two years later with Cristian Florea. In 1991 he became a student of prof.
David Geringas. At present he studies at the Musikhochschule in Koln with prof. Boris
Pergamenshtschikov. In 1988 and in 1992 he was awarded the first prize for the performan-
ce at the ,Jugend musiziert” competition and a special prize for the performance of contem-
porary music. He is also a prize holder of the radio competition Concertino Praga and the P.I.
Tchaikovsky Competition in Moscow. At the occassion of the masterclasses in 1994 at the
Casals-Festival in Kronberg he was awarded the loan prize ,Landgraf von Hessen Prize®. In
1994 he was awarded the 4th prize at the 5th International M.Rostropovich Competition
which enabled him to give performances at the theatre at the Champs-Elyseées with the
Orchestre Philharmonique de Radio France. In March 1995 he was awarded the 1st prize and
the Critics™ prize at the International Competition in Geneva (CIEM) and the Bunkamura
Orchard Award. Those prizes brought him his debut at the Tokyo Philharmonic Orchestra in
Orchard Hall and a recital at the Tsuda Hall. In Geneva he gave his debut at the Victoria Hall
with the Orchestre Suisse-Romande. To his most important performances of the seasons
1995/96 and 1996/97 belong concerts: at the Liederhalle in Stuttgart, Philharmonie Bremen,
Beethovenhaus Bonn, Stadtcasino Basel, a recital at the Schleswig-Holstein Festival and a
tour with Stidwestdeutschen Kammerorchester Pforzheim. C. Bohorquez is a scholar of ma-
ny foundations: the Richard Wagner Stiftung and the Kunststiftung Baden Wiirtenberg. As a
soloist he performed with many famous orchestras as the Hessisches Rundfunkorchester,
Stidwestdeutschen Kammerorchester Pforzheim, Kolner Kammerorchester, Orchestre
Suisse-Romande, Radio-Symphonic Orchestra Moscow - with which he often toured in
Europe and South America.

LEOS SVAROVSKY (1961) is one of the most significant contemporary talents of the
Czech conductor school. He completed his conductor studies at the Academy of Music and
Drama in Prague (AMU) in the class of Vaclav Neumann. He graduated with honours in 1987
and he was also awarded the special rectors’ prize. Since 1985 he worked at the National

SLOVAK SINFONIETTA (Statny komorny orchester) vznikol v r.1974 ako jediny orches-
ter ,,mozartovského™ typu na Slovensku. Kvalita hra¢ov spolu s majstrovstvom a skdsenos-
tami 3éfdirigenta Eduarda Fischera umoznili rychly umelecky rast orchestra. U¢inkoval na
poprednych eurdpskych festivaloch (Salzburger Festspiele, Wiener Festwochen, Haydn-

Bonaguil vo Francizsku, BHS, Prazska jar, Festa Musica Pro v Assisi, Hudba v starom
Krakove ai.) Orchester t¢inkoval takmer vo vSetkych Stdtoch Eurdpy, Tunise, Japonsku a
USA. SKO spolupracuje s mnohymi poprednymi dirigentami a sélistami (S.Galonski,
T.Maeda, L.Rajter, O.Lenard, O.Dohndnyi, B.Warchal, I1.Oistrach, V.Hudelek, O.Stapp,
M.Betiatkova, M.Héjossyova, M.LapSansky, N.Yepes, A.Gertler). TaZiskom repertodru je
hudba klasicizmu a baroka, ale orchester neobchddza ani diela raného romantizmu a sucas-
nych skladatelov. V poslednych rokoch predvddza tspeSne i operné diela Verdiho a
Rossiniho. Nevyhyba sa ani netradi¢nym projektom z oblasti jazzu a populdrnej hudby. Na
poste Séfdirigenta SKO p6sobi od r.1995 vynikajuci Sesky dirigent Leo$ Svarovsky.
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Theatre as an assistent of Z.Kosler and in the period of 1985-1987 he lead also the Chamber
Opera in Prague. Later he accepted an engagement at the State Philharmonic in Brno (1991-
1994) as chief conductor. In 1991 he was invited by the Herbert von Karajan Foundation to
assist to Sir George Solti during the ,,Sommerspiele Salzburg” along with the Vienna
Philharmonic. In the season 1994/95 and 1995/96 the State Philharmonic Brno gave perfor-
mances under his batton on a tour through Germany, Belgium, France, The UK.,
Switzerland, Holland, South Korea and Japan. Important is for Leo§ Svarovsky the offer by
the State Opera in Prague to produce the opera by Leo§ Janid¢ek Kéta Kabanova. In the past
Svarovsky cooperated with many significant foreign orchestras in Spain, Hungary, Germany,
the former Yugoslavia and in France as well as with many outstanding soloists as Firku$ny,
Suk, Hudecek, Pikajzen, Noras or Fedotov. In the course of the 1993/94 season Svarovsky
gave guest performances in the State Symphonic Orchestra of Istanbul, the Symphonic
Orchestra of Ankara, the Symphonic Orchestra of Bern, the Orchestra of the Landesbiihnen
Sachsen, the Munich Radio Orchestra and the Green Bay Symphony U.S.A. Other engage-
ment are confirmed with the Orchestra of the College Opera House in Osaka, with the Tokyo
Symphonic Orchestra, the Royal Symphonic Orchestra of Flandern, the Zagreb
Philharmonic, the Erfurt Philharmonic and the Philharmonic in Seoul.

SLOVAK SINFONIETTA (The State Chamber Orchestra Zilina) originated in 1974. The
quality of orchestra players and experience of the chief conductor Eduard Fischer enabled the
rapid artistic growth of this ensemble. This body gave concerts at many renowned European
music festivals as the Salzburger Festspiele, Wiener Festwochen, The Haydn Festival in
Vienna, The Sophia Music Weeks, Summer Festival in Spain, Festival de Bonaguiol in
France, Prague Spring, Festa Musica Pro in Assisi, The Bratislava Music Festival, Music in
0Old Krakow and many others. Outside Europe the orchestra performed in Africa, Japan and
in the U.S.A. with the conductors and soloists (S.Galonski, T.Maeda, I..Rajter, O.Lendard,
0O.Dohnényi, B.Warchal, I.Oistrach, V.Hudecek, O.Stapp, M.Benackovd, M.Hajéssyova,
N.Yepes, M.Lap3ansky, A.Gertler). The core of their repertoire is the music of the classical
and baroque period - but this orchestra also accepts the challenges of works of the early
Romanticism as well as contemporary works. The orchestra deals also with quite untraditio-
nal projects in the field of jazz and pop-music. The post of the chief conductor of the or-
chestra is since 1995 the excellent Czech conductor Leo§ Svéarovsky.

KONZERTMEISTERQUARTETT DER ROBERT-SCHUMANN-PHILHARMONIE-
CHEMNITZ vzniklo v r.1975. Prvi hrdc¢i na sld¢ikovych ndstrojoch Filharménie Roberta
Schumanna, jedného z najvicsich orchestrov v Nemecku, takto pokracuji vo vySe 100-roc-
nej tradicii v Chemnitzi. V prvych rokoch svojej existencie bol tento stibor podporovany sve-
tozndmym Smetanovym kvartetom a vdaka tejto spolupréci zrealizovali mnoho spolo¢nych
koncertov v Nemecku i byvalom Ceskoslovensku.

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KONZERTMEISTERQUARTETT DER ROBERT-SCHUMANN-PHILHARMONIE-
CHEMNITZ was established in 1975. The first string players of the Robert-Schumann-
Philharmonie so continue in the more than 100 years old tradition in Chemnitz. In the first
years of its” existence this ensemble was supported by the famous Smetana Quartet and due
to this cooperation they realized many common concerts in Germany and the former
Czechoslovakia. The classic quartet literature and various formations with piano and wind in-
struments belong to the permanent repertoire of this quartet. The essence of this quartet re-
maines the rendition of Schumanns’ music. The Konzertmeisterquartett receives also frequ-
ent offers to perform contemporary music. Besides this, all members of the
Konzertmeisterquartett are active soloists at the Sichsische Kammerphilharmonie. Exccept
many concerts in Germany they toured in Austria, Poland, the Czech Republic, Russia,
Belgium, Tchaiwan and Japan.

Po vynikajicom absolutdriu
hry na klarinet na Konzervatériu Duni v Matere pokraCoval v $tidiu na Konzervatoriu
Giuseppe Verdiho v Mildne, kde boli jeho uciteImi kompozicie P. Castaldi a D. Lorenzini.
Medzitym sa zdokonaloval v Siene na Accademia Chigana, ktort ukoncil s ¢estnym diplo-
mom. Pocas koncertnej kariéry klarinetistu sa zd€astiioval vyznamnych medzindrodnych
stitazi, na ktorych ziskal poCetné ceny a uznania (V. Buschi - 1978, Ancona - 1978, Viotti -
1979). C. Abbado ho angaZoval za sélistu Orchestra del Teatro alla Scala. Tato skiisenost v
fiom podnietila tiZbu pokrafovat v $tididch, tentoraz so zameranim na dirigovanie.

V tom istom roku sa zd¢astnila pro-
jektu nahrdvania multimedidlnych koncertov A.Vivaldiho spolu s V.Hude¢kom, J.Stivinom a
L.Brabcom pre firmu Supraphon records. Nahrdvania sa zd¢astnil dirigent G.Delogu. Na jar
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FRANTISEK SUPIN (1954) started to deal in music at the age of three. He studied piano
and cello. French-horn playing he studiet at the Conservatory in Bratislava with Prof. Ivan
Chladny. In 1981 he completed his studies at the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava
in the class of Jan Budzdk - as the best graduate of the wind department. His passed his gra-
duate concert with the State Chamber Orchestra in Zilina. He was a member of the Slovak
Philharmonic, Symphonic Orchestra of the Slovak Radio and he performed also in chamber
bodies. He took part in many international competitions - with success (lst prize at the
Competition of Slovak Conservatories, 2nd prize at the Pragues’ Spring; at the International
Competition in Munich, the Ist prize at the Performing Competition of Young Artists).
Franti$ek Supin gave concerts in Germany, Austria, the former Czechoslovakia, France,
Spain and some other countries. This time he plays as solo horn player at the Gran Teatro del
Liceo in Barcelona and he gives concerts along with his wife - a pianist. He plays with splen-
did orchestras in Spain and abroad. FrantiSek Supin is founder of the horn-quintet
Cornicinum Academicus Chorus.

MICHELE CARULLI (1958) was born in Gravina, in Puglia. After his splendid clarinet ab-
solutorium at the conservotory Duni in Matera he continued in his studies at the Giuseppe
Verdi Conservatory in Milano - with his composition teachers P.Castaldi and D.Lorenzini. In
the meantime he improved his technique in Siena at the Accademia Chigana, where he gra-
duated with an honour diploma. In the course of his clarinetist career he took part in many
international competitions, where he achieved many numerous prizes and appreciations
(V.Buschi - 1978, Ancona - 1978, Viotti - 1979). C.Abbado engaged him as a soloist for the
Orchestra del Teatro alla Scala. This experience encouraged him to continue in his studies -
this time specialized in conducting. As soloist he gave concerts in Europe, Asia, Africa,
North and South America and he conducted in Austria, Hungary, Italy and the former
Yugoslavia - where he gabe his debut at the festival in Ljubljana. Since 1983 he is the first
clarinetist of the Orchestra Sinfonicadi Torino della Rai, (now Orchestra Sinfonica
Nazionale). Besides this he is head of a department at the Conservatory of Milano. He is al-
so the founder and leader of the Prometeus Ensemble, and he also lead the Alpe Adria
Ensemble for a short time. As conductor he took part in international competitions in
Miirzzuschlag (Austria) and Berlin. In 1993, due to an invitation of the Boston Symphonic
Orchestra he took part in the famous Tanglewood seminars - where he achieved the Seiji
Ozawa prize.

GABRIELA DEMETEROVA (1971) started her violin playing at the age of five. She was
a private student of Jaroslav Foltyn a member of the Dvorak Quartet. From 1984 she studied
with Prof. Nora Grumlikov4, who teaches at the Conservatory of Bratislava and at the AMU
(Academy of Music and Drama) in Prague. She was accepted at this conservatory in 1984
and she graduated in 1991. At the same year she was accepted to the AMU where she conti-
nued with Prof. Grumlikova. In the period of 1980-1987 she took part in the Jaroslav Kocidn
violin competition where she achieved the first, the second and three times the third prize in
her age category. In 1987 she took part in the International Violing Competition of Yehudi
Menuhin where she won all the main prizes: for a composition for solo violin by Bach, she
achieved the first prize and was awarded the title of ,,Absolute winner®. In the course of her
studies she took part in masterclasses in many countries (the USA, Holland, Germany,
Austria and the former Czechoslovakia), where she was lead by such famous personalities as
J.Girgold, A Lysy, E.Gra¢, D.Schwarzberg, U.Wiezel etc. Gabriela Demeterové performs at
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r.1996 nahrdva G.Demeterovd sélovi CD platfiu pre firmu Supraphon s organistom
J. Tamom.

EDUARD GRAC je jednym z najslavnejsich ruskych huslistov. Zdklady hudobného vzdela-
nia ziskal v Odesse, v Stididch pokracoval na moskovskom Konzervatériu u
prof.Jampolského, kde absolvoval aj aSpirantiru u D.Oistracha a I. Sterna. Je lauredtom via-
cerych medzindrodnych sutazi (Budapest, Pariz, Moskva). Koncertoval v mnohych Statoch
celého sveta. M4 v repertodri viac ako 550 diel a ich pocet neustale zvySuje. Pedagogicky po-
sobi na moskovskom Konzervatériu.

In 1995
she gave a guest performance at the Czech Philharmonic under the batton of R.Stankovsky
and G.Albrecht. In the same year she took part in the project of multimedial recordings of
concerts by A.Vivaldi along with V.Hudecek, J.Stivin and L.Brabec for the label Supraphon
Records. The conductor G.Delogu took also part in this recording. In spring 1996 Gabriela
Demeterova records a solo CD for Supraphon along with the organ player J.T{ima.

EDUARD GRACH is one of the most famous Russian violin players. He took his musical
basics in Odessa, he continued in his studies at the Concervatory of Moscow with Prof.
Yampolski - where he passed also the aspirantship with David Oistrach and Isaac Stern. He
is laureate of many international competitions (Budapest, Paris, Moscow). He gave concerts
in many countries all over the world. His repertoir ranges more than 550 works and this num-
ber is still rising. Eduard Grach teaches at the Conservatory on Moscow - many of his stu-
dents are winners of international competitions. He is also jurry member in many internatio-
nal competitions and he leads also masterclasses in Moscow, China, Hong Kong, France,
Germany and in Slovakia. He is also engaged in conducting, viola playing and chamber mu-
sic. E.Grach also founded a chamber orchestra, where all violin players are his students.

THE SLOVAK CHAMBER ORCHESTRA was established in 1960 at the Slovak
Philharmonic - out of its’ members. This ensemble was in 1966 awarded the statute to be an
independant body. The essence of its’ repertoire is mainly Baroque and Classicism music -
but from their beginning this orchestra also takes part in the promotion of 20th century mu-
sic as well as contemporary Slovak works. This orchestra cooperates with many top-soloists
and it was very successful with its’ numerous tours all over Europe, the USA, Canada and
Japan. From her more than 40 recordings for the label OPUS - most of those works were at-
tached to the catalogues of Japaneese, Swedish and French companies as well as companies
from the U.K. From the very beginning the activity of the Slovak Chamber Orchestra was re-
lated to the name its’ artistic leader, conductor and soloist Bohdan Warchal.

4 I'unanimité”. Thomas Schmogner achieved many prizes in rendering competitions - in
1981 he achieved the 2nd prize at the ,.JJugend musiziert” competition in Graz, in 1982 the
3rd prize at the competition in Nijmegen (Holland), appreciations from the Austrian
Department of Science in 1987 and in 1988 at the International Rendering Competition in
Briigge. He reached also the finals of the international rendition competition ,,Grand Prix de
Chartres” in 1992. Since 1991 he plays the organ at the Alte Wiener Universitétskirche, and
since 1983 he plays organ and cembalo at the ENSEMBLE MVSICA ANTIQVA and he co-
operates with the Baroque opera festival SPECTACVLVM. Furthermore he cooperates with
some other ensembles engaged in old music (Concilium Musicum, Ensemble Flauto Voce).

Viedni. V Bratislave na VSMU absolvoval $tidium umeleckej aSpirantiry u B.Warchala.
Pocas Stadia sa stal lauredtom niekolkych sttazi. Od r.1987 posobi ako pedagég na VSMU,
od r.1985 je prvym koncertnym majstrom Slovenskej filharmoénie. Uspe3ne sa prezentuje aj
ako solista - na domécich i zahrani¢nych pédidch. Intenzivne sa venuje aj komornej hudbe -
od r.1992 je umeleckym vedicim Komorného orchestra mesta Bratislavy Cappella
Istropolitana. V neddvnom obdobi tspesne dirigoval orchester Slovenskej filharmonie.

KOMORNY ORCHESTER CAPPELLA ISTROPOLITANA bol zaloZeny v r.1983. Jej

With this very same teacher he studies
now as a postgraduate. This artist reached the finals of the international competition Prague
Spring in 1992, where he received the award of the capital Prague and he’s won also the
Competition of Slovak Conservatories. Since 1991 he cooperates as soloist with the Slovak
Philharmonic, with which he also toured to Cyprus. Juraj Barto§ performed also with the
Chamber Philharmonic Pardubice and the State Philharmonic KoSice. Besides classical mu-
sic he’s engaged in jazz from his early youth. He is a frequent guest of various formations as
the sideman of the E.VIklicky quartet (quintet), the S.Markovi¢ Quintet, the K Ruzitka
Quintet, and the Veleband Quintet with which he recorded some compact disks. With Stepan
Markovi¢ he toured with Liza Minelli, Ray Charles and Shirley Bassey in 1993 and in Prague
he performed with Dizzy Gillespie. He is the holder of the Czech Jazz Critics Award
Jazzovy Kdja 93¢ as the talent of the year; sideman of the year (CD Gold’n Home by Karel
Ruzi¢ka). This time he cooperates with European jazzman like Christian and Wolfgang
Muthspiel, Mathias Riiegg, Django Bates and many more. Juraj Barto§ plays in the orchestra
Bratislava Hot Serenaders - what is the Bratislava counterpart of the Prague Syncopic
Orchestra.

YOSHIKO IWAI (1964) achieved her first award in 1977 at the west Japaneese competition
of young artists. In 1983 she started her studies at the State Music University Geijutsu
Daigaku in Tokyo with H.Kobayashi and in the course of her studies already she achieved
many awards - like as the 2nd prize at the 52nd Japaneese Music Competition and the Ataka
Award. In 1987 she moved to Germany, where she studied at the Hochschule fiir Musik in
Detmold with EW.Schnurr. In 1993 she was awarded the diploma with honors and in 1993-
94 she signed a contract for teaching at the Hochschule fiir Musik in Detmold. At the 3rd
European F.Chopin Competition in Darmstadt in 1989 she achieved the 2nd prize (except ma-
ny secondary awards). In 1991 she’s won the Mendelssohn Competition of the ,,Preussischer
Kulturbesitz Foundation* in Berlin, and at the 14th year of the Clara Haskil Competition she
reached the finals. Within the 6th Géza Anda Competition she rendered the Piano Concert
A minor by Schumann along with the Tonhalle-Orchester Ziirich under the batton of
V.Fedosejev. The jurry awarded her with the 2nd prize for her artistic performance. Yoshiko
Iwai works now in Detmold and gives concerts in Germany and Japan.

EWALD DANEL (1956) comes from Schlezia. He studied conducting at the Conservatory
in Ostrava (J.Daniel, J.Dan¢k, L.Matl), he also passed a conductor course with K.Oster-
reicher in Vienna. At the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava he was an artistic as-
pirant at B.Warchal. In the course of his studies he became laureate of many competitions.
Since 1987 he teaches at the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava and since 1985 he
is the first concert master of the Slovak Philharmonic. Ewald Danel also successfully per-
forms as soloist - in Slovakia as well as abroad. He is also intensively engaged in chamber
music and since 1992 he is the artistic leader of the Bratislavian chamber orchestra Capella
Istropolitana. In the recent times he’s successfully conducted the orchestra of the Slovak
Philharmonic.

CAPPELLA ISTROPOLITANA was established in 1983. The members of this body sha-

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KLAUDIA DERNEROVA (1971) studied at the Conservatory of Kogice and 1994 she gra-
duated from the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava. Her teacher was
M.BlahuSiakovd. These days she works as soloist of the Slovak National Theater in
Bratislava. In 1993 she was awarded the 1st prize in Karlovy Vary (Karlsbad), the
A.Kucharsky prize and the Prize of the Czech Radio for the rendition of 20th century songs.
She was awarded also the first prize of the ,,Club of friends of the Vienna State Opera®. She
also passed some interpretation courses - C.Bergonzis’ masterclasses in Siena and
A.Dvordk’s masterclasses in Karlovy Vary. In the M.Schneider-Trnavsky competition she re-
ached the prize for the best rendition of a song by P.I.Tchaikovsky.

EVA GARAJOVA (1965) studied singing and graduated at the Academy of Music and
Drama in Bratislava under the guidance of H.Stolfové-Bandové. She deepened her knowled-
ge in Italy at the Accademia d’Arte lirica e Corale in Osimo. For almost two years she per-
formed in Stuttgard in the same period she gave concerts in Italy, Spain, Germany and
Canada. Based on her Canadian concerts she was awarded a scholarship with G.Burgess in
the United States at the New York State University in Buffalo. In the course of this stay she
rehearsed and performed in the opera Sister Angelica by Giacomo Puccini. In Buffalo she
played Lucrezia in the opera Kidnapping of Lucrezia by Britten. She also rendered works of
the 20th century as she performed with a chamber orchestra. These days Eva Garajova per-
forms more and more frequently in Slovakia. The most significant is her cooperation with the
Chamber Opera in Bratislava, the State Philharmonic in KoSice and the State Opera in
Bansk4 Bystrica. Due to an offer of the State Opera in Prague she studies the character of
Fjodor in the opera Boris Godunov by Mussorgski - in order to perform the character of
Varvara in Janaleks’ Kéta Kabanova at its’ premiere. The cooperation with the Janacek
Opera in Brno seems to be also very prospective. Besides studying opera literature
E.Garajova prepares to issue her first solo compact disc.

DANIEL BURANOVSKY (1964) took his first piano lessons as a child of four. Then follo-
wed studies at the Conservatory in Zilina with A.Kallay. In 1989 he graduated with honors
from the Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts in Bratislava in the class of M.Starosta. For
his excellent results in his studies and his artistic performance he was awarded the Prize of
the Slovak Ministry of Education. He also took part in interpretation courses in Spain and he
also made a scholarship stay at the Sibelius Academy in Helsinki. This was the beginning of
his frequent concert activity. He performed at many concerts, recitals and chamber concerts
in Germany, Russia and Bulgaria. As a soloist he co-operated with many famous orchestras
as e.g. the State Chamber Orchestra in Zilina, the State Philharmonic Orchestra in Kogice, the
Symphonic Orchestra of Slovak Radio and the Orchestra of Beethoven Hall in Bonn. His nu-
merous concerts at various international festivals as well as recordings for radio and televisi-
on are also milestones of his artistic development. These days he teaches piano playing at the
Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts in Bratislava.

Zicastnil sa dirigentskych kurzov - v 1.1991 u A.Ceccata v
Taliansku a S.Celibidacheho v Nemecku, v r.1992 u D.Agrafiotisa v Grécku a v r.1993 u
A.Ceccata v Spanielsku. Od r.1992 pravidelne hostuje v Statnej filharménii Kogice, od 1.1993
posobi ako korepetitor a asistent dirigenta v Opere SND, od septembra 1995 je angaZovany
aj ako dirigent v Stdtnom divadle v Kogiciach. V r.1993 so Symfonickym orchestrom
Slovenského rozhlasu v Bratislave zrealizoval nahrdvku detskej opery Das Hundepferd
Ladislava Kupkovica.

STATNA FILHARMONIA KOSICE bola zaloZend v 1.1968 ako druhy symfonicky or-
chester koncertného charakteru na Slovensku. Pravidelnd koncertnd ¢innost zahdjila 16.apri-
la 1968 svojim prvym koncertom pod taktovkou vtedajSieho $éfdirigenta B.ReZuchu. V pr-
vych rokoch existencie iSlo predovSetkym o dobudovanie a profilovanie umeleckej tvare or-
chestra, hladanie optimdlnej $truktiry koncertnej ¢innosti, vybudovanie zdkladného reperto-
aru.

In 1992 she achieved the 1st prize and the title ,,Absolute win-
ner at the International Competition Concertino di Praga and in 1994 the 1st prize at the
European Music Prize competition. In 1995 In 1995 she was accepted to the Academy of
Music and Drama to the class of J.Hlavac. Besides her activity as soloist he deals also in
chamber playing within the wind quintet and a clarinet quartet.

JURAJ CIZMAROVIC (1962) received his education at the Bratislava Conservatory and
later at the Academy of Music and Drama Arts in Bratislava (1983-1987) and at the Music
Academy in Sion (1988-89), studying violin. He is a prizeholder of several international com-
petitions: in Beograd (1985), Performers” Competitions of the Slovak Republic - 1st prize
(1986), Tibor Varga Competition in Sion (1988), in 1988 he was awarded the Prize of Slovak
Critics. He attended several international master classes (of F.Gulli-Siena, N.Milstein-
Ziirich). As a soloist he performed in many European countries and in the U.S.A. While he-
ading the violin section of the Glirzenich-Orchestra in Cologne, he still appears at Slovak
concert stages.

MARTIN MAZIK (1972) studied conducting, composition and clarinet playing at the
Conservatory in Bratislava. Since 1990 he studies conducting and composition at the
Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava with B.ReZucha, L.Slovdk, R.Stankovsky,
J.Hatrik). Simultaneously he studied at the Hochschule fiir Musik und Darstellende Kunst in
Vienna. He took part in conductor courses: in 1991 with A. Ceccato in Italy and
S.Celibidache in Germany, with D.Agrafiotis in Greecce and with A.Ceccato in Spain in
1993. Since 1992 he gives regularly guest performances at the State Philharmonic KoSice,
since 1993 he performs as accompanist and conductor-assistant at the opera of the Slovak
National Theater and finally - since 1995 he is engaged as conductor at the State Theater
Kosice. In 1993 he recorded with the Slovak Radio Symphonic Orchestra in Bratislava
(L.Kupkovi¢: Das Hundepferd - Children Opera).

THE STATE PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA KOSICE was founded as the second
concert symphony orchestra in Slovakia. Its regular concert activities started on April 16,
1969 with the first concert conducted by its the Chief conductor B.ReZucha. The first years
of the orchestra’s existence were devoted mainly to finding and perfecting its artistic identi-
ty, the search for optimum structure of concert activities, building up a basic repertoire con-
sisting. Paramount importance was given to enhancing the artistic level of performance and
representing the Slovak culture at home and abroad with special emphasis on the works of
local composers. The forming and ripening of the orchestra was significantly influenced both
by the personality of the Chief conductor and the presence of many outstanding guest artists:
L.Slovék, L.Rajter, S.Macura, O.Lendrd, O.Dohnanyi, R.Stankovsky, L.Kogan and others.
The orchestra was very successful on foreign tours in Italy, Poland, Bulgaria, Spain, Portugal,
Hong Kong, France. The 1994 tour in U.S.A. which was the first tour of a Slovak orchestra
on the American continent lasted almost a month and was also a triumphant success.In the
course of the last seven years the orchestra has also made more then 120 CD recordings
which make its achievements known to the whole musical world.

He cooperates with the Radio and
TV in Moscow and Warsaw. Since 1991 he is a stipendium scholar of the programme ,,New
Names®. These days he studies at the PI.Tchaikovski Conservatory in Moscow in the class
of L.Naumow.

JEVGENIJA GELEN (1974) started to play violin at the age of five. In 1991 she began to
study this instrument at a special music school associated with the Conservatory in Tashkent.
Her first performance with a symphonic orchestra she gave in 1983. Three years later in 1986
she changed to the Central Music School at the Conservatory in Moscow. In 1988 she achie-
ved laureateship at the international rendering competition in Tashkent and at the same year
at the international competition in Vilnius. In 1992 she began her studies at the
P.I.Tchaikovski Conservatory in Moscow in the class of E.Grach. In 1995 she achieved the
first prize at the competition in Sofia, the second prize in Novosibirsk and the second prize
in Germany.

He then furthered his musical education in Paris where he
attended - as a scholarship holder - master courses under Gérard Devos. Then he was con-
ductor of Chamber Opera in Bratislava and of the State Philharmonic Orchestra of KoSice.

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REBEKA RUSO (1971) was born in a family of professional musicians where she received
her first music education. From 1985 to 1991 she studied cello at the Conservatory of
Bratislava from which she graduated with honors. During her studies she became interested
in authentic rendition of baroque music on historical instruments. She began playing viola da
gamba and the first lessons were given to her by S.Pank and R.Boothby. In 1992 she was a-
warded a scholarship by the French government for studies at the Conservatory of
Angouleme, in the class of D.Alpérs. In 1993 she entered the Royal Conservatory in Brussels
(Belgium) in the class of one of the most renowned gamba players - W.Kuijken. With her fart-
her she joins the revival of ancient Slovak musical artefacts (e.g. Tabulatura Vietoris and
Collection from Uhrovec). She performs and records frequently with the Slovak baroque an-
samble Musica Aeterna. Her particular interest is the chamber music. In Brussels she foun-
ded a baroque trio ,,Les Gotts-réiinis* performing in Belgium and other countries with se-
veral distinguished soloists. She regularly participates in master classes given by distingu-
ished authorities of baroque music such as Jordi Savall and Gustav Leonhardt. Her future
plans include widening the range of her repertoire and international competitions.

VLADIMIR RUSO (1946) passed his organ studies at the Conservatoire in KoSice with
1.Sokol and at the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava under the guidance of
F.Klinda. In 1969 he was awarded the first prize in the Czechoslovak National Competition
for young organists as well as special prizes for the performance of Bach and contemporary
Slovak works. In the 1970 Bruges International Competition, V.Rus6 was awarded the se-
cond prize (the first being witheld), and the audience prize, and in 1971 he was Laureate of
the International Organ Competition within Prague Spring Festival. V.Rusé participated in
many festivals- the Biennial Festival of modern music in Berlin, Wroclaw, Lodz, Cluj-
Napoca and Syracuse. He has given concerts in Bulgaria, Romania, Hungary, Yugoslavia,
Germany, Austria, Italy and Belgium. As a harpsichordist, he has led a baroque chamber
group, playing trio-sonatas, and such works as Rameau’s Pieces de Clavecin en Concert. He
also leads a Medieval group which works with replica of old instruments. He has reently re-
corded CDs of works by J.Mattheson and G.Muffat.

Simon
Somorjai hostoval v divadlich a na koncertnych pédidch v Grécku, Madarsku, Nemecku,
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JOLANTA WEBER (1962) took her first piano lessons in 1969-73, later she continued in
her studies (singing and piano) at the Conservatory in Katowice (1975-80). In this period she
gave her first performances as singer with a small orchestra. In 1981 she startet her studies at
the Actors™ and Singers’ Faculty of the Music Academy in Katowice with S.Marciniak-
Gowarzewska. In 1984 she was awarded a special prize at the Adam Didur Singer
Competition in Beuthen and in 1986 she achieved the 3rd prize at the Ada-Sari Singer
Competition in Nowy Sacz and a special prize for her unusual coloratura soprano. In the sa-
me year she gave her debut as Queen of the Night in the Magic Flute by W.A . Mozart at the
Large Theater in Posen. She was also awarded the 1st prize and the Gulbenkian-Verdi prize
for her rendition of Verdis® arias at the international Belvedere competition in Vienna. In
1987 she completed her studies at Music Academy in Katowice. In 1988 she performed a-
long with PDomingo at the opening of the Prinzenregententheater in Munich. In the period
1986-88 she was soloist at the Large Theater in Posen and in 1988-90 soloist at the Wiener
Staatsoper, and in 1995 she achieved the 3rd prize at the International Opera Competition in
Marseille. Mr. Weber performed many opera roles in many European countries - Norway,
Germany, Portugal, the Czech Republic - but also in Canada and Japan under the batton of
such conductors like Boncomagni, Hager, Mackerras, Stein, Wallat and Hollreiser. Besides
opera singing she also gives concerts of works ranging from the period of Baroque up to 20th
century music (Grosses Rundfunkorchester Berlin, Bamberger Symphoniker, Symphonic
Orchestra Prague, Orchestre de Chambre de I’Ensemble Bach de Paris) with such conductors
as Penderecki, Witt, von Websky, Kohn and many othes. J.Weber also performed at many
music festivals e.g. Tivoli Festival Kopenhagen, Festival d’ete de Laudaudiere-Jouliet
(Canada) and the Chopin Festival-Gaming.

ADRIANA KOHUTKOVA (1966) is a graduate of the Academy of Music and Drama in
Bratislava (1992), where she studied opera and concert singing lead by H.Stolfov4-Bandov4.
During her studies already she gave performances on Slovak and Austrian stages. Since
September 1993 she’s soloist of the opera house of the Slovak National Theatre in Bratislava
(Gilda, Norina, Oscar, Musett and Melisanda). Beside her opera performing - she gives furt-
hermore concert performances. She also cooperates regularly with the Slovak Philharmonic
and the Symphonic Orchestra of the Slovak Radio. She appeared also in recordings of opera
by Respighi as Lucrezia and La bella dormente nel bosco wich were produced in Bratislava
by the label HNH International. In July 1995 she made a one-month tour to Japan with the
ensemble of the Janacek Opera in Brno. In January 1996 she sang the role of Gwendolin in
the concert presentation of the opera of the same name by E.Chabrier. She gave this perfor-
mance under the batton of the French conductor J.P. Penin. She gives also guest performan-
ces with the Vieneese ensemble for old music Les Menestreles - with which she gave con-
certs of old music in Germany, Austria and Italy.

SIMON SOMORJALI (1968) took his basic music education in his childhood already - he’s
grown up in family of opera singers. After his school leaving examination at the grammar
school he entered the conservatorium in Kogice. Here he studied with L.Somorjaiova.
Besides his main field ,,Singing* he studied piano and conducting as well. In the course of
his studies he gave his debut in 1989 with the opera Greek Passion Plays by Bohuslav
Martint - at the State Theater in KoSice and became soloist of this theater. As a conservato-
ry student already he became winner of the Competition of Slovak Conservatories (in 1989
and in 1991) and in 1990 he won the International A.Dvordk Singer Competition in Karlovy
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Rakusku, Svaj¢iarsku, Franctzsku a Ceskej republike. Spolupracuje so Slovenskym rozhla-
som a Slovenskou televiziou.

PETER MIKULAS (1954) abdolvoval VSMU v Bratislave. Od 1.1978 je sélistom opery
SND a solistom Slovenskej filharmoénie od 1.1986. Je lauredtom sttazi A.Dvordka
v Karlovych Varoch (1978), PI.Cajkovského v Moskve (1982) a Miriam Helinovej
v Helsinkach (1984). Venuje sa systematicky koncertnému spevu, ktory povaZuje za domi-
nantu svojho umeleckého zamerania. Pravidelne ¢inkuje ako solista Slovenskej i Ceskej fil-
harménie. Vystupoval na viacerych vyznamnych svetovych pddidch a festivaloch, napr.
Musikvereinsaal a Konzertsaal vo Viedni, Royal Albert Hall v Londyne, Gewandhaus v
Lipsku, Santa Cecilia v Rime, Salzburger Festspiele, Israel Festival Jerusalem, Edinburgh
Festival, Bachakademie Stuttgart, Prazska jar, BHS atd. Okrem uc¢inkovania v opere SND je
Castym hostom Narodného divadla v Prahe, Nemeckej Statnej opery v Berline i dal§ich eu-
ropskych scén.

JIRI BELOHLAVEK (1946) je poprednou osobnostou strednej generacie Ceskych dirigen-
tov. Je absolventom Konzervatéria a AMU v Prahe, neskor Studoval u S.Celibidache. V
1.1970 zvitazil na celostétnej sttazi mladych dirigentov a stal sa asistentom dirigenta Ceskej
filharménie. V 11971 bol finalistom Medzindrodnej dirigentskej sttaZe Herberta von
Karajana. So Statnou filharméniou Brno, ktorej dirigentom bol v 1.1972-78, absolvoval rad
velkych koncertnych turné v Rakiisku, Nemecku a USA. DéleZitou etapou jeho prace bolo
dvandstro¢né posobenie u Prazskych symfonikov (Séfdirigent 1977-89). J.Bélohldvka spdja
dlhoro&na spolupraca s Ceskou filharméniou. Od r.1973 pravidelne hostoval s orchestrom v
zahrani¢i a v Prahe, od 1.1981 bol jeho stdlym dirigentom a v r.1990-92 p6sobil vo funkcii
§éfdirigenta. V 1.1994 zalozil J.B&€lohldvek Prazskud komornu filharmoéniu a je jej umeleckym
riaditefom. Od r.1995 je hlavnym hostujicim dirigentom BBC Symphony Orchestra London.
J.B&lohldvek uspeSne hosfoval s najvyznamnej$imi svetovymi orchestrami: viedol
Newyorskych, Mnichovskych, Berlinskych, Japonskych a Stockholmskych filharmonikov,
NHK Symphony Tokyo, Gewandhaus Leipzig, Staatskapelle Dresden, Bostonskych,
Birminghamskych symfonikov, BBC Philharmonic. Vystapil tieZ na mnohych medzindrod-
nych hudobnych festivaloch: Tanglewood, Luzern, Salzburg, Edinburgh, Montreaux,
Schleswig-Holstein, Perth, Berliner Festspiele, Prazsk4 jar ai. Neddvno dokoncil spolu s Ces-
kou filharméniou rozsiahly nahrdvaci projekt 16-tich CD platni pre firmu Chandos. Dve z ich
nahrdvok boli v PariZi ocenené prestiZznou cenou Diapason d’Or, nahrdvka Smetanovho cyk-
lu M4 vlast s CF ziskala v r.1995 Zlati platiiu Supraphonu.

LADISLAV HOLASEK (1929) absolvent bratislavského Konzervatéria, VSMU v odbore
klavirnej hry a dirigovania (1967), spociatku posobil ako korepetitor Mie3aného zboru Cs.
rozhlasu v Bratislave. Neskor ako korepetitor a dirigent Slovenského filharmonického zboru.
Bol dlhoro¢nym zbormajstrom Opery SND. V sicasnosti okrem Spevackeho zboru mesta
Bratislavy vedie aj Slovenskych madrigalistov. S telesami uskuto¢nil mnoZstvo koncertnych
vystipeni a realizoval pocetné rozhlasové, televizne a gramofénové nahrdvky. Venuje sa i pe-
dagogickej ¢innosti na PF UK v Nitre.

PRAZSKA KOMORNA FILHARMONIA vznikla v r.1994. Nadviazala na dspe$ni &in-

nost byvalého Nového ¢eského komorného orchestra, ktorého $pickovi hraci vytvorili zdklad
slaCikovych skupin nového telesa. K nim sa podarilo ziskat najvyspelejSich predstavitelov
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Vary. He graduated from the conservatory in 1991 and in 1992 he became soloist of the Opera
House of the Slovak National Theater in Bratislava where he plays main and character roles
within the lyric field. This young artist is also performs vocal-instrumental works. Simon So-
morjai gave guest performances in theaters and concert stages in Greece, Hungary, Germany,
Austria, Switzerland, France and the Czech Republic. He also cooperates with the Slovak
Radio and the Slovak TV.

PETER MIKULAS (1954) graduated from the Academy of Music and Dramatic Arts in
Bratislava. He has been the soloist of the Opera House of the Slovak National Theatre since
1978 and the soloist of the Slovak Philharmonic since 1986. He is the laureate of Dvorak
Singer’s Competition in Karlsbad (1978), Tchaikovsky Competition in Moscow (1982) and
Miriam Helin Competition in Helsinki (1984). P.Mikula§ devotes himself systematically to
concert singing that he considers to be dominant in his artistic orientation. He regularly per-
forms as soloist with the Slovak and the Czech Philharmonic, too. He sang on many distin-
guished stages and festivals (Musikvereinsaal and Konzertsaal in Vienna, Royal Albert Hall
in London, Gewandhaus in Leipzig, Santa Cecilia in Roma, Salzburger Festspiele, Israel
Festival Jerusalem, Edinburg Festival, Bach Akademie Stuttgart, Prague Spring, Bratislava
Music Festivities etc.) and collaborated with many famous conductors. Except for giving per-
formances with the Slovak National Theater Opera he is invited very often by the National
Theater in Prague, Deutsche Staatsoper in Berlin and other European stages.

JIRI BELOHLAVEK (1946) is one of the most significant personalities of the middle ge-
neration of Czech conductors. He graduated from the conservatory and the Academy of
Music and Drama in Prague and later he also studied with S.Celibidache. In 1970 he won the
all state Competition of Young Conductors and became the assistent of the conductor of the
Czech Philharmonic. In 1971 he reached the finals of the International Herbert von Karajan
Conductor Competition. With the State Philharmonic Brno (he lead this body in the period
1972-78) he undertook many great concert tours to Austria, Germany and the United States.
An important landmark of his work was his 12 years lasting work with the Prague
Symphonics (he was chief conductor 1977-89). J.B&lohldvek worked for a long time with the
Czech Philharmonic. Since 1973 along with the orchestra he gave regularly guest perfor-
mances in his homeland as well as abroad and since 1981 he lead this formation as chief con-
ductor. In 1994 Jifi Bélohldvek founded the Chamber Philharmonic Orchestra and he is also
its” artistic director. Since 1995 he is the main guest conductor of BBC Symphony Orchestra
London. Jifi Bélohldvek gave successful guest performances with many famous world-ni-
veau orchestras like the New York Philharmonic, Munich Philharmonic, Berlin
Philharmonic, Japan Philharmonic and the Stockholm Philharmonic - further more the NHK
Symphony Tokyo, Gewandhaus Leipzig, Staatskapelle Dresden, the Boston and the
Birmingham Symphonic and the BBC Philharmonic. He also performed at many internatio-
nal festivals like Tanglewood, Luzern, Salzburg, Edinburg, Montreaux, Schleswig-Holstein,
Perth, Berliner Festspiele, Prague Spring etc. Just recently he finished along with the Czech
Philharmonic a wast recording project of 16 compact disks for the label Chandos. Two of
them were awarded the prestigious Diapason d’Or award - and the recording of Smetanas’
cycle My Homeland with the Czech Philharmonic was awarded a Golden Record by the la-
bel Supraphon in 1995.

LADISLAV HOLASEK (1929) - a graduate of the Conservatory in Bratislava, of the
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nastupujtcej generdcie dychovych sélistov. Repertodr Prazskej komornej filharmoénie sa za-
meriava na vrcholné diela klasickej a romantickej epochy, na zabtidanych autorov 20.storo-
Cia a Ceskych skladatelov. Séfdirigentom telesa je dirigent svetového mena Jif{ B&lohlavek,
dirigentom Tom4$ Hanus. PrazsR4 komorna filharménia spolupracuje s vyznamnymi inter-
pretmi (vo svojej prvej koncertnej sezéne 94/95 napr. . Moravec, D.Peckovd, E.Urbanové,
V.Hudecek, I.Zenaty), s renomovanymi zahraniénymi agentdrami a festivalmi (Lipsko,
Schleswig-Holstein, Flandersky festival, Brno, Bratislava, Jana¢kv méj Ostrava, Meiringen,
Mitte Europa, Pardubice, Cesky Krumlov). V maji 1995 obdrzala Prazsk4 komorna filhar-
monia v priamom televiznom prenose cenu Classic ‘94 ako najvyznamnej§ia hudobna uda-
lost 1.1994. Orchester spolupracuje s Ceskou televiziou a Ceskym rozhlasom, nahrava pre po-
predné Ceské gramofénové spolocnosti (Supraphon, Bohemia Music, Clarton, Panton, Studio
Matous).

SPEVACKY ZBOR MESTA BRATISLAVY si v tomto roku pripomina 25 rokov od svoj-
ho zaloZenia. Vznikol v r.1971 a jeho zriadovatelom je Mestské kultirne stredisko v
Bratislave. Dirigentom a umeleckym veddcim zboru je L.Holasek. Spevicky zbor mesta
Bratislavy je univerzélne teleso, ktoré suverénne interpretuje diela a cappella a s vysokym u-
meleckym majstrovstvom predvadza aj najndro¢nejSie vokdlno-inStrumentdlne diela. Pocas
svojej ¢innosti nastudoval a uviedol viac ako 60 oratérii a kantét svetovej tvorby vietkych
Stylovych obdobi aZ po sti¢asnost a viac ako 250 a cappella diel od obdobia renesancie az po
sti¢asnost. V zahrani¢i zbor dosiahol vyznamné dspechy na mnohych medzindrodnych sitaz-
nych festivaloch a nemenej tispe$né je aj jeho vokélno-intrumentalne t¢inkovanie doma i v
zahrani¢i. Mimoriadne je ocefiovand bohatd umelecké spolupréca zboru s poprednymi do-
mécimi a zahraniénymi dirigentami a orchestrami. Spolupraca so Slovenskou filharméniou
je v absolitnom popredi a ich spolo¢né ti¢inkovania boli vZdy na vysokej umeleckej trovni.
V tomto roku tato spoluprica uspe$ne pokracuje velkono¢nymi podujatiami - Haydnovym o-
ratériom Sedem poslednych slov... a Verdiho Requiem pod vedenim O.Lendrda. Sponzormi
SZMB v 25.roku od jeho zaloZenia si Slovnaft a.s. Bratislava, JCP a.s. Stirovo a firma
Hydropol Bratislava, ktorym Spevécky zbor mesta Bratislavy za ich gesto dakuje.
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Academy of Music and Drama (in the field of conducting and piano playing 1967) - acted in
his beginnings as co-repetitor of the Mixed Choir of the Czechoslovak Broadcasting
Corporation in Bratislava. Later he changed over to Slovak Philharmonic Choir as co-repeti-
tor and conductor. He was also the choir master of the opera house of the Slovak National
Theater. At present he conducts The Bratislava Choir and the Slovak Madrigalists. With the
mentioned bodies he performed at many concerts and performed also numerous radio, TV
and record recordings. He is also active as a pedagogue at Teacher’s Faculty in Nitra and at
the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava.

PRAGUE CHAMBER PHILHARMONIC was established in 1994. This body continues
in the successful work of the former New Czech Chamber Orchestra - the string players of
which, constitute the core of the string groups of this new formation. The best representati-
ves of the comming generation of wind soloists joined them. The repertoire of the Prague
Chamber Philharmonic is aimed on top works of the period of Classicism and Romaticism,
further more on too often forgotten composers of the 20th century and Czech composers. The
chief conductor of this formation is the world-famous conductor Jifi Bélohldvek and the con-
ductor is Tomas§ Hanus. The Prague Chamber Philharmonic cooperates with splendid artists
(in their first season 94/95 i was e.g.: .Moravec, D.Peckova, E.Urbanovd, V.Hudecek and
1.Zenaty), further more with renowned foreign agencies and festivals (Leipzig, Schleswig-
Holstein, the Festival of Flandern, Brno, Bratislava, Janafeks’ May, Ostrava, Meiringen,
Mitte Europa, Pardubice, Cesky Krumlov). In May 1995 the Prague Chamber Philharmonic
was awarded the Classic ‘94 prize as the most significant music event in 1994. This award
was broadcasted live on TV. This orchestra cooperates with the Czech Radio and the Czech
TV and it records for significant Czech labels like Supraphon, Bohemia Music, Clarton,
Panton and Studio Matous.

THE BRATISLAVA CHOIR commemorates this year its’ 25th anniversary. This choir ori-
ginated in 1971 as an initiative of the Municipal Culture Center in Bratislava. The conductor
and artistic leader of this body is Doc. Ladislav Holdsek. The Bratislava Choir is a universal
musical body rendering works a cappella a with high artistic mastership even the most de-
manding vocal-instrumental works. In the course of its’ career this choir performed more
than 60 oratoriums and cantatas of all periods of style up to the present and more than 250 a
cappella works from the period od Renaisance up to the present. This choir reached signifi-
cant success in international competitions and its’ vocal-instrumental activity is also very
successful. Their frequent artistic cooperation with foreign conductors and orchestras is also
very highly appreciated. The cooperation with the Slovak Philharmonic has absolute priority
and their common performances were always of high artistic vallue. This year this coopera-
tion continues with with Eastern events - the Oratorium by Haydn ,,The seven last words....*
and the Requiem by Verdi under the guidance of O.Lénard. The Bratislava Choir is sponso-
red in its’ 25th year by the Slovnaft Oil Company in Bratislava (Stock holding company), The
JCP Stock holding company Stirovo and the Hydropol Company in Bratislava. At this occa-
sion the Bratislava Choir would like to thank those sponsors.
