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YUKA IMAMINE (1969) studied at the Hochschule fiir Musik in Munich with K.Schilde
and M.Schifer in 1992-96. She took masterclasses with S.Perticaroli at the Accademia Nazi-
onale di Santa Cecilia in Rome. In 1993 she won the 1st Prize at the International F.Schubert
Competition in Dortmund, in 1995 the 2nd Prize at the Piano Competition E.Porino in the Ita-
lian town Cagliari and in 1996 the 1st Prize at the Casagrande Concours in Terni. At the 7th
Géza Anda Competition in Ziirich she was awarded by the jury (chaired by Sir Neville Mar-
riner) the 3rd Prize.

Since 1985 he performed at the National Theatre as an assistant of
Z.Kogler and in 1985-1987 he conducted the Chamber Opera in Prague and in 1991 he took
an engagement at the State Philharmonic in Brno - where he performed as chief-conductor
until 1995. With those orchestras he performed on tours through Germany, Belgium, France
and the United Kingdom (with I.Oistrach). In 1991 he was invited by the Herbert von Kara-
jan Foundation to assist at the ,,Sommerfestspiele Salzburg™ with G.Solti at the performance
of the Vienna Philharmonic Orchestra. L.Svdrovsky co-operated with many important orches-
tras like e.g. Landesbithnen Sachsen, Orchestra Sinfonica Sevilla, The State Symphony
Orchestra in Istambul, The Ankara Symphony Orchestra, The Jand¢ek Philharmonic Orches-
tra in Ostrava and many more. He works with the State Chamber Orchestra in Zilina since
1993 and since February 1995 he is the chief conductor of this body. Simultaneously he is the
chief conductor of the Chamber Philharmonic in Pardubice. Leo§ Svarovsky keeps an inten-
sive co-operation with the State Opera Prague - where he rehearsed in the last two seasons the
opera Kéta Kabanové by LeoS Jandcek and Faust and Margaret by Gounod.

THE JANACEK PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA OSTRAVA founded in 1954 as
a successor to the former Radio Orchestra, soon became one of the most distinguished Czech
orchestras. Since 1958 when the Orchestra’s first concert tour abroad was organised, it has
toured widely in Europe, South Korea, the USA and Taiwan. Not only Czech conductors such
as V.Neumann, V.Smetilek, L.PeSek, Z.Mdcal, but also distinguished foreign conductors
such as Ch. Mackerras, A.Jansons, V.Fedoseyev, S.Baudo, R.Benzi, H.Rilling have contribu-
ted to the artistic development of the Orchestra.

Jana Brozkova je pozyvand na koncerty s naj-
vyznamnejSimi ¢eskymi orchestrami a je tieZ ¢lenkou vynikajiceho komorného zoskupenia
IN MODO CAMERALE a dychového kvinteta AFLATUS.

XAVIER PHILLIPS (1971) studoval u J. Heuclina, neskor u Ph. Mullera. Vo veku 18 rokov
ziskal 1.cenu v hre na violoncelo a v komornej hudbe na Conservatoire National Supérieur
v PariZi. Stal sa lauredtom viacerych medzindrodnych sitazi ( 2.cena v Belehrade, Zvlastna
cena na siitazi P1.Cajkovského, 3.cena a Zvl4stna cena na Rostropovicove;j stitaZi). TaktieZ sa
zGCastnil sitaze v Helsinkdch v r.1991. Xavier Phillips za¢al svoju medzindrodni kariéru ako
s6lista s Houston Symphony pod vedenim Ch. Eschenbacha, s Rozhlasovym orchestrom Ber-
lin, Bamberger Symphoniker, s orchestrom Opery Ziirich pod vedenim dirigenta G. Pretreho,
so Symfonickym orchestrom Hamburg ako aj s Rozhlasovym orchestrom Moskva pod vede-
nim V. Fedosejeva. V . 1996 mu bola udelend Eurépska cena za kultiru v Musikvereine vo
Viedni. Xavier Phillips sa ztcastnil na mnohych hudobnych festivaloch komornej hudby,
napr. Berlinske hudobné sldvnosti, Festival de Kuhmo, Salzburgské velkono¢né sldvnosti,
Jesenny festival v Bonne, koncerty vo Wigmore Hall v Londyne, ale aj vo Francizsku, kde je
pravidelnym hostom v Théatre des Champs-Elyseés a v Grange de Meslay s takymi solista-
mi, ako st R. Pasquier, A. Queffelec a M. Portal.

Po vydani prvej platne vydavateIstvom Auvidis, ktord obsahuje komorni hudbu A. Magnar-
da, zatal sa Xavier Phillips venovat interpretdcii sonét A.Schnittkeho, D.Sostakovica
a S.Prokofieva s klaviristom H. Sermetom prostrednictvom vydavatelstva Harmonia Mundi.

PAWEL PRZYTOCKI (1958) studoval na Hudobnej Akadémii v Krakowe - kde dokongil
svoje $tadid na Fakulte dirigovania (1985) u J.Katlewicza. Svoje zru¢nosti si mohol zdoko-
nalit pri nasledovnych dirigentskych kurzoch: Bartékov medzindrodny semindr a kurzy
v Szombathely (Madarsko) u P.Eotvosa (1985), Majstrovsky dirigentsky kurz v ramci festi-
valu Oregon Bach v Eugene (USA) u H. Rillinga (1986) a Dirigentskom kurze v Stuttgarte
(1987) - takisto u H. Rillinga. Od 1. 1980 spolupracoval s Krakovskou operou a operetou, od
r. 1983 do 1987 s Krakowskou filharméniou a od r. 1987 s Velkym opernym divadlom
v LodZi. Od 1988 do 1991 posobil Pawel Przytocki ako dirigent a hudobny riaditel u Baltic-
kej filharménie v Gdatisku. V méji 1990 debutoval v Néarodnej filharménii vo VarSave.
V marci 1992 debutoval vo Velkom opernom divadle vo Varfave. Uginkuje ako hostujici
dirigent v polskych symfonickych orchestroch v mestdch Krakov, Poznan, Wroclaw, Katovi-
ce, Lublin, Bialystok, Rzeszéw, Szczecin, ale tieZ v BudapeStianskom koncertnom orchestri
(MAV), Orchestra de Xalapa v Mexiku a Real Filharmonia de Galicia v Spanielsku.
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JANA BROZKOVA (1968) belongs to the top oboe players. At present she plays oboe as
a soloist at the Czech Radio Symphony Orchestra in Prague - with which she carried out many
tours at home as well as abroad (European countries, Japan and other countries of South-East
Asia). After completing her conservatoire studies, she continued study oboe playing at the
Academy of Music and Drama in Prague with J.Mihule. Jana BroZkova is a Prize holder of
many musical competitions at home and abroad. There is to be mentioned the 1st Prize at the
European Prize Competition in Zurich, the honorary prize at the international Prague Spring
Competition in 1986 and the 3rd Prize at the same competition in 1991. In 1997 she won the
international Fernand Gillet Competition of two-plate instruments in Chicago. Jana BroZko-
v4 is invited by the most important Czech orchestras to give concerts and she is also a mem-
ber of the emerging concert formation IN MODO CAMERALE and of the wind quintet
AFLATUS.

XAVIER PHILLIPS (1971) studied with J. Heuclin, later with Ph. Muller. At the age of 18
he achieved the 1st Prize in cello playing and in chamber playing at the Conservatoire Natio-
nal Supérieur in Paris. He became Laureate of many international competitions (2nd Prize in
Belgrade, Special Prize in the P.I.Tchaikovsky Competition, the 3rd Prize and the Special
Prize in the Rostropowitch Competition). Xavier Phillips took also part in the competition in
Helsinki in 1991. Xavier Phillips started his international artistic career with the Houston
Symphony Orchestra under the baton of Ch. Eschenbach, with the Radio Orchestra in Ber-
lin, with the Bamberger Symphoniker, with the orchestra of the Zurich Opera under the gui-
dance of the conductor G.Pretre, with the Hamburg Symphony Orchestra and the Radio
Orchestra in Moscow under V.Fedoseyev. In 1996 he was awarded the European Prize for
Culture (at the Musikverein in Vienna). Xavier Phillips took part in many chamber music fes-
tivals e.g. Berlin Music Festivities, Festival de Kuhmo, Eastern Festivities of Salzburg, the
Autumn Festival in Bonn, concerts at the Wigmore Hall in London - and also in France,
where Phillips is a frequent guest at the Théatre des Champs-Elyseés in Grange de Meslay
with such soloists as R. Pasquier, A. Queffelec and M. Portal.

After his first record with the Auvidis record publishing company, which contains chamber
works by A. Magnard, Xavier Phillips started with his renderings of A.Schnittke, D.Shosta-
kovich, S. Prokofiev - together with the pianist H.Sermet via the Harmonia Mundi publishing
house.

PAWEL PRZYTOCKI (1958) studied at the Academy of Music in Cracow, where he gra-
duated with honors at the Faculty of Conducting (1985) under J.Katlewicz. He perfected his
skills at the following conducting courses: Bartok International Seminar and Course in Szo-
mbathely (Hungary) with P.Eotvos (1985), Master Conducting Course within the Oregon
Bach Festival in Eugene (USA) with H. Rilling (1986), and the Conducting Course in Stutt-
gart (1987) also with H.Rilling. From 1980 to 1983 he co-operated with Cracow’s Opera and
Operetta, from 1983 to 1987 with the Cracow Philharmonic and since 1987 with the Grand
Opera Theatre in L6dZ. From 1988 to 1991 Pawel Przytocki worked as conductor and music
director of the Baltic Philharmonic in Gdarsk. In May 1990 he made his debut at the Natio-
nal Philharmonic in Warsaw. In March 1992 he debuted at the Grand Opera Theatre in War-
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Odr. 1995 pracoval s telesom Orchestra Sinfonia Varsovia a v 1.1995-1997 bol hudobnym ria-
ditefom Orchestra Artura Rubinsteina v LédZi.

KOMORNA FILHARMONIA PARDUBICE je profesiondlny orchester, ktory si ziskal
popredné postavenie jedného z najlepSich ¢eskych orchestrilnych telies.

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saw. He is a guest conductor with the Polish Symphony Orchestra in Cracow, Poznan, Wroc-
law, Katowice, Lublin, Bialystok, Rzeszéw, Szczecin and also the Budapest Concert Orches-
tra (MAV), Orchestra de Xalapa in Mexico, Real Filharmonia de Galicia in Spain. Since 1995
he has worked with the Orchestra Sinfonia Varsovia and from 1995 to 1997 has been the
Music Director of the Artur Rubinstein Orchestra in L6dZ. His guest performances and con-
cert tours took him throughout all Europe. He participated several times in international music
festivals including the Athens Festival (1987), the Nordic Music Festival Norrtejle (1988), the
Flanders Festival (1989), the Warsaw Autumn (1990), the La Chaise-Dieu Festival (1996).
Pawel Przytocki has made numerous archive recording for the Polish Radio with the Polish
National Radio Symphony Orchestra in Katowice and with the Polish Radio Philharmonic
Orchestra in Warsaw. In 1990 he recorded his first CD - Rakhmaninov’s Symphony No.1.

THE CHAMBER PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA PARDUBICE is a professional
orchestra which has acquired a prominent position during the last 25 years as one of the fore-
most Czech orchestras. The orchestra was established in 1969 as a Mozart-Haydn sised
ensemble. Its activities furthered the rich musical tradition of East Bohemia which is rich in
tradition of spontaneous popular music. The Chamber Philharmonic Orchestra, originally cal-
led the East Bohemian State Orchestra, reached its high artistic level very early, i.e. when
L.Pesek was its chief-conductor. L.Hlavacek, P.Altrichter, B.Kulinsky, P.Skvor and R.Stan-
kovsky continued in the line started by L.Pe3ek. Currently Leo§ Svérovsky is the chief-con-
ductor of the Chamber Philharmonic Orchestra Pardubice. From the beginning of the seven-
ties the orchestra performed on many tours abroad besides covering its many concert duties at
home. It has visited almost all European countries and Japan. The Chamber Philharmonic
Orchestra served as an opera orchestra at the ,,Teatro alla Scala® in Milan in 1980. The reper-
toire of the orchestra includes works of all styles and epochs, primarily however, the music of
the 18th and beginning of the 19th centuries as well as 20th century works.

He continues in his studies at the Janatek conserva-
toire in Ostrava with M.Toaderovéa. He also passed masterclasses in Bonn and Blickeburg
with K.-H. Kiammerling. Ivo Kahének achieved some important artistic successes. There is
especially the 1st Prize at the national and the 2nd Prize at the international radio competition
Concertino Praga, the double-title of a Laureate of the international piano competition in the
Swedish town Kile and the 1st Prize at the 2nd International F. Chopin Competition in
Marienbad (Maridnske Lazn€) in the category of up to the age of 18. Ivo Kahéanek gives con-
certs regularly in the Czech Republic as well as abroad (Austria, Sweden, Ireland) and he also
makes recordings for the Czech Radio.

MARTIN KASIK (1976) studies at the Conservatoire of Ostrava in the class of M. Tugend-
liebova. He completed his studies with an absolutorium in 1997. Now he is the first year stu-
dent at the Academy of Music and Drama (AMU) in Prague in the class of 1.Klansky. He took
part in masterclasses in PieStany with L.Berman and E. Indjic and in Budweis (Ceské Budg-
jovice) with P. Jasmin and W. Groppenberger. Martin Kasik took part very successfully in
some piano competitions - e.g. the F.Chopin Competition in Marienbad (Maridnske Lazn¢)
(1993-1st prize), the International Piano Competition in the Swedish town of Kile (1994-1st
Prize), the Competition of Czech Conservatoires in Pardubice (1995-1st Prize), the Interna-
tional Piano Competition in the American town Joplin (1996-4th Prize) and the F.Chopin
Competition in Marienbad (Maridnske Lazng) (1997-1st Prize).

Nasledovali pozvania na najvyznamnejSie doméce
festivalové udalosti i prvé vyraznejSie prezenticie na zahrani¢nych festivaloch (PoIsko-Stary
Sacz, Franctizsko-Tours, Alencon, Le Mans, Flers, Nemecko-Pro musica antiqua Brémy, Slo-
vensko-Stredoeurdpsky festival koncertného umenia Zilina).

Neddvno Musica Florea zahdjila nahrdvanie unikdtneho radu nahrdvok z kroméfiZskeho
archivu pre vydavatelstvo Studio Matous. Cerstvym tispechom je posledna nahrévka stiboru,
kde Musica Florea sprevddza M.KoZenu v dridch z kantat a oratdrii J.S.Bacha. Tato nahrdvka
ziskala prestiZzne ocenenie ,,Zlatd Harmonie 1997 ako najlepsia ¢eskd nahrdvka roku 1997.
V sicasnosti je Musica Florea vyhladdvanym hostom domécich a zahrani¢nych koncertnych
p6dii. Na objednavku niekolkych medzinarodnych festivalov pripravila a predviedla niekol-

1997 realizovala Musica Florea stredoeurdpske turné s Magdalénou KoZenou, v rdmci kto-
rého vystipila aj vo viedenskom Konzerthause. V r.1998 pripravuje Musica Florea pri prileZi-
tosti 650. vyro€ia zaloZenia Karlovej univerzity unikdtne predvedenie Zelenkovho koruno-
va¢ného oratéria Sub olea pacis et palma virtutis vo Vladislavskej sdle Prazského hradu a tiez
niekolko zaujimavych zahrani¢nych z4jazdov (Francizsko, Nemecko, Slovinsko, Slovensko,
Belgicko, Polsko, Izrael ai.) Na jar 1.1997 vznikol o sibore v Ceskej televizii dokument
nazvany ,,Kto je Marek Stryncl a Musica Florea*.

MAREK STRYNCL (1974) absolvoval hru na violongelo a dirigovanie na Konzervat6riu
v Tepliciach.UZ tam ho zdujem o barokovd hudbu a jej dobovi interpretdciu priviedol
v 1.1992 k zaloZeniu siboru Musica Florea. Zi¢astnil sa kurzu hry na barokové violoncelo vo
franctizskom Chinone, nemeckom Mainzi, Blankenburgu a Valticiach na Morave.

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MUSICA FLOREA is an ensemble established in 1992 by young professionals with a com-
mon interest in the so called authentic rendering of Baroque music. Under the guidance for the
cello player Marek Stryncl this ensemble achieved very soon the first significant success.
There was the performance at the Prague Spring Festival with the Holy Trinity Mass by
7.D.Zelenka in 1995 and in the same year the highest appreciation of their first CD with this
mass by the French journal Diapason. There followed many invitations to prestigious home-
land festival event and the first presentations at international festivals (Poland- Stary Sacz,
France-Tours, Alencon, Le Mans, Flers, Germany-Pro musica antiqua Bremen, Slovakia-
Middle European Festival of Concert Art in Zilina). The Musica Florea started lately to record
for the publishing house Studio Matou$ the unique series of recordings from the archive of
KromgiiZ. One of the latest successes is the recording where Musica Florea accompanied M.
KoZen4 in the arias from the cantatas by J.S.Bach. This recording was awarded the prestigio-
us prize ,,Golden Harmony 1997 as the best Czech recording in 1997. At present Musica
Florea is a very sought after guest of home as well as foreign concert stages. Commissioned
by some international festivals - this ensemble has prepared and performed some larger works
(J.S.Bach-Magnificat, M.A.Charpentier-Te Deum, H.Purcell-Dioclecian). In 1997 Musica
Florea organised a tour through Central Europe together with Magdaléna KoZend within
which they also gave a concert at the Konzerthaus in Vienna. In 1998 - at the occasion of the
650th anniversary of foundation of the Charles University in Prague, Musica Florea prepares
an unique performance of Zelenkas coronation oratorio Sub olea pacis et palma virtutis, to be
performed in the Vladislav Hall of the Prague Castle. Musica Florea also prepares some tours
abroad (France, Germany, Slovenia, Slovakia, Belgium, Poland, Israel...and many more). In
spring 1997 the Czech TV has produced a documentary, called ,,Who is Marek Stryncl and
Musica Florea®.

MAREK STRYNCL (1974) completed his cello and conducting studies at the Conservatoi-
re of Teplice. His interest in Baroque music led him already here to the foundation of the
Musica Florea ensemble in 1992. He took part in a Baroque-cello course in the French Chi-
none, the German Mainz, Blankenburg and Valtice in Moravia. Besides Musica Florea he also
played in some other Czech and foreign ensembles (Musica Antiqua Prague, Capella Regia
Musicalis, Musicalische Compagney ...etc.). In 1994 he was a concert master in the North-
Bohemia Philharmonic Orchestra in Teplice.

As conductor he recorded J.D.Zelenkas Holy Trinity Mass for the Sttidio Matou and one
year later he conducted this work for the Prague Spring Festival. In the very same year he con-
ducted at the St. Wenceslav’s festivities in Prague another famous work by Zelenka - Sub olea
pacis et palma virtutis. In 1997 he rehearsed and conducted with the ensembles Musica Flo-
rea, Ensemble Philidor (France) and the Prague Chamber Choir the work Magnificat by Bach
and Te Deum by Charpentier - in the opening concert of the Concentus Moraviae Festival.

Svoje vzdelanie si rozsiril ro¢nym $tu-
diom v USA u Sh.Ashkenaziho a dvojro¢nym Stidiom v Anglicku u Y.Neamana. V 1.1989
zvitazil na Medzindrodnej huslovej sitaZi v Zdhrebe, ¢o mu umoZnilo vystupovat na mno-
hych koncertoch v Eurépe a v USA ako sélistovi i ako komornému hrécovi. Jan Talich G¢in-
koval v celom rade prestiZznych koncertnych sil vritane koncertnej siene Casino v Bazileji,
Wigmore Hall v Londyne, Birmingham Hall, Beethovenhalle v Bonne ai.

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RONALD SEBESTA (1967) studied at the Conservatoire of Bratislava and the Academy of
Music and Drama in Bratislava in the class of E. Bombara and J.Lupt4cik (1981-1993). In the
course of his studies he stayed for one year at the Conservatoire de Région in Boulogne in
France. He is the co-founder of the VENI Ensemble for Contemporary Music with which he
performed on concerts and festivals in Bratislava, Prague, Berlin, Vienna, Perugia and in
Bucharest. As soloist in the field of rendering contemporary music he presented himself on
the festival WIEN MODERN and recorded for the Hessische Rundfunk in Frankfurt. As
chamber and solo player of classic music he performed the W.A.Mozart and J.Brahms clari-
net quintets in co-operation with the Moyzes Quartet and the Concerto for Clarinet and
Orchestra by W.A.Mozart with the orchestra Cappella Istropolitana. He is the co-founder of
the chamber association Opera Aperta for Classicist and contemporary music. Ronald Sebes-
ta is the 1st clarinet player of the Slovak Radio Symphony Orchestra of the and of the orches-
tra Cappella Istropolitana.

PETER SESTAK (1974) studied at the conservatoire in Bratislava with M.Banda, at the
Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava in the class of J.HoSek and at the Joseph Haydn
Conservatoire in Eisenstadt with Y. Gutman. He passed also masterclasses with O.Stantchev
and M.Kugel. In 1997 he achieved the 1st Prize at the International Bohuslav Martinti Com-
petition in the category of chamber playing. Peter Sesték regularly performs with the orches-
tras Cappella Istropolitana and Chamber Soloists Bratislava. This artist is also a member of
the chamber ensemble OPERA APERTA ENSEMBLE. '

JAN TALICH (1967) comes from a world-known family of musicians. He studied at the
Conservatoire of Prague and then at the Academy of Music and Drama (AMU) in Prague with
V.Snitil. Jan Talich improved his skills within a one-year study in the U.S.A. with Sh.Ashke-
nazi and a two-years study in the UK with Y.Neaman. In 1992 he won the International Vio-
lin Competition in Zagreb what enabled him to give performances in Europe and the U.S.A.
as soloist as well as chamber player. Jan Talich performed in many prestigious concert halls
including the concert hall Casino in Basel, Wigmore Hall in London, the Birmingham Hall,
the Beethovenhalle in Bonn and many more. The list of this recording is extending continuo-
usly - there belongs e.g. the complete recording of the Czech Piano Trios with the Kubelik
Trio, some solo CDs out of which especially successful was the complete recording of the
works for violin and piano by B.Martinti. On the 12 CDs he introduced himself as a soloist
and as the artistic leader of the Talich’s Chamber Orchestra which he established in 1992. Jan
Talich became last year the principal of the Talich Quartet.

THE CHAMBER SOLOISTS BRATISLAVA is a chamber string orchestra, founded in
1990 by students of the Academy of Music and Drama and the Conservatoire in Bratislava,
which managed to set up themselves as one of the best ensembles of its kind in Slovakia. The
rendering profile of this body was formed by such artistic leaders as J.Pazdera and J.Kopel-
man as well as by other important artistic personalities. Since its establishment, this ensemble
gives concert performances throughout Slovakia. This body co-operates with such artists as
J.-PPenin, J.Kr&ek, B.Warchal, D.Gazon, A.Popovi¢, M.Kogik, J.M.Héndler, E.Danel and

This kind of chamber
playing is often a part of their concert programmes. The Chamber Soloists Bratislava regular-
ly perform at impOftant music festivals (Bratislava Music Festival, Middle-European Festival
of Concert Art in Zilina, the Festival of Contemporary Music Melos-Ethos and the Evenings
of New Music) - as well, as on concert stages abroad (Japan, Spain, Germany, the Czech
Republic and Austria). The soloists of the concerts are now splendid musicians even out of
this body. The Chamber Soloists Bratislava co-operate with the Czech, Slovak and the Aus-
trian Radio and the music publishers Slovart Music and Skvrna.

THE BUDAPEST STRINGS started its career as a septet formed by final-year students at
the Franz Liszt Music Academy in Budapest. From this they developed into an ensemble of
17 strings playing the established string orchestra repertoire, but with a particular emphasis on
the works of their countrymen, notably Weiner and Bartok. In 1982 they were prize-winners
in the International Chamber Orchestra Competition in Belgrade, and for the three years fol-
lowing were greatly assisted in the development of their career by sponsorship from the New
York Soros Foundation. The Budapest Strings have joined that group of long-established
Hungarian ensembles which have attained the highest standards of professional performance
and occupy a prestigious position in the international world of music. They have their own
concert series in Budapest, originally in the city’s Vigadé Redout and in the Concert Hall of
the Ferenc Liszt Music Academy, the city’s leading concert hall. They also perform in concert
halls of Italy, England, Germany, Austria, Switzerland, Spain and festivals throughout the
world, often with international soloist Carinthisher Sommer (Austria), Danubius Festival
(Ttaly), Norwich, Canterbury, Cricklade Festivals (England), Vallon Festival (Belgium),
Budapest Spring Festival. The Budapest Strings have recorded for the Hungaroton, Delta
Music, Laserlight, Nuova Era and Naxos, and have recently signed an exclusive recording
contract with the German company Capriccio.

Béla Banfalvi, Leader and Solo Violinist, is a professor at the Franz Liszt Academy in Buda-
pest. He has also been a leader of the Hungarian State Symphony Orchestra and a member of
the Barték Quartet.

Karoly Botvay, Artistic Director, was formerly cellist of the Barték and Végh Quartets, and
now of the New Budapest Quartet. Professor at the Franz Liszt Music Academy, and a sought
after jury member for international music competitions. His records were made by Qualiton,
Hungaroton, Erato, Hyperion, Marco Polo.

sels. He has also worked with H. Krebbers, 1.Gitlis, E.Schmiedeer, R. Kussmaul and M.Lubot-
sky. D.Rowland has won first prizes in several international and national competitions- Edith
Stein Competition, Hague (1986-1st Prize), Princess Christina Competition (1990-1st Prize
and Forum Philharmonic Prize), Skene Award-competition of Aberdeen International Youth
Festival (1991-Winner and Audience prize), Brahms Prize of the Brahms Gesellschafft
Baden-Baden Germany (1994), Oskar Back Violin Competition, Concertgebouw Amsterdam
(1995-1st Prize and special New Music Prize). Since 1987 D.Rowland has performed as
a soloist throughout Holland, as well as in Europe, Russia and the United States. He has
appeared with orchestras such as the St.Petersburg Chamber Orchestra, The Ural State Phil-
harmonic, the Baden-Baden Philharmonic, the Poznan Philharmonic, the Netherlands Sym-
phony Orchestra and the National Youth Orchestra of the Netherlands. In 1992 he made his
debut in the Large Hall of the Amsterdam Concertgebouw with the Tchaikovsky concerto. In
1997 he made his concerto debut at Carnegie Hall in New York. He has frequently recorded
for Dutch radio and TV, as well as for foreign stations such the BBC and Russian radio and
TV. Rowland’s interests are wide ranging, he plays with specialised contemporary music
ensembles such as the Schonberg Ensemble and Nieuw Ensemble, with whom he also recor-
ded several CDs. Recently he has participated in various projects of the Royal Concertgebo-
uw Orchestra, such as the inspiration cycle of Schubert’s symphonies with Nicolaus Harno-
court, which was performed in Amsterdam, Madrid and Paris.

HENRIK WIESE (1971) studied flute in Munich with 1.Koch, R.Staege and P.Meisen. Hen-
rik Wiese was awarded several scholarships e.g. by the Oscar and Vera Ritter Foundation and
The Study Foundation of the German Nation. In 1995 he became the first soloist flute player
at the Bavarian State Opera House in Munich. Later followed appreciations in various ren-
dering competitions - The German Music Competition (1995), the Elise-Meyer-Wettbewerb
(1996-1st prize) and the International Flute Competition in Kobe (Japan) (1997-3rd prize). As
soloist he performed with such famous orchestras like Rundfunk-Sinfonieorchester Berlin,
Orchester der Beethovenhalle Bonn, the Polish Chamber Philharmonic and Cappella Istropo-
litana. H.Wiese toured in Europe, Japan and he is also regularly invited to international music
festivals like Ludwigsburger Schlossfestspiele or the Holstein Musikfestival. Together with
the Artemis Quartet he recorded his first CD with flute quartets by W.A.Mozart.

THE SLOVAK CHAMBER ORCHESTRA was founded by Bohdan Warchal in 1960 from
the members of the Slovak Philharmonic Orchestra - enthusiasts for the chamber music. After
great success at home and abroad, in 1966 the orchestra acquired independence status within
the Slovak Philharmonic. The repertoire of the Slovak Chamber Orchestra is based around
Baroque and Classical Music, but it also includes 19th and 20th century works. The ensemble
was inspired by a number of Slovak composers to write works especially for it, including
1.Zeljenka, M.B4zlik, J.Kresének. The Slovak Chamber Orchestra has given concerts at pro-
minent music festivals including the Bratislava Music Festival, Summer Festivals in Pie$tany
and TrenCianske Teplice, Prague Spring, Festival de Musique Strasbourg, Salzburger Fest-
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Istanbul Music Festival. Teleso doteraz precestovalo celd Eur6pu, Australiu, USA, Kanadu,
Cinu, Koéreu a Japonsko.

She is prize-winner of the international vocal competitions
of Ada Sari and of Adam Didur in Poland and of the M.Schneider-Trnavsky Competition in
Slovakia and finalist of Italian arias competition ,,I Cestelli competizione dell’Opera“ in Ber-
lin. Her biggest success was in the International Antonin Dvofdk Competition (Czech Repub-
lic) where apart from the first prize and four special prizes she also got the title of the ,,Abso-
lute Competition Winner*.

JOZEF KUNDLAK (1956) studied at the Conservatoire of Bratislava in the class of I.Cer-
necka. After completing his studies in 1984 he took part in the Summer opera course of the
European Opera Centre in Belgium. Since 1983 he is a soloist of the Slovak National Theat-
re in Bratislava with which he gave guest performances in Germany, Spain, Switzerland and
at the Bolshoi Theatre in Moscow. After the appreciations he achieved in the A.Dvordk Com-
petition (1978) and the M.Schneider-Trnavsky Competition (1981) he won the Luciano Pava-
rotti Singer Competition in Philadelphia. Thanks to his extraordinary pure and clear tenor
voice he was engaged at he Teatro alla Scala in Milano, the Teatro San Carlo at Napoli, Teat-
ro Communale in Bolognia, Teatro La Fenice in Venice, Teatro Carlo Felici in Genoa, in
Rome, Florencia, the Bavarian State Opera in Munich, at the Frankfurt Opera, at the Deut-
sche Oper in Berlin, at the Opera in Philadelphia, the State Opera in Vienna and at many other
opera stages all over Europe. He co-operated with such famous conductors like B.Bartoletti,
R.Muti, W.Sawalisch, P.Schreier etc.

In Mozart’s year (1991) - J.Kundldk sang the Requiem by Mozart together with the Orchestra
of Philadelphia under the guidance of R.Muti at the Carnegie Hall in New York and at the
Academy of Music in Philadelphia. Furthermore he sang oratoria and masses at the Wiener
Konzerthaus, in Stuttgart, Milano and in Salzburg. At the Deutsche Oper Berlin and at the
Bavarian State Opera he performed Belmonte in Mozart’s ,,Abduction from Serial“.

Gustdv Bel4cek is the prize-holder
of the 2nd Prize of the A.Dvofdk Competition (1991), the absolute winner of this very com-
petition (1993), the holder of the prize of the journal Opernwelt (1993), of the Prize of the
E.Suchoil Foundation, he is a semi-finalist of the L.Pavarotti competition (1995), he won the
1st Prize in the M.Schneider-Tmavsky Competition (1994) and the 3rd Prize in the opera
competition in the Italian town of Sienna (1994). Gustav Belacek’s repertoire includes 25
opera bass parts. At present he is a soloist of the Slovak National Theatre Opera. He perfomed
at the Grand Theatre de Genéve, at the Jan4cek’s Opera House in Brno, at the Mozart Opera
House in Prague, at the State Opera Banska Bystrica, at the Japanese Nagoya Opera, Opera
du Rhin Strassbourg and at the Theatre de la Monnaie Brussels.

Peter Feranec is also hosted by Tokyo
Symphony, St.Petersburg Philharmonic, London Philharmonic, Slovak Philharmonic, Mos-
cow Philharmonic Orchestras and Orquestra de Teatro Coldén in Buenos Aires.

ROMAN VALEK (1963) graduated from the Janidlek Academy of Music and Drama
(JAMU) in Brno under the guidance of the choirmaster of the Opera House of the National
Theatre in Brno and of the Prague Chamber Choir. At present, Roman Vilek’s activities are
aimed on cantata and vocal “a cappella” works. In the last years he presents premiers of con-
temporary Czech composers (P. Eben, P. Reznitek, M. Kogut, I. Z. Novék, V. Franz) as well
as premiers of recordings of early music (J. D. Zelenka, L. JanaCek).

THE CHAMBER ORCHESTRA of the Prague Symphony was established in 1989 inspi-
red by the violist and the present artistic director P. Pefina. The members of this body are at
the same time leading musicians of the Prague Symphony Orchestra (FOK). The concert mas-
tery present themselves as splendid soloists. The classical instrument-engagement is often
extended by wind instruments - what enables to manage also larger musical projects. In that
last period of time it was e.g. The Messiah by Héndel, The Creation by Héndel, The Requiem
by Mozart and many more. The repertoire consists of basic works of the Czech and world
string literature up to the classics of the 20th century. The orchestra performed many concerts
in the Czech Republic (the festivals Prague Spring, the Emmy Destinn Festival, the festival
Jana¢eks May and many more). Within the subscription concerts of the FOK this ensemble
has had its own cycle - where it performs the less frequently played and the technically and
artistically more demanding works. The orchestra has appeared at several concerts abroad - in
Austria, France, Germany, Switzerland and Spain. In larger projects they co-operate with
such famous conductors like e.g. P.Altrichter, M. Turnovsky, P.Vronsky, G.Delogu, Won-Mo
Kim, PKuhn, L.Svéarovsky and others. Many famous soloists performed with that orchestra:
J.Suk, E.Indjic, P.Toperczer, V.Hudecek, I.Zenaty, B.Matousek, P.Vivanco, J.Jon43ov4. This
orchestra regularly records for the Czech TV and the Czech Radio. In the last period of time
this ensemble recorded CDs for the Supraphon publishing company with works by the Czech
masters J.Zach and J.KoZeluh, for the Empire company with works by A. Dvofik
and A.Vivaldi conducted by the American conductor Won-Mo Kima and for the Panton com-
pany a collection of Christmass pastorale with the conductor J.Kr¢ek.

THE CZECH CHAMBER CHOIR was established as an elite choir body in 1994 by split-
ting the Prague Chamber Choir. This choir concentrates on the rendering of Czech music from
the period of Baroque and Classcism. This choir also does not forget about the wide Europe-
an repertoire of the last two centuries. During its relatively short history - this choir sang in
Italy with Gabriel Ferro, in Germany at the International Bach Academy with Helmut Rilling,
in Austria under the baton of Wolfgang Gonnenwein at the International Festival in Cesky
Krumlov.
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
