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THE TRIO CONCERTANTE ensemble was founded in 1992 by the Academy of Music
and Drama in Prague. The important founder of this ensemble - A. Kohout, is famous by
leading a class that has been always known as a source of several top ensembles. The trio
improves their professional knowledge by D. Veis recently. In 1994 the ensemble became
a laureate of the ,.Beethoven’s Hradec Competition“. It took part at the masterclasses in
Semmering in Austria by W. Klos and J. Chuchro. Trio Concertante makes recordings for
the Czech Radio. Besides giving concerts on home stages the trio performed in Switzer-
land, Austria and Poland. There were several pieces composed for this ensemble contem-
porary authors already. In 1998 the trio won the first prize and the Prize for the best inter-
pretation of a work by Bohuslav Martinii on the 4th Bohuslav Martinii Competition in Pra-
gue. The members of this young ensemble are Veronika JardSkové-PeSkové (violin), Peter
JartiSek (cello) and Jif{ Kollert (piano).

TOMAS KOUTNIK (1950) holds the position of chief-conductor of the State Symphony
Kosice recently. He had studied cello and conducting at the Prague Conservatory and Aca-
demy of Music and Drama in Prague. He later took part at the masterclasses by I. Marke-
witch (1975) and K. Masur (1976). In 1977 he won the first prize and a Golden lyre on the
International conducting competition in Besancon as well as the title Laureate of the Inter-
national G. Fittelberg competition in Katowice in 1979. He started his career as a conduc-
tor of the Slovak Radio Symphony Orchestra in Bratislava (1979-1981), continued as a con-
ductor of J. Suk Chamber Orchestra in Prague (1981-1983), conductor of the Czech Radio
Symphony Orchestra in Prague (1988-1992), as a chief-conductor and director of the North-
Czech Philharmony Teplice (1991-1997) and a as a regular guest of the Hofer Symphoni-
ker in Bayern (1988-1997). He teaches conducting at the Academy of Music and Drama in
Prague since 1993. He co-operates regularly with the majority of the Czech and Slovak
orchestras and visited Denmark, Italy, Spain, Austria, France, Germany, Poland, former
Yugoslavia, Mexico and U.S.A. with these. Besides this fact he is a guest conductor by
many great orchestras abroad (BRT Bruxelles, Staatskapelle Weimar, Dresdner Philharmo-
nie, Jenaer Philharmonie, AML Luzern, Tokyo Philharmonic Orchestra etc). His radio
recordings include more than 70 titles of various styles and periods, the most significant
title of his CD recordings is definitely the complete of Franz Schubert’s 8 symphonies
(4CDs) with' the North-Czech Philharmony Teplice.

SLOVAK SINFONIETTA ZILINA (The State Chamber Orchestra Zilina) was originated
in 1974. The quality of orchestra players and experience of the chief conductor Eduard
Fischer enabled the rapid artistic growth of this ensemble. This body gave concerts at many
renowned European music festivals as the Salzburger Festspiele, Wiener Festwochen, The
Haydn Festival in Vienna, The Sophia Music Weeks, Summer Festival in Spain, Festival
de Bonaguil in France, Prague Spring, Festa Musica Pro in Assisi, The Bratislava Music
Festival, Music in Old Krakow and many others. Outside Europe the orchestra performed
in Africa, Japan and in the U.S.A. with the conductors and soloists (S. Galonski, T. Maeda
L. Rajter, O. Lendrd, O. Dohnanyi, B. Warchal, 1. Oistrach, V. Hudecek, O. Stapp,
M. Bemnackovd, M. Hajéssyovéd, M. LapSansky, N. Yepes, A. Gertler). The core of their
repertoire is the music of the Classical and Baroque period - but this orchestra also accepts
the challenges of works of the early Romanticism as well as contemporary works. The
orchestra deals also with quite conductor of the orchestra is since 1995 the excellent Czech
conductor Leos§ Svérovsky.

1987 dirigoval rad symfonic-
kych a komornych orchestrov v Polsku i zahrani¢i (Nemecko, Rakidsko, Madarsko, Velkd
Briténia, Svaj¢iarsko, Kanada, Tunisko ai.), kde realizoval diela od epochy baroka aZ po
sti¢asnost, Z4nrov opernych, i hudbu divadelni a filmovi. Uginkoval na viacerych festiva-
loch, napr.

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BARTELOMIE]J NIZIOL (1974) started to play the violin at the age of five. He studied at
the Academy of Music in Poznari where he attended the classes of J. Kaliszewska and in
Lausanne under P. Amoyal. He has taken part in several master classes where he has wor-
ked with such musicians as Zacher Bron, Mauricio Fuchs, Ruggiero Ricci and Michael Fri-
schenschlager. He has won top prizes at many violin competition, among others 1st Prize
at the Adelaide International Competition (1991), Wieniawski International Competition in
Poznari (1991), Pretoria International Competition (1991), Eurovision Competition in Brus-
sels (1991) and the M. Long - J. Thibaud Competition in Paris (1993). Barttomiej Niziol
has appeared as soloist with many renowned orchestras: Orchestre Philharmonique de
Radio France, English Chamber Orchestra, NDR Orchestra, New Japan Philharmonic
Orchestra, Sinfonia Varsovia, in many famous concert halls: Barbican Centre in London,
Salle Pleyel in Paris, Théatre Chatelet in Paris, Schauspielhaus in Berlin, Suntory Hall in
Tokyo, Théatre Femina in Bordeaux, Teatro Municipal in Rio de Janeiro, Anfiteatro Simon
Bolivar in Mexico City, Aula Magna in Caracas, Teatro Colén in Bogota. He has partici-
pated in music festivals, the most important being: MIDEM in Cannes, Festival de Radio
France in Montpelier, ,,Zino Francescatti“ Violin Festival, Festival de Carcassone, ,,Musi-
que et Amitlé” in Switzerland and many others.

JANUSZ POWOLNY (1964) had studied conducting during the period 1985-1991 in the
class of Ryszard Dudek at the Musical Academy in Warszaw. In 1988-1989 he had com-
pleted his professional education at the Hochschule fiir Musik in Munich. He participated
at several masterclasses by L. Bernstein, S. Celibidache, H. Rilling, T. Schumacher. Since
1987 he has conducted many symphonic and chamber orchestras in Poland and abroad
(Germany, Austria, Hungary, Great Britain, Switzerland, Canada, Tunis and many others),
where he has realised works from the baroque period till the recent times, opera genres as
well as a film music and music to drama. He took part at several festivals, f.e. Wratislavia
Cantans, Warsaw Autumn, Melos-Ethos, Festival of Music Competition Laureates in Byd-
goscz etc. In 1990-1992 he held a position of the managing director of the Festival of the
International society for contemporary music - the World Music Days 1992 in Warsaw,
which won the nomination on the International Classical Music Award in the category of
,-The best festival of the year. J. Powolny was a student in a master class of K. Osterrei-
cher and L. Hager at the Hochschule fiir Musik in Wien and of M. Gielen at Mozarteum in
Salzburg. In 1994 he was a finalist of the International conducting competition in Paris.
Since 1997 he is a artistic director of the Opole Philharmony, where he had founded and
leads an Opole Chamber Orchestra.

OPOLE PHILHARMONIC ORCHESTRA OF JOZEF ELSNER was founded two
years after the 2nd world war - in 1947 as a Little Symphony Orchestra. In March 1995
a new musical platform arose - Duke Symphonic Orchestra.

In 1996 he won the
2nd prize at the International Cello Competition of the Domnick-Foundation, Stuttgart; at
the International Chamber Music Competition in Caltannisetta (Italy) he won the 3rd prize.
In 1997 he took part at the International Rostropowitch Competition in Paris and won the
Special-prize for chamber music, which includes an invitation for a recital at the Interna-
tional Casals Festival in Prado. In November 1998 he won the Cello Competition of the
Hungarian Radio (Ist prize). In 1995 he won a grant of the Symphony Orchestra of the
Norddeutsche Rundfunk, Hamburg and worked one year in this orchestra.

LES TRIO DE GUITARES DE PARIS was founded in 1984 a result of an initiative of
Michel Sadanowski. The ensemble presented itself on many festivals in France, U.S.A.,
Latin America, in several countries of Eastern and Western Europe, Asia and Africa. The
orchestral remakes of various musical pieces and styles attracted even arduous audience
and often set off a new interest in a guitar playing among the public. The characteristing
features of the Les Trio de Guitares de Paris is the technical brilliance also in technically
demanding pieces, a musical charm and virtuosity. The ensemble co-operates very often
with radio- and television companies and it gave an impulse to many French and foreign
composers to write pieces dedicated to the ensemble. The excellent professional level of the
ensemble is proved by many positive reviews of international critics.

ZUZANA FERJENCIKOVA (1978) began her studies at the Conservatory of J. L. Bella
in Bansk4 Bystrica. After the graduation in 1996 she continues her studies - Evangelic
church music, organ and organ improvisation by J. V. Michalko and a choir conducting by
L. Hol4sek at the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava. In 1996 she won the first
prize on the organ competition in Opava in the category of ,organ improvisation and
second prize in the category ,,organ interpretation”. She got the title laureate and won the
first prize in improvisation on the international competition BRNO °97. In 1997 she had rea-
lised the complete recording of J. S. Bach’s ,,Orgelbiichlein® with the Slovak Radio. In
1997 she successfully participated on the summer organ academy in Oundle (Great Brita-
in).

Z viac ako 100 nahrdvok
vi&inu titulov zaradili do svojich katalégov zahraniéné firmy v Japonsku, Svédsku, Velke;
Britédnii a Francizsku.
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HENRIK WIESE (1971) studied flute in Munich with I. Koch, R. Staege and P. Meisen.
Henrik Wiese was awarded several scholarships e. g. by the Oscar and Vera Ritter Foun-
dation and The Study Foundation of the German Nation. In 1995 he became the first solo-
ist flute player at the Bavarian State Opera House in Munich. Later followed appreciations
in various rendering competitions - The German Music Competition (1995), the Elise-
Meyer-Wettbewerb (1996 - 1st prize) and the International Flute Competition in Kobe
(Japan) (1997 - 3rd prize). As soloist he performed with such famous orchestras like Rund-
funk-Sinfonieorchester Berlin, Orchester der Beethovenhalle Bonn, the Polish Chamber
Philharmonic, Cappella Istropolitana and the Slovak Chamber Orchestra. H. Wiese toured
in Europe, Japan and he is also regularly invited to international music festivals like Lud-
wigsburger Schlossfestspiele or the Schlesswig Holstein Musikfestival. Together with the
Artemis Quartet he recorded his first CD with flute quartets by W. A. Mozart.

THE SLOVAK CHAMBER ORCHESTRA was founded by Bohdan Warchal in 1960
from the members of the Slovak Philharmonic Orchestra - enthusiasts for the chamber
music. After great success at home and abroad, in 1966 the orchestra acquired indepen-
dence status within the Slovak Philharmonic. The repertoire of the Slovak Chamber
Orchestra is based around Baroque and Classical Music, but it also includes 19th and 20th
century works. The ensemble was inspired by a number of Slovak composers to write
works especially for it, including I. Zeljenka, M. Bazlik, J. Kresdnek. The Slovak Chamber
Orchestra has given concerts at prominent music festivals including the Bratislava Music
Festival, Summer Festival in PieSfany and Trencianske Teplice, Prague Spring, Festival de
Musique Strasbourg, Salzburger Festspiele, Budapesti Zenei Hetek, Istanbul Music Festi-
val. It has performed throughout Europe and in the U.S.A., Canada, China, Australia, Korea
and Japan. Among the great soloists who have played with the Slovak Chamber Orchestra
are V. Spivakov, T. Zimmermann, M. Perényi, C. Katsarsis, J.-P. Rampal, H. Holliger,
P. Schreier. A number of their more than 100 recordings have been released by companies
in Japan, Sweden, Great Britain and France.

Stidid si doplnil dvojroénym pobytom na
Duquesne University v Pittsburghu u Bila Jacksona, prvého Klarinetistu Pittsburghského
symfonického orchestra. V r. 1996 sa zid€astnil na Medzindrodnej sifazi mladych umelcov
v Houstone, kde ziskal 2. cenu. Po ndvrate na Slovensko pokragoval v $tidiu na VSMU
v Bratislave u Jozefa Luptic¢ika. V r. 1997 ziskal Matej Drlicka na Eurépskej stfazi Sti-
pendium Yamaha Music. Zicastnil sa viacerych majstrovskych kurzov u renomovanych
umelcov - R. Stolzman, T. LeGrand, M. Lethiec a J. Hlava¢. Okrem svojich sélistickych
aktivit je tieZ vynikajicim komornym hrdcom, je ¢lenom kvinteta Con media dell’arte
a Bratislavského klarinetového kvarteta.

ANTON POPOVIC (1965) je typom univerzilneho hudobnika. Studoval na Konzervaté-
riu v Bratislave hru na tribku a na bicich néstrojoch a dirigovanie na VSMU v Bratislave
(L. Slovék, B. Rezucha). Absolvoval §tudijny pobyt na Kralovskom konzervatériu v Haagu,
kde navstevoval kurzy dirigovania (Jac van Steen, Ed Spanjaard, Jan Boogarts), kompozi-
cie (Louis Andriessen) a kurzy starej hudby (Jan Kleinbussink). Bol ¢lenom sekcie bicich
néstrojov Symfonického orchestra Slovenského rozhlasu v Bratislave. Je aktivny ako skla-
datel, aranZér a producent. Predstavil sa na ¢ele Symfonického orchestra Slovenského roz-
hlasu v Bratislave, Komornych sélistov Bratislava (KSB), orchestra Opery SND v Brati-
slave, Symfonického orchestra VSMU, Bratislavského symfonického orchestra, Symfonic-
kého orchestra v Pécsi (Madarsko), stiboru pre sicasni hudbu VENI ensemble, Group 180
a i. Premiérovo uviedol pocetné diela slovenskych skladatefov (V. Godéir, P. Zagar,
M. Bizlik, V. Bokes, D. Matej, M. Burlas, M. Piacek, M. Betko).

KOMORNI SOLISTI BRATISLAVA vznikli v r. 1990 z iniciativy posluchitov Vysokej
Skoly miizickych umeni v Bratislave a za kritky Cas svojej existencie sa etablovali ako
jeden z poprednych stiborov svojho druhu na Slovensku. Interpretacny profil siboru for-
movali umelecki vedici (J. Pazdera, J. Kopelman) a dal§ie vyznamné umelecké osobnosti
(Jean-Paul Penin, Jaroslav Kréek, Bohdan Warchal, Daniel Gazon, Anton Popovi¢, Mério
Kofsik, Jack Martin Héndler, Ewald Danel ai.), s ktorymi KSB spolupracovali. V repertod-
1i stiboru dominuji diela klasikov a romantikov, vyznamné miesto m4 i tvorba 20. storoCia
(H. M. Goérecki, E. Satie, A. Schnittke, V. Godar, M. Kraj¢i, P. Malovec, L. Rajter,
P. Zagar). Sibor premiéroval poéetné skladby slovenskych skladatelov. Vzrastajici vyznam
v dramaturgii koncertov md komornd hudba menSieho obsadenia. KSB pravidelne t&inku-
ji na vyznamnych hudobnych festivaloch na Slovensku (Bratislavské hudobné slavnosti,
Stredoeur6psky festival koncertného umenia v Ziline, festivaly sicasnej hudby Melos-Etos
a Vecery novej hudby), ako aj na koncertnych pédidch v zahrani¢i (Japonsko, Nemecko,
Spanielsko, Cesk4 republika, Rakiisko). Slistami koncertov s neraz vynikajiici hudobnici
z vlastnych radov. V . 1996 s velkym dspechom uviedli niekolko predstaveni opery G. B.
Pergolesiho - La Serva Padrona - v Japonsku, pod umeleckym vedenim huslistu Réberta
Marecka spolu s vynikajicou japonskou sopranistkou Shinobu Satoh. KSB spolupracujd so
Slovenskym, Ceskym i Rakiiskym rozhlasom a hudobnymi vydavatelstvami Slovart Music
a Christophorus.
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MATEJ DRLICKA (1976) studied at the Conservatory of Music in Bratislava where he was
awarded a First Prize in the National Conservatory Competition. Afterwards, he attended
Duquesne University in Pittsburgh for two years, where he studied with Bil Jackson, princi-
pal clarinetist of the Pittsburgh Symphony Orchestra. In 1996, he took part in the Houston
Young Artists Competition where he was awarded a second prize. After returning to Slova-
kia, he attended the Academy of Music and Drama Arts, as a student of Jozef Luptcik. In
1997, Matej Drlicka won the Yamaha Music Foundation of Europe Competition. He took part
in many masterclasses of such renowned players as R. Stolzman, T. LeGrand, M. Lethiec and
J. Hlavag. Beside his soloistic activities he is also an active chamber music player. Matej
Drlicka is a member of the Con media dell’arte Quintet and the Bratislava Clarinet Quartet.

ANTON POPOVIC (1965) is the very embodiment of the all round musician, studied
trumpet and percussion at Bratislava’s Conservatory and conducting under L. Slovidk and
B. ReZucha at the city’s Academy of Music and Drama. He undertook a lengthy period of
study at the Royal Conservatory in the Hague, attending courses in conducting with Jac van
Steen, Ed Spanjaard and Jan Boogarts, in composition with Louis Andriessen, and in the
interpretation of early music with Jan Kleinbussink. Formerly a percussionist with the Slo-
vak Radio Symphony Orchestra in Bratislava, Anton Popovi€ is also a composer, arranger
and producer. He has appeared with among others, the Slovak Radio Symphony Orchestra,
the Bratislava Chamber Soloists, the Orchestra of the Slovak National Opera, the Sympho-
ny Orchestra of the Academy of Music and Drama, the Bratislava Symphony Orchestra, the
Pécs Symphony Orchestra (Hungary), the VENI Ensemble and Group 180. Anton Popovic
has given first performances of many works by Slovak composers, including V. Godar,
P. Zagar, M. Bézlik, V. Bokes, D. Matej, M. Burlas, M. Piacek and M. Betko.

THE CHAMBER SOLOISTS BRATISLAVA is a chamber string orchestra, founded in
1990 by the students of the Academy of Music and Drama and the Conservatory in Brati-
slava, which managed to set up themselves in business as one of the best ensembles of its
kind here in Slovakia. The rendering profile of this body was formed by such artistic lea-
ders as J. Pazdera and J. Kopelman as well as by other artistic personalities. Since its estab-
lishment, this ensemble gives concert performances throughout Slovakia. This body co-ope-
rates with such artists as J.-P. Penin, J. Kréek, B. Warchal, D. Gazon, A. Popovié,
M. Kosik, J. M. Hindler, E. Danel and many more. The repertoire of the Chamber Soloists
Bratislava is dominated by works of the Classics and Romanticism, but also works of the
20th century constitute an important part of it. This body gave numerous premiere of works
by Slovak composers. An increasing importance in the dramaturgy of the concerts has the
chamber music of smaller bodies. This kind of chamber playing makes often a part of their
concert programmes. The Chamber Soloists Bratislava regularly perform at important
music festivals (Bratislava Music Festival, the Middle-European Festival of Concert Art in
Zilina, the festivals of contemporary music Melos-Ethos and the Evenings of New Music)
- as well as on concert stages abroad (Japan, Spain, Germany, the Czech Republic and Aus-
tria). The soloists of concerts are now splendid musicians out of their own formation. The
Chamber Soloists Bratislava co-operates with the Czech, Slovak and the Austrian Radio
and the music publishers Slovart Music and Christophorus.

Po prvych hudobnych
skdsenostiach v chrsmovom Brixiho komornom stbore v &eskych Tepliciach a po pitroc-
nom pdsobeni v art-rockovejkapele sa rozhodla pre §tddium spevu na Kontervatériu v Tep-
liciach u E. Zikmundovej. UZ poas Stidia sa zaCala venovat dobovej interpretacii baroko-
vej hudby. Vdaka svojmu lyrickému soprdnu nasla uZ pred absolutériom uplatnenie v stibo-
re Musica Antiqua Praha, s ktorym pdsobi stabilne od r. 1989. Venuje sa tieZ piestiovej
tvorbe 19. a 20. storoCia a Tudovej piesni - prevaZne so siborom Musica Bohemica. Ako
s6listka tychto siborov vystupovala v celej Eurépe na mnohych vyznamnych hudobnych
festivaloch (Lufthansa Baroque Festival, Abbaye d’Ambronay, Prazsk4 jar ai.).

PETRA NOSKAIOVA (1972) studovala spev na Konzervatériu v Bratislave v triede
R. Illenbergerovej. V r. 1997-1998 navstevovala majstrovské kurzy Mariusa van Alteny, v r.
1998 sa zicastnila majstrovskych kurzov zameranych na $tidium Bachovych kantit pod
vedenim Sigiswalda Kuijkena a na Sommerakademie fiir alte Musik v Innsbrucku v triede
Harryho van der Kampa. Specializuje sa na interpreticiu diel renesancie, baroka a stdasnej
hudby. Je ¢lenkou siborov Musica Aeterna, Cappella Regia Musicalis, Musica Florea,
s ktorymi zrealizovala koncertné turné a nahravky pre Slovart Records, Dynamic, Studio
Matous a Cesky rozhlas. S6lovo alebo v komornom obsadeni spolupracovala s poprednymi
umelcami ako Stephen Stubbs, Andrew Parrott, Barbara Schlick, Paul Eliot, Henning Voss,
Howard Crock, Hervé Lamy ai. Od r. 1999 spolupracuje s La Petite Bande (S. Kuijken).

ROBERT STANKOVSKY (1964) ukongil Konzervatérium v Bratislave ako najlepsi
absolvent roka a VSMU v Bratislave s Cenou rektora VSMU. Vzdelanie si dopiiial v r4mci
majstrovskych kurzov u Gérarda Devosa v PariZi. Po absolvovani $tidii nastipil ako diri-
gent Komornej opery v Bratislave, Stitnej filharménie Kogice a Komorne;j filharménie Par-
dubice. V sicasnosti je Rébert Stankovsky $éfdirigentom Symfonického orchestra Sloven-
ského rozhlasu v Bratislave. Pravidelne spolupracuje s Ceskou filharméniou, Symfonickym
orchestrom hl. mesta Prahy FOK a Rozhlasovym orchestrom v Koline nad Rynom. Dirigo-
val vicSinu Ceskych a slovenskych orchestrov, so Slovenskou filharméniou zrealizoval
nahrdvku pre TV NHK Tokyo. Dirigoval tieZ koncerty v USA, Japonsku, JuZnej Korei,
Nemecku, Holandsku, Francizsku, Rakidsku, Portugalsku, Turecku, §panielsku, Taliansku
a Kanade. Spolupracoval s Rozhlasovym orchestrom v Lipsku, s PRISM Orchestra v New
Yorku, Bronx Symphony Orchestra, Haydn Orchestra Bolzano, Novosibirsk Philharmonic
Orchestra, North York Symphony Orchestra a dal§imi. Robert Stankovsky je vitazom diri-
gentskej sitaZe v Hradci Kralové. Ako operny dirigent spolupracoval s Opéra Normandie
de Rouen a Théatre de Caen vo Franciizsku. Stankovsky posobi tieZ pedagogicky na
VSMU v Bratislave. Nahral takmer 40 CD platni, zvi¢sa pre zahrani¢né spolonosti.
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ANNA HLAVENKOVA (1964) comes from a musical family. After performing sacred
music with The Brixi Chamber Ensemble Teplice she decided to study singing at Teplice
Conservatory of Music. She graduated in 1990 under a leadership of Eva Zikmundova.
During her studies she began to specialise in historically informed performance of Baroque
music. Her lyrical soprano has made its mark with the ensemble Musica Antiqua Prague
which she has regularly performed with since 1989. She also performs 19th and 20th cen-
tury songs and folklore songs, mainly with the folklore music ensemble Musica Bohemica.
With these ensembles she has appeared as soloist all over Europe (at leading musical fes-
tivals Lufthansa Baroque, Abbaye d’Ambronay, and Prague Spring). In addition she colla-
borates with Baroque music ensemble Musica Florea, she occasionally performs with Col-
legium Quodlibet and Ensemble Philidor (France). She has taken part as soloist in The Fes-
tival of Czech Music in New York. She regularly collaborates with Czech Radio and TV.

PETRA NOSKAIOVA (1972) has studied singing at the Bratislava Conservatory (1988-
1994). In 1997-1998 she has attended in Marius van Altena’s courses. In the same year she
has taken part in masterclasses lead by Sigiswald Kuijken, with emphasis on the Bach’s
cantatas, and in the Summer Academy in Innsbruck lead by Harry van der Kamp. Her
repertoire embraces Renaissance, Baroque and contemporary music. She regularly appears
with Musica Aeterna, Musica Florea, Cappella Regia Musicalis in concerts and numerous
recording projects. She has performed with leading musicians, including John Toll, Stephen
Stubbs, Andrew Parrott, Barbara Schlick, Paul Eliot, Henning Voss, Howard Crock, Hervé
Lamy atc. Since 1998 she is associated also with Stephen Stubbs Teatro Lirico, taking part
on tours and recording projects.

ROBERT STANKOVSKY (1964) graduated from the Conservatory in Bratislava like
,,The best graduate” of piano playing and of the conducting then from the Academy of
Music and Drama with ,,The Prize of Rector”. He then furthered his musical education in
Paris where he attended - as a scholarship holder masterclasses under Gérard Devos. Then
he was a conductor of Chamber Opera in Bratislava, of the State Philharmonic Orchestra
Kosice and of the Chamber Philharmonic of Pardubice. Now, Rébert Stankovsky is a chief-
conductor of the Radio Symphony Orchestra of Bratislava. Permanently he co-operates
with Czech Philharmonic Orchestra, Prague Symphony Orchestra FOK and with Rundfunk
Orchester Koln. In spite of his youth Rébert Stankovsky has already had a remarkable artis-
tic career which makes him a prominent personality of his generation. He has conducted
most Czech and Slovak bodies, with Slovak Philharmonic Orchestra he made the recording
for TV NHK Tokyo. He has also conducted in the U.S.A., Japan, South Korea, Germany,
the Netherlands, France, Austria, Portugal, Turkey, Spain, Italy and Canada. He has co-ope-
rated with Radio Philharmonic Leipzig, PRISM Orchestra in New York, Bronx Sympho-
ny Orchestra, Haydn Orchestra Bolzano, Novosibirsk Philharmonic Orchestra, North York
Symphony Orchestra and others. Rébert Stankovsky is the winner of the all-state conduc-
tors competition in Hradec Krélové. Like the opera conductor he is co-operating with the
Opéra Normandie de Rouen and the Théatre de Caen in France. Stankovsky is also lectu-
rer of the Academy of Music and Drama in Bratislava. He has already recorded almost
forty CDs mostly for foreign companies.
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Posobil ako dirigent opery v Ceskych Budgjoviciach, neskdr ako hlavny zbormajster Brnen-
ského filharmonického zbory. Spolupracoval s PraZskym filharmonickym zborom a viedol
brnensky zbor Hudobnej mlddeZe a Pévecké sdruZeni moravskych uciteld. Od r. 1990 je
hlavnym zbormajstrom Slovenského filharmonického zboru, s ktorym nastudoval mnoZstvo
zaujimavych diel ako Musorgského Borisa Godunova a Verdiho Otella pre spolupricu s
C. Abbadom, Mahlerovu 8. symféniu, Beethovenovho Fidelia, Rekviem B. A. Zimmer-
manna, Schénbergovu operu MojZi§ a Aron pre hosfovanie v pariZzskom divadle Chatelet
a mnoho dalSich. V r. 1994 inicioval vznik komorného vokélneho zdruZenia Camerata Bra-
tislava, ktory sa venuje interpreticii renesancnej a barokovej hudby. So SFZ zrealizoval
nahrdvky pre renomované svetové vydavate[stvd (Decca, Harmonia Mundi, Marco Polo,
Naxos a iné) a absolvoval s nim pocetné zahrani¢né turné v takmer vSetkych Statoch Eur6-
py, v Japonsku a Izraeli.

SLOVENSKY FILHARMONICKY ZBOR je prominentnym reprezentantom sloven-
ského profesiondlneho umenia. Do hudobného diania vstipil v r. 1946 ako MieSany zbor
bratislavského rozhlasu a prvé roky ho viedol jeho inicidtor a zakladatel, dirigent Ladislav
Slovék. V r. 1955 sa vedenia kolektivu ujal Jan Maria Dobrodinsky, ktory sa svojou viac
neZ dvadsafrocnou ¢innosfou nemalou mierou zasliZil o profildciu a umelecké napredova-
nie ansdmblu, zacleneného v r. 1957 - uZ pod dne$nym nazvom do zvizku telies Slovenskej
filharmoénie.

Okrem Slovenskej filharménie spolupra-
cuje zbor s renomovanymi zahrani¢nymi symfonickymi telesami, medzi ktorymi dominuji
Berliner a Wiener Philharmoniker, Wiener Symphoniker, Gewandhausorchester Leipzig,
Cesk4 filharmonie, Orchestre National de France, The Chamber Orchestra of Europe,
Gustav Mahler Jugendorchester a Israel Philharmonic Orchestra. Vdaka svojmu umelecké-
mu Standardu hosfoval takmer vo vSetkych eurépskych krajinich, ale aj v Maroku, Turec-
ku, Japonsku a Izraeli. V poslednom obdobi vyznamnou mierou spolupracuje tieZ s vie-
denskou Stitnou operou a dosahuje tispechy v ramci vyznamnych medzindrodnych hudob-
nych festivalov (Praha, VarSava, Berlin, Edinburg, Atény, Madrid, Marakés, PariZ, Borde-
aux, Salzburg, Vieden). Zborové teleso disponuje pocetnymi nahrdvkami realizovanymi
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JAN ROZEHNAL (1957) graduated from the Conservatoire in KroméfiZ and from the
Jan4gek Academy of Music Arts in Brno. He conducted the Opera in Ceské Budéjovice and
later became principal choir-master of the Brno Philharmonic Choir. Jan Rozehnal co-ope-
rated with the Prague Philharmonic Choir and took the lead of the Singer’s Association of
Moravian Teachers and the Musical Choir since 1990. He has studied a number of interes-
ting compositions with the Slovak Philharmonic Choir, such as Mussorgsky’s Boris Godu-
nov and Verdi’s Othello prepared for the co-operation with C. Abbado, Mahler’s Sympho-
ny No. 8, Beethoven’s Fidelio, B. A. Zimmermann’s Requiem and Schonberg’s opera
Moses and Aron for guest performances in Chatelet Theatre in Paris, and number of other
compositions. In 1994, Jan Rozehnal initiated the formation of Camerata Bratislava,
a chamber vocal association dedicated to the interpretation of Renaissance and Baroque
music. Jan Rozehnal has recorded with the Slovak Philharmonic Choir recordings for pre-
stigious, world-wide recording studios (Decca, Harmonia Mundi, Marco Polo, Naxos and
others) and gave numerous guest performances in almost all the countries of Europe, in
Japan and in Israel.

Rich harvest of success of the SLOVAK PHILHARMONIC CHOIR at home and abro-
ad results from a broad scale of dramaturg repertoire offers and extraordinary interpretation
abilities of the Choir. The ensemble was formed from the Mixed Choir of the Czechoslo-
vak Radio in autumn 1946 and since 1957 it was embodied in the Slovak Philharmonic. The
choir was founded by its first conductor Ladislav Slovdk. Its interpretation standard was
remarkably shared by Jan M. Dobrodinsky and L. Mitl. This representative choral ensem-
ble is focussed mainly on vocal-instrumental compositions. During its artistic activities the
Slovak Philharmonic Choir has included in its repertoire a wide selection of cantata and
oratorio works from early Baroque through the greatest works by J. S. Bach and G. F. Hin-
del, oratorios Classicism and Romanticism up to the 20th century works. Critiques of
experts from many European countries place the Slovak Philharmonic Choir among the best
ensembles of its kind in the world. It has acquired an international credit presenting them
at the most important musical festivals and on operatic scenes abroad (Vienna, Salzburg,
Berlin, Paris, Bordeaux, Lyon, Lille, Prague, Athens, Tokyo, Ankara, Perugia, Torino etc.).
The choir has a successful co-operation with outstanding conductors - C. Abbado, A. Cec-
cato, J. Conlon, Ch. von Dohndnyi, Th. Guschlbauer, L. Maazel, K. Masur, R. Norrington,
Y. Temirkanov, L. Rajter, L. Slovék, O. Lenérd and others. There is a fruitful collaboration
with the recording studios Opus, Supraphon, Hungaroton, Erato, Deutsche Grammophon,
Discover, Sony Classical Recording, Decca and others. Recently the choir collaborated on
the Sony Classical Recording of Mussorgsky’s Boris Godunov with the Berliner Philhar-
moniker under C. Abbado. This recording was awarded in 1995 ,,Echo Klassik Preis*“. Besi-
des the Slovak Philharmonic Orchestra the Choir has acquired its high artistic standard in
collaboration with renowned foreign symphony bodies, among which Berliner and Wiener
Philharmoniker, Wiener Symphoniker, Israel Philharmonic Orchestra, Gewandhausorches-
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spoluprécou s nahrdvacimi Stidiami Opus, Supraphon, Hungaroton, Erato, Deutsche Gram-
mophon, Sony Classical Recording, Discover, Decca ad.
