STAINY KOMORNY ORCHESTER ZILINA, jediny
orchester ,mozartovského typu“ na Slovensku, sldvi
v tejto sezone 25. virolie vzniku. Clenovia orchestra si
prevazne absolventami hudobnych akadémif v Bratisla-
ve, Prahe a Brne. Mnohi z nich si laureitmi medzini-
rodn¥ch interpretacnych sdtaz{ a s Cinni aj ako sdlisti
a komorni hraci. Kvalita hracov, skiisenosti i majstrov-
stvo prvého $éfdirigenta Eduarda Fischera umoznili
rychly umelecky rast telesa. Od roku 1977, ked sa stal
festivalovym orchestrom Salzburger Festspiele, vystipil
s tispechom na poprednych eurdpskych festivaloch ako
Prazskd jar, Wiener Festwochen, Haydn-Tage Eisenstadt,
Letny festival v $panielskom Olite, Festa Musica Pro Assi-
si, Festival de Bonaguil vo Francizsku, Hudba v starom
Krakove, Bratislavské hudobné slavnosti, Mozartfest
Schwetzingen a i. Orchester ¢inkoval takmer vo vSet-
kych $tatoch Eurdpy, v Tunise, Japonsku, USA a ako prvy
slovensky orchester aj v Brazilii. Spolupracoval s mnohy-
mi svetozndmymi dirigentmi a s6listami.

Stitny komorny orchester Zilina je svojim zaloZenim
vlastne maly symfonicky orchester, ktorého repertodr
zahrnuje diela z obdobia baroka, klasicizmu, raného
romantizmu, ako aj z hudby 20. storocia. Nevyhyba sa
ani netradinym projektom, z ktorjch najispesnejsie sd
programy pre deti 2 mlddeZ s vyuZitim dZezu a pop music
a Nedelné matiné pre deti a rodiCov.

Na poste $éfdirigenta orchestra posobi od roku 1995
vynikajtici Cesky dirigent Leos Svirovsky.

SLOVAK SINFONIETTA, Zilina, the only "Mozartian
orchestra in Slovakia, celebrates in this concert season
the 25t anniversary of its establishment. Members of
the orchestra are mostly graduates from music acade-
mies in Bratislava, Prague and Brno. Many of them have
been awarded prizes at international competitions, and
perform as soloists or in chamber orchestras as well.
The high quality of players, experience and virtuosity of
the first principal conductor Eduard Fischer enhanced
the artistic growth of the orchestra. Since 1977, when it
became the festival orchestra of the Salzburger Festspie-
le, it was invited to give concerts at many renowned
music festivals all over Europe like the Prague Spring,
Salzburger Festspiele, Wiener Festwochen, Haydn-Tage
Eisenstadt, Festa Musica Pro Assisi, Music in Old Cracow,
Summer Festival in Olite, Festival de Bonaguil, Bratislava
Music Festival, Mozartfest Schwetzingen, and elsewhere.
The orchestra has given guest performances almost in all
European countries, in Tunis, Japan, the USA, and as the
first Slovak orchestra also in Brazil. Many well-known,
outstanding musicians have performed with the Slovak
Sinfonietta.

Slovak Sinfonietta is more like a small symphony
orchestra with wide repertoire from Baroque, Classi-
cism, early Romanticism and the 20% century music. It is
challenged also by non-traditional projects; among those
the most successful are programmes for children and
youth, including jazz and pop music and Sunday matinée
for children and parents.

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Leo$ Svarovsky (born 1961)
studied the flute at the Conserva-
toire in Prague and early in the
course of his studies, he gained
a reputation as an excellent
soloist. In 1981, he was awarded
the 24 prize at the international
flute competition in Ancona
(Italy) and the Diploma at the
Prague Spring Competition. As
a soloist he gave performances
in many countries all over Euro-
pe, Canada and the USA. As a
conductor he graduated with
distinction at the Academy of
Music and Drama in Prague in
the class of Professor Viclav
Neumann in 1987. Simultaneously,
he was awarded the Prize of the
Academy’s Rector. Since 1985,
he was engaged in the National
Theatre as an assistant of Zde-
fiek KoSler and between 1985-87 he conducted the
Chamber Opera in Prague. In 1991, he took an engage-
ment at the State Philharmonic in Brno, where he per-
formed as chief conductor untill 1995. With those
orchestras he performed on tours through Germany,
Belgium, France and the United Kingdom (with Igor
Oistrach). In 1991, he was invited by the Herbert von
Karajan Foundation to assist at the ,Sommerfestspiele
Salzburg* Sir George Solti at the performance of the
Vienna Philharmonic Orchestra.

Leos Svirovsky has co-operated with many renowned
orchestras and also with the State Opera Prague. He
gained the greatest recognition in his hitherto career for
the concert performance of the opera Rusalka by Dvo-
tak with the soloists of the Metropolitan Opera and the
La Scala ensembles in Amsterdam in November 1998. In
the last two seasons he has kept a vivid co-operation with
the FOK Symphony Orchestra of the Capital City of Pra-
gue. Presently, he is not only the chief conductor of the
Slovak Sinfonietta, but also of the Chamber Philharmo-
nic in Pardubice. He belongs to the most acclaimed con-
ductors giving frequent performances at home and abroad.

Adam Skoumal (born 1969)
studied the piano at the Prague
Conservatoire with Eva Bohunio-
vd and continued in his studies at
the Prague Academy of Music
and Drama with Professors Jan
Panenka and Peter Toperczer. In
1993, he was awarded a scho-
larship by Southern Methodist
University in Dallas, Texas, and
two years later, by Manhattan
School of Music in New York,
where he worked with Ruth Lare-
do. During his studies he attended
a number of master classes given
by such pianists as Lazar Berman,
Andrds Schiff, Philippe Entre-
mont, Eugen Indjic and Maridn
LapSansky.
] Adam Skoumal was awarded
& the 1% prize in piano playing at
the Czech Conservatories Compe-
tition and in 1998 the 214 prize at the international Pra-
gue Spring Competition. In the following year, he became
a Laureate of the international competitions in Portugal
(Porto), Italy (Pinerolo), USA (T. Leschetizky Competi-
tion in New York) as well as a finalist of many other com-
petitions such as the W. Naumburg Competition in New
York, East & West Artists Competition and Missouri
Southern Competition (USA). He is also a composer; at
the Prague Spring Competition, rendering his own com-
position, he was awarded Special Prize for the best per-
formance of a Czech contemporary music piece.

As a soloist Adam Skoumal has performed in the USA,
Great Britain, France and Spain, he has appeared with
leading Czech orchestras and also with the Slovak
Philharmonic. He has recorded several compact discs of
the works by Schumann, Dvoi'dk, Smetana, Rejcha and
Janicek and has made other recordings for the Czech
Television, the Czech Radio and the Radio WQXR in New
York.

Bohdan Warchal z vynikajiicich hudobnikov, ¢lenov Slo-
venskej filharménie, nadSencov pre komorni hudbu
a absolventov Vysokej skoly muzickych umeni v Bratisla-
ve. Od roku 1966 je nezévislé teleso v ramci Slovenskej
filharménie. Hra Slovenského komorného orchestra sa
vyznacuje brilantnou technikou a mimoriadnou muzika-
litou. Popri interpretacnych kvalitich je obdivuhodn aj
Sirka repertodru telesa, ktory tvoria predovsetkych diela
z obdobia baroka a klasicizmu, avSak od svojho vzniku
orchester venuje velkd pozornost aj interpretdcii diel

The Slovak Chamber Orchestra ranks among the
most prominent music ensembles in the world. It was
founded in 1960 by Bohdan Warchal from distinguished
musicians, members of the Slovak Philharmonic Orches-
tra and enthusiasts for rendering the chamber music as
well as the graduates of the Academy of Music and
Drama in Bratislava. Since 1966, it has been an indepen-
dent body within the Slovak Philharmonic. Brilliant techni-
que and excellent musicality are the main characteristics of
the orchestra’s performing style. Besides its rendering
qualities, the repertoire of the orchestra is remarkable
and covers mostly works by composers of Baroque and
Classicism. However, they also pay much attention to
performing the 19% and 20 centuries music. Many dis-
tinguished Slovak composers such as Ilja Zeljenka, Miro
Bizlik, or Joseph Kresinek dedicated their works espe-
cially to this orchestra. The Slovak Chamber Orchestra
has given concerts almost in all the European countries
and also in the USA, Canada, Mexico, Brazil, Venezuela,
Cuba, Japan, China, Korea, Australia, Algeria, Tunis. It
gave guest performances at many renowned music festi-
vals at home and abroad such as the Bratislava Music
Festival, Prague Spring, Salzburger Festspiele, Wiener
Festwochen, Festival de Musique de Strasbourg, Festival
Montreaux-Vevey, Festival van Vlaanderen, Bergen Inter-
national Festival, Prades Festival, and elsewhere. The
orchestra co-operated with the prominent musicians,

Na
zaciatku svojej umeleckej drahy poso-
bil ako koncertny majster Slovenskej
filharménie v Bratislave, roku 1960
zaloZil Slovensky komorny orchester
aje dodnes jeho vediicou osobnostou.

many others. The Slovak Chamber Orchestra recorded
more than two hundred titles for various publishing
houses and companies and made recordings for radio
and television as well.

Bohdan Warchal (born 1930),
artistic leader of the ensemble, out-
standing soloist and conductor studied
the violin at the Conservatoire and
afterwards, at the Janicek Music and
Drama Academy in Brno. At the begin-
ning of his artistic career, he was the
concert master of the Slovak Philhar-
monic. In 1960, he founded the Slovak
Chamber Orchestra and he is still its
leading personality.

Three years ago, Bohdan
Warchal initiated the establishment of
the Spring Festival of Chamber Music
in Bratislava.

Ondrej Janoska (born
1985) comes from a family
of musicians. His father,
violin player, initiated him
into the secrets of music at
the age of three. When he
was six, he began to attend
the Primary School of Arts
in Bratislava. Under the
quidance of his teacher
Joseph Horiidk, Ondrej
learnt very quickly three
concertos of Antonio Vival-
di and the Theme with
variations by Nicolo Pagani-
ni, and at the age of seven,
he performed throughout
Slovakia. Ondrej’s talent
matured with a great speed,
and when he was still
a young boy of eight, he
began to participate in
international violin compe-
titions with great success.
Worth mentioning is his
first place in the Presenta-
tion of Young Talents in Budapest in 1995, the first prizes
in two categories and the Diploma for an excellent ren-
dition of a compulsory composition at the Kocian Violin
Contest in 1996. A year later, he won the first place and
was honoured the title of “Little Paganini of Pressburg”
for his absolute victory in the contest of pupils of Pri-
mary Schools of Arts in Bratislava. He was awarded the
first prize at the Young Talents’ Competition in Dolny
Kubin and the Prize of the Mayor of this town. One of the
most recent significant achievements of Ondrej Janoska
was the fourth place (of ninety participants) and the Spe-
cial Prize at the Second International Contest of Louis
Spohr in Weimar (1998). Ondrej is also a holder of the
Diploma for a successful representation of the Slovak
Republic awarded by the Mayor of Bratislava and the title
Young Talent by the Slovak Television for excellent per-

Later on, in 1988, he presented his own compositions at
the contest Talent Reviica and was awarded the Diploma
and Special Prize by the Jury for these works. Since
1997, he has been a student of the Conservatoire in Bra-
tislava in the class of Joseph Tandler and also an extra-
ordinary student in the class of Peter Cerman (1998).
Like his brother, FrantiSek Janoska was also awarded the
Diploma for successful representation of the Slovak
Republic by the Mayor of Bratislava. He performs a lot
not only as a soloist, but also as an accompanist of his
brothers at home and abroad. Together with his brother
Ondrej, FrantiSek toured across Croatia, Hungary and
Austria with great success.

BRNO CHAMBER ORCHESTRA is an ensemble of the
Brno State Philharmonic. Founded in 1977, the ensem-
ble soon developed its individual performing style and
particular repertoire and found its place in regular con-
cert life of Brno, Moravia and also abroad, including
Norway, Austria, Switzerland, Bulgaria, Sweden, Spain
and Germany. The orchestra gave guest performances at
festivals in Stockholm, Munich, Seville, Constance,
SchleSheim and Vienna. It has co-operated with many
famous musicians, as for example the violinists Melkus
and Lessing, the violoncellist Fukacov, the flutists Stivin,
Cavallo and Zanoni, the oboist Sequardt, the French horn
player Damme, the trumpeters Touvron and Boisson, the
harpsichordists RdZickovd and Klepper, the organist
Veseld and the singer Richard Novak.

The ensemble’s repertoire, most of which has been
recorded by gramophone firms and television, is remar-
kable for the careful attention to period styles and wide
range in the sphere of contemporary music. A large part
of the repertoire is formed by giving the first performan-
ces of archive discoveries of Czech origin music.

He studied the violin and conducting at the
Jandcek Academy of Performing Arts, graduating in 1975
(violin) and 1993 (conducting). As a result of his
research and performance of historic music pieces, he
founded in 1977 the Brno Chamber Orchestra becoming
its first violinist and artistic director, which is still today.

Agnes Soltész (born 1969) started to play
the violin at the age of five. Between 1983
and 1987 she was a student of Gyorgyi
Répdssy at the Béla Bartok Secondary Music
School. In 1986, she was awarded the 20d
prize at the national violin competition in
Szombathely and in the following year, she
was admitted to the Ferenc Liszt Academy of
Music, where she studied the violin with
L4sz16 K6té and chamber music with Andrds
Mihdly. In 1991, she won the Jeno Hubay
competition in playing the violin and the Le6
Weiner chamber music competition. As the
first violinist of the Amabile Quartet, she
played in several countries of Europe and
made some recordings for the Hungarian Radio. During
her college years, she also attended the master courses
of Sindor Végh, Ruggiero Ricci, Lordnd Fenyves, Tibor
Varga, Gyorgy Pauk and the Amadeus Quartet. Graduating
from the Music Academy in 1992, she taught violin there
as an assistant of Ldszlo Koté, then at the Béla Bartok
Secondary Music School and she also co-operated with
the Orchestra of the Hungarian State Opera as its concert
master. Agnes Soltész renders not only music pieces for
violin solo, but her repertoire also includes a wide range
of chamber music literature. As a soloist she performed
at the EXPO in Seville, and played also with the Budapest
Symphony Orchestra of the Hungarian Radio, the Ferenc
Liszt Chamber Orchestra, the Budapest Strings, the Buda-
pest Concert Orchestra and the Tokyo Mozart Symphony.

After returning to Slovakia, he
continued studying at the Academy of
Music and Drama in Bratislava as a stu-
dent of Professor Jozef Luptacik. In the
course of his studies, Matej Drlicka took
part in many master classes and seminars
at home and abroad. He worked under
the guidance of such renowned players as Richard Stolz-
man, Thomas LeGrand, Jifi Hlava¢, and Michel Léthiec.
The splendid rendering abilities of Matej Drlicka have
been appreciated by juries in many competitions of
young clarinet players. He won the Slovak Conservatoires
Competition in 1993, he was awarded the 2 prize at the
Young Artists Competition in Houston (Texas) in 1995,
and three vears later, he was a semi-finalist at the Inter-
national Clarinet Competition in Sevilla. In the years
1997 and 2000, Matej Drlicka won the Competition for
scholarship with the Yamaha Music Foundation. During
the Prague-Vienna-Budapest Summer Academy in
1998, he was awarded the Oestig Prize for the best ren-
dition of the contemporary Austrain composition as well
as the Rejcha Prize for the best chamber music perfor-
mance.

sky. Ladislav FanCovi¢ regularly takes part
in international piano competitions at
home and abroad.

Nyiregyhazy Competition in Cracow. A year later, he won
the 1% place in his category at the Slovak Conservatoires
Competition which was held in Banska Bystrica. He was
placed third at the first International Piano Competition
Bratislava. In 1999, he was awarded the Prize of the
Music Fund as the best Slovak performer at the 4th Inter-
national J. N. Hummel Piano Competition. During his
studies, Ladislav Fancovi€ gave some performances as
a soloist of the Conservatoire Symphony Orchestra ren-
dering of piano concertos by F. Mendelssohn-Bartholdy,
P. I Tchaikovsky, L. van Beethoven, and F Liszt. Last year,
he performed the Concerto No. 1 in B flat minor by
P. 1. Tchaikovsky with the Slovak Philharmonic under the
baton of its chief conductor Ondrej Lenard. Apart from
solo playing, Ladislav FanCovi€ is also active in rendering
of chamber music; he played with the chamber ensemble
Con Media del’Arte.

THE NIEDERLE TRIO

Jan Niederle (born 1972) started to play the piano at the
age of three and wrote his first composition at the age of ten.
His rendering style leans on a thorough knowledge of the
principles and manners of playing of Franz Liszt and Alexan-
der Silotti. His performing horizon is uncommonly wide, it
ranges from the musical pieces of high virtuosity composed
by Liszt and Busoni to the most cultivated world of chamber
music. His rendition is characterized by a sense of sound
and lively rhythm. As a performer, he was awarded a few pri-
zes at international competitions at home as well as abroad.
Jan Niederle is also a very active composer, and up till now,
more than twenty of his compositions have been presented
in public. He is the founder of Jan Niederle and Krystof
Lecian Artistic Club 2000. One of the core activities of the
Club is the Chamber music cycle 2000 of Jan Niederle and
Krystof Lecian under the auspices of Joseph Suk. They try to
organise a series of beneficial concerts across the Czech
Republic, at which many young outstanding musicians have

Krystof Lecian (born 1974) comes from a musical fami-
Iy, his grandfather was a prominent Czech composer and the
pianist Jaroslav Mastali¥, who together with KryStof’s father,
was his first teacher. He started to play the violoncello at the
age of six and as a twelve-year-old boy, started to compose.
These early compositions were mostly jazz-like miniature
pieces. His repertoire includes almost all the best known
violoncello concertos, sonatas by Beethoven, Brahms,
Rubinstein, Prokofiev, Shostakovich, Debussy, Kodaly, Marti-
nii, and others. KryStof Lecian is a holder of Bohuslav Mar-
tinti Prize for rendition. The highlight in his artistic bio-
graphy is a public performance of 24 Capriccios by Pagani-
ni that were presented many times in their original keys
without any arrangement, as well as six concert etudes by
Ernst which were also originally composed for violoncello.
Thanks to these performances his name was entered in the
prestigious dictionary of acclaimed personalities in music
entitled Who is Who in Music and Musicians Cambridge.
He is one of the founders of Jan Niederle and Krystof
Lecian Artistic Club 2000. Together with Jan Niederle, he
endeavours to establish a tradition of regular concert cycle
of chamber music as well as charity activities, like courses of
playing the musical instruments for children.

Igor Lecian (born 1976) is the brother of KryStof Lecian,
and hence, has the same artistic background. He has been
playing the violin from the age of four. As a young boy, he
won many national competitions in playing the violin. Igor
Lecian made a remarkable recording of the Violin Concer-
to by Bruch for the Czech Radio at the age of fourteen. He
is a Laureate of many international competitions at home
and abroad, and a holder of Bohuslav Martinti Prize for
rendition. His repertoire consists of the works for violin
solo and pieces for violin and piano, including chamber
music compositions of various styles and epochs. He is
noted for his sense of tone and cantilena. He is also
a member of Jan Niederle and Krystof Lecian Artistic
Club 2000.

THE STATE PHILHARMONIC KOSICE was founded
in 1968, but its concert performances started in April
1969 under the leadership of Bystrik Rezucha, who was at
that time its principal conductor. This professional sym-
phony orchestra has reached a world-wide acknowledge-
ment within a short period of time, thanks to a wide range
of its artistic activities represented by rich discography.
Apart from the recordings of classical symphonic works
repertoire, among them are also the complete orchestral
compositions by Johann Strauss, Jr. and the first recor-
dings (unique ones) of the works by L. Spohr, J. Raff,
A. Rubinstein, E. Waldteufel and E von Suppé. Repertoire
of the orchestra includes all the well known works from
Baroque to modern 20 century music as well as works
by Slovak contemporary composers. The State Philhar-
monic KoSice gave performances with many renowned
soloists and undertook concert tours under the out-
standing conductors almost in all European countries, in
international cultural centres of a great importance such
as Vienna, Salzburg, Prague, Lisbon, Barcelona, Athens,

Peter Feranec (*1964) nadobudol svoje
prvé vedomosti v odbore hra na klaviri a orga-
ne na sikromnych hodindch u Profesora
Turzu. Po ukonceni Konzervatoria v Bratislave
sa zcastnil na Medzindrodnom semindri
Bélu Bartoka v Szombathely, kde pracoval pod
vedenim Profesora Eotvosa a venoval sa diri-
govaniu sicasnej hudby. Roku 1986 zacal
péfro¢né Stidium na zdklade udelenia Stipen-
dia od ruského Ministerstva kultiry na Stit-
nom konzervatriu v Petrohrade u Profesora
Marissa Jansonsa. Po ukonCeni postgradudlneho Stidia
vo Viedni roku 1991 u K. Osterreichera sa stal dirigen-
tom Opery Slovenského ndrodného divadla v Bratislave.
Ako 27-roCny sa stal finalistom Medzindrodnej sitaze
v Tokiu (1991) a v Budapesti (1992) a v tom istom roku
ziskal Zlati medailu na sttazi Férum mladych umelcov
vo Viedni. Od roku 1993 realizoval niekolko opernych
produkcif vo Viedenskej komornej opere a ako hlavny
dirigent uviedol Mozartovho Dona Giovanniho, Figarovu
svadbu, Smetanovu Predand nevestu, Cajkovského Euge-
na Onegina. Zaroven dirigoval Mozartove opery na vie-
denskom festivale v Schonbrunne v rokoch 1992-93. Vo
februdri 1995 debutoval Peter Feranec ako dirigent
v BolSom teatri s predstavenim Figarovej svadby. Odvtedy
ako $éfdirigent nastudoval a uviedol cely rad opernych
titulov Verdiho, Pucciniho, Cajkovského, Donizettiho
a inych. So Symfonickym orchestrom BolSovo teatra sa
predstavil na dvoch tispeSnych turné po USA a Eurépe
(Nemecko, Svajciarsko, Francizsko) a na zdjazde do
Japonska. Od roku 1999 je prvym hostujicim dirigen-
tom Petrohradskej filharménie a pravidelne spolupracu-
je s takymi orchestrami, ako Londynska filharménia,
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Reims, Hong-Kong, New York, and others. In May 1998,
the State Philharmonic gave performance in a magnificent
concert in KoSice with Luciano Pavarotti. Another success-
ful project was a concert tour in Mexico in October 1998
where the State Philharmonic performed, similarly as in
1994 in the USA, as the first symphony orchestra of the
newly independent Slovak Republic. Since 1998, the post
of principal conductor of the State Philharmonic has been
held by prominent Czech conductor Tom4s Koutnik.

Peter Feranec (born 1964) acquired his
first music knowledge and skills in playing
the piano and organ through private lectures
with Professor Turza. Graduating from the
Conservatoire, he continued to study at Béla
Bartok International Seminar in Szombathely
under the guidance of Professor P. Eotvos
where he conducted mostly contemporary
music. In 1986, he began his five years stu-
dies, a scholarship from the Russian Ministry
of Culture, at the State Conservatoire in St.
Petersburg with Professor Mariss Jansons. After comple-
ting his post-graduate studies in Vienna, in 1991, under
K. Oesterreicher, he was engaged as a conductor of the
Slovak National Opera House in Bratislava. He was 27
and a finalist of international competitions in Tokyo
(1991) and Budapest (1992), and at the same year, the
gold medalist of the Rostrum of Young Musicians in
Vienna. Since 1993, Peter Feranec conducted several
opera-productions at the Vienna Chamber Opera and as
a chief conductor led operas Le nozze di Figaro, Don Gio-
vanni by Mozart, Smetana’s Bartered Bride and Eugene
Onegin by Tchaikovsky. Simultaneously, he conducted
these Mozart’s operas at the Viennese festival in Schon-
brunn in the years 1992-93. In February 1995, Peter
Feranec made his debut as conductor at the Bolshoi
Theatre with production of Le nozze di Figaro. Since that
time, he as the chief conductor, has rehearsed and
premiéred many operas by Verdi, Puccini, Tchaikovsky,
Donizetti, and others. He was on two very successful
tours with the Bolshoi Theatre Symphony Orchestra in
the USA and in Europe (Germany, Switzerland, France),
and on one tour in Japan. Since 1999, he has been the

Peter Toperczer ml. (*1970) Studoval hru
na klaviri na Konzervatériu v Prahe v triede
FrantiSka Maxiana v rokoch 1985-91 a po-
kradoval na Akadémii muzickych umeni
v Prahe u Profesora Jana Panenku a Petra
Toperczera. Je drZitelom Ceny pre najlepSie-
ho Studenta. Peter Toperczer sa od roku 1989
pravidelne zi¢astiioval Medzindrodnych inter-
pretaénych kurzov v Piestanoch, kde pracoval
pod vedenim mnohych svetovich osobnost,
ako sii Halina Czerny-Stefariska, Eugen Indjic,
Maridn LapSansky a ini. Roku 1987 zvifazil na medzini-
rodnej Klavirnej stifaZi Fryderyka Chopina v Maridnskych
Liziiach.

Peter Toperczer, Jr. (born 1970) studied
the piano at the Conservatoire in Prague in
the class of FrantiSek Maxian between 1985-
91 and later on, at the Academy of Music and
Drama with Professors Jan Panenka and
Peter Toperczer. He is a holder of the Prize
for the best student of the Academy. Since
1989, he regularly attended the international
master courses in Piestany, where he perfor-
med under the guidance of such distingu-
ished musicians as Halina Czerny-Stefanska,
Eugen Indjic, Marian LapSansky, and others. In 1987,
Peter Toperczer, Jr. won the international Frederyk
Chopin Piano Competition in Maridnske Lazné (Czech
Republic). He was a semi-finalist of the international
Prague Spring Competition in 1993. Four years later, he
was awarded the 3¢ prize and the Prize of Viclav
Holzknecht at the International Piano Competition of
Bedfich Smetana. During his studies at the Academy, he
was also awarded the scholarship by Japanese firm
Yamaha and the Czech Music Fund for rendering of the
works by Klement Slavicky. During the Week of Czech
Culture in Malta, in 1998, Peter Toperczer gave concert
together with his wife, sopranist EliSka Toperczerov.
Last year, he recorded his first profile compact disc. He
is often invited to perform with renowned orchestras and
conductors at home and abroad. His repertoire includes
also the works by contemporary composers, and many
of them were premiéred by him.

Michal Stahel (born 1979) started to play the violin at
the age of six. In 1991, he became an extraordinary stu-
dent at the Conservatoire in Bratislava and pursued his
studies as an ordinary student in the class of Karol Fili-
povi€ since 1993.

In 1995, he
was awarded the 20d prize at the Slovak Conservatoires
Competition, the 15t prize and the Special Prize for the
best rendition of the work by Ludwig van Beethoven and
Bohuslav Martini at the Beethoven’s International
Competition in Hradec Kralové, Czech Republic. In the
following year, he was awarded the Special Prize of
Polish Composers for his excellent performance at the 6th
Central-European Music Festival in Zilina. He won the
Slovak Conservatoires Competition in his category in
1997. In 1998, as the only representative of the Slovak
Republic, he became a finalist at the international
competition of young musicians in Vienna Eurovision
Grand Prix and performed at the Concert of Laureates
with the Radio Symphony Orchestra under the baton of
Dennis Russel Davies. Last year, he became an absolute
winner of the international competition Talent of the
Czech and Slovak Republics. This victory enabled him to
give concert with the Czech Chamber Philharmonic con-
ducted by Jiti Bélohlavek, and he was also awarded the
scholarship at the Royal Music Academy in London. Michal
Stahel performs not only as a soloist, but also as a member
of various chamber formations. Presently, he is 2 member
of 1Palpiti Chamber Orchestra (the Netherlands) and the
piano trio Beethoven Ensemble Wien. He pays attention to
rendering of contemporary music compositions, seve-
ral times he also premiéred works by Slovak composers.
