Statna filharménia KoSice bola zaloZend roku
1968, aviak svoju koncertnd ¢innost za¢ala v aprili 1969
pod vedenim vtedajSieho $éfdirigenta Bystrika
Rezuchu.Toto profesiondlne symfonické teleso dosiahlo
v kritkom Case svetové uznanie vdaka svojej umeleckej
munohostrannosti, ktori reprezentuje bohatd diskogra-
fia. Okrem tradicného symfonického repertodru moze-
me medzi jej nahrivkami ndjst aj kompletné orchestrl-
ne dielo Johanna Straussa ml., ako aj prvé nahrévky
(unikity) ojedinele pocutelnych diel L. Spohra, J. Raffa,
A. Rubinsteina, E. Waldteufela, . von Suppého. Reper-
todr orchestra tvoria vietky frekventované diela od baro-
ka po hudbu 20. storocia vritane mnohych diel sticas-
nych slovenskych skladatelov. Stitna filharménia Kogice
koncertovala so svetozndmymi sélistami a pod vedenim
vyznamnych dirigentskych osobnosti takmer vo vSetkych
eurépskych krajindch, v doleZitych svetovych kultirnych
centrdch, ako si Viedefi, Salzburg, Praha, Lisabon,
Barcelona, Atény, Remes, Hong-kong, New York a i.
V méji 1998 vystdpila Stitna filharménia na velkolepom

The Kosice State Philharmenic was founded in
1968 but its concert performances started in April 1969
under the leadership of Bystrik ReZucha, who was at that
time its principal conductor. This professional symphony
orchestra has reached a world-wide acknowledgement
within a short period of time thanks to a wide range of its
artistic activities represented by rich discography. Apart
from the recordings of classical symphonic works reper-
toire, including the complete orchestral compositions by
Johann Strauss, Jr. and the first recordings (unique
ones) of the works by L. Spohr, J. Raff, A. Rubinstein, E.
Waldteufel and E von Suppé. The repertoire of the
orchestra includes all well-known works from Baroque
to modern 20t century music as well as works by Slovak
contemporary composers. The KoSice State Philhar-
monic gave performances with many renowned soloists
and undertook concert tours with outstanding conduc-
tors almost in all European countries, in international
cultural centres of a great importance such as Vienna,
Salzburg, Prague, Lisbon, Barcelona, Athens, Reims,

Isolt Hamar (1968, Budapest) sa
zacal venovat hudbe uZ ako Sestroc-
ny. Ku klaviru zacal vo veku 14 rokov
Studovat aj kompoziciu na
Konzervatoriu ~ Bélu  Bartoka
v Budapesti, ktoré absolvoval roku
1994 s vyznamenanim. Roku 1995
absolvoval na tej istej Skole v odbore
dirigovania s rovnakym ocenenim.

Ako skladatel ziskal roku 1990 3.
cenu na Stfazi Zoltina Koddlya a vzi-
piti prijal od Stitnej nadicie Zoltdna
Kodilya dalSie objedndvky na nové
kompozicie.

Roku 1995 vyhral 2. cenu, Cenu
obecenstva, ako aj Cenu za najlepsiu
interpretdciu Bartékovho diela na
zndmej Medzindrodnej dirigentskej
stitazi Madarskej televizie. Po tomto
uspechu nasledovali pozvania na koncertné pédid
v Madarsku a vo viacerych krajindch Eurdpy, odkial si
priniesol pozitivne ohlasy kritiky i obecenstva.

Roku 1995 Hamar spolupracoval s Tamdsom
Visdrym a viedol MlddeZnicky orchester Madarského
rozhlasu a televizie. TaktieZ dirigoval slavnostny galakon-
cert pri prileZitosti Medzindrodného diia hudby, kde
spolupracoval so Sirom Yehudi Menuhinom.

V rokoch 1996-98 bol asistujicim profesorom na
Hudobnej akadémii Ferenca Liszta v Budapesti a prijal
ponuky dirigovat vyznamné orchestre ako Madarsky
Statny symfonicky orchester, Budapestiansky symfonicky

Hong-Kong, New York and others. In May 1998, the State
Philharmonic gave performance in a magnificent con-
cert in KoSice with Luciano Pavarotti. Another successful
project was a concert tour in Mexico in October 1998
where the State Philharmonic performed — similarly as
in 1994 in the U.S.A. — as the first symphony orchestra of
the newly independent Slovak Republic. Since 1998, the
prominent Czech conductor Tom4$ Koutnik has held the
post of principal conductor of the State Philharmonic.

Isolt Hamar (1968, Budapest)
began his piano studies at the age of
6. At the early age of 14 he studied
composing at the Béla Bartok
Conservatory in Budapest. He gradua-
ted with ,First Class Honour“ as
a composer in 1994. In his final years
there, he also took up conducting for
which he again was awarded ,First
Class Honour“ for conducting in
1995.

As a composer, he won the 34
prize of the Zoltin Kodily Com-
petition in Hungary in 1990, and was
subsequently commissioned to com-
pose new works by the Zoltin Koddly
State Foundation.

In 1995, he won the Second Prize,
the Public’s Award, and the Best
Bartok Performer’s Prize in the very popular Hungarian
Television's International Conductors’ Competition.
Since then his career as conductor has been confirmed.
Consequently, conducting engagements in Hungary and
in Europe followed for which he received high acclaim
by critics and audiences alike.

In 1995 mr. Hamar worked with Tamas Vasary and
lead the Youth Symphony Orchestra of the Hungarian
Radio and Television. He also conducted the Gala
Concert of the World Music Day when he collaborated
with late Sir Yehudi Menuhin.

From 1996 to 1998 he was Assistant Professor at the

(Rumunsko), Budapestiansky koncertny orchester,
Symfonicky orchester Savaria, Symfonicky orchester E.
Dohndnyiho.

Roku 1996 vyhral Zsolt Hamar 2. cenu na Me-
dzindrodnej dirigentskej stitaZi v Cadaques (Spanielsko)
a v tom istom roku dirigoval Filharmonicky orchester
Dortmund. Roku 1997 zvitazil na Medzindrodnej diri-
gentskej sitazi Portugalského rozhlasu.

Sldvny madarsky klavirista a dirigent (a v ostatnom
¢ase hudobny riaditel najprestiZnejSieho orchestra
v Madarsku — Stétnej filharménie), Zoltdn Kocsis, pozval
roku 1997 Zsolta Hamara, ktory bol po tivodnom vystd-
peni menovany za Prvého stdleho dirigenta Stitnej filhar-
moénie. V janudri 1998 stdl Hamar po prvy krit na Cele
Deutsches Symphonieorchester v Nemecku a v mdji
1998 dirigoval Wiener Kammerorchester. V lete roku
1998 nastudoval Verdiho operu Don Carlos a spolupra-
coval s Lorinom Maazelom na Salzburskom hudobnom
festivale. V jiini prijal pozvanie Zygmunta Krauzeho diri-
govat Symfonicky orchester Polského rozhlasu vo
VarSave.

V tom istom roku nahral Hamar so Sttnou filharmé-
niou svoje prvé CD s dielami E Liszta.

V juili roku 1999 opit zvitazil na Medzindrodnej diri-
gentskej sitaZi Antonia Pedrottiho v Trente (Taliansko).

§ tispechom dirigoval koncerty v Ddnsku (Aalborg
Symphony Orchestra, Vestjysk Symfoniker), v Belgicku
(Vlaams Symphonisch Radio Orkest), v Slovinsku
(Slovinska filharmoénia Lublana), ako aj vo Finsku,
Taliansku a Rumunsku.

Franz Liszt Academy of Music, and received invitations to
conduct such orchestras as the Hungarian State
Symphony Orchestra, Budapest Symphony Orchestra,
Philharmonic Orchestra of Tirgu Mures (Romania),
Budapest Concert Orchestra, Savaria Symphony
Orchestra, E. Dohndnyi Symphony Orchestra.

In 1996, Mr. Hamar won a Second Prize in Cadaques
(Spain) in an International Conductors’ Competition,
and conducted the Dortmund Philharmonic Orchestra.
He was awarded First Prize at the Portuguese
Radio’s International Conductors’ Competition in 1997.

In 1997, Zoltan Kocsis, the famous Hungarian pianist
and conductor and newly appointed music director of
the most prestigious Hungarian orchestra, the National
Philharmonic, invited Zsolt Hamar and since then he has
been engaged as the First Permanent Conductor of the
National Philharmonic. In January 1998, Mr. Hamar
appeared for the first time at the head of the Deutsches
Symphonieorchester (Germany), and in May 1998 he
conducted the Wiener Kammerorchester. In summer
1998 he studied Verdi’s Don Carlos and collaborated
with Lorin Maazel at the Salzburg Music Festival. In June,
Sygmunt Krauze invited Mr. Hamar to conduct the Polish
Radio Symphony Orchestra in Warsaw.

In the same year Zsolt Hamar recorded his first CD
with the Hungarian National Philharmonic Orchestra
conducting works by E Liszt.

In July 1999 he again won the First Prize at the
International Antonio Pedrotti Conductors’ Competition
in Trento (Ttaly).

His concerts were enthusiastically received in
Aalborg (Denmark) with the Aalborg Symphony
Orchestra, in Antwerp (Belgium) with the Vlaams
Symphonisch Radio Orkest, in Esjberg (Denmark) with
the Vestjysk Symfoniker, in Ljubljana (Slovenia) with the
Slovenian Philharmonic Orchestra, as well as concerts in
Finnland, Italy and Romania.

Roku 1998 okrem toho ziskal
pamitni cenu Siri Birovej na
Hudobnej akadémii v Budapesti, kon-
certoval na pozvanie mestského
magistratu pri prileZitosti vyrocia zjed-
notenia Budy a Pesti, ako aj na pozvanie nemeckého
Bayernworku v Stefanskom paldci. Roku 1999 vystupoval
na benefi¢nom koncerte v holandskom Haagu. V talian-
skom Bovine vyhral medzindrodni klavirnu stifaz v kate-
gorii dospelych stitaziacich. Vystupoval na viacerych
vyznamnych koncertoch v Madarsku.

Roku 2000 hosfoval v nemeckom mestecku Land-
shut, vystupoval v Trencine v rimci Diia EurGpy, pod tak-
tovkou A. Ligetiho hral na koncerte pri prileZitosti
Svetového diia hudby. Na zdklade vystiipenia v amster-
damskom Concertgebouw ziskal dve dalsie pozvania
v decembri toho istého roku. V novembri 2000 vyhral
druhi cenu na Medzindrodnej klavirnej sttazi F. Liszta vo
Weimare, pri¢om prvd cena nebola udelend.

V sdc¢asnosti sa pripravuje na koncerty a medzind-
rodné sifaZe v Nemecku a Madarsku.

Péter Toth (1983) started to play
the piano at the age of seven at the
Béla Barték Music School in
Békéscsaba. In 1997, he became and
extraordinary and talented student at
the Franz Liszt Music Academy in
Budapest.

In the same year, he won the inter-
national piano competition for music
students in Wittenberg. In 1998 and
1999 he took part at the international
concert of young talents in Graz,
Austria. In 1998, he was also awarded
the Siri Bir6 Memorial Prize at the
Music Academy in Budapest, and was
invited by the Mayor of Budapest to
give a concert at the historical celeb-
ration of the anniversary of unifying Buda and Pest. Péter
T6th performed also in Germany and the Netherlands
and at important concert venues in Hungary. He became
the winner of the International Piano Competition in
Bovina (Italy) in the category for adult participants.

In 2000, he was invited to Landshut in Germany, he
performed in Trencin (Slovakia) in the frame of the Day
of Europe, played in a gala-concert on World Music Day
conducted by Andrds Ligeti. The performance in
Amsterdam Concertgebouw enabled him to give another
two concerts there in December 2000. In November of
the same year, he was awarded the and prize at the Franz
Liszt International Piano Competition in Weimar (there
was no 15t prize awarded).

At this time, he is preparing to concerts and interna-
tional competitions in Germany and Hungary.

The Bratislava Chamber Soloists were formed in
1990 by students at the Academy of Music and
Performing Arts in Bratislava and within the short time of
its existence it became one of the most outstanding
ensemble of its sort in Slovakia.

Since
then the Slovak Sinfonietta was invited to give concerts at
many renowned music festivals all over Europe — Prague
Spring Festival, Salzburger Festspiele, Wiener Fest-
wochen, Haydn-Tage Eisenstadt, Festa Musica Pro
Assissi, Music in Early Cracow, Summer Festival in Olot
(Spain), Festival de Bonaguil (France), Bratislava Music
Festival, Mozartfest Schwetzingen, and elsewhere. The
orchestra has given guest performances almost in all
Européan countries, in Tunis, Japan, the U.S.A., and as
the first Slovak orchestra also in Brazil. Many well-
known and outstanding musicians have performed with
the Slovak Sinfonietta.

The Slovak Sinfonietta is more like a small symphony
orchestra with wide repertoire from baroque and classi-
cal music, early romantic music as well as 20th century
and contemporary music. It is challenged also by non-
traditional projects; among those the most successful are
programmes for children and youth, including jazz and
pop music and Sunday matinee for children and parents.
Since 1995, the outstanding Czech conductor Leo§
Svarovsky has held the post of the chief conductor of the
orchestra. :
