STATNY KOMORNY ORCHESTER ZILINA vznikol
roku 1974 ako jediny orchester ,,mozartovského typu*
na Slovensku. Odvtedy si ziskal vyznamné postavenie nie-
len na Slovensku a v Cechdch, ale v kritkom ¢ase sa mu
podarilo dosiahnit vynikajiice renomé aj v zahranicf.
Orchester md 35 Clenov, prevazne absolventov hudob-
nych akadémif v Prahe, Brne a Bratislave. Mnohi z nich
sti lauredti medzindrodnych interpretacnych siitazf a sd
Cinni aj ako solisti a komorni hraci. Kvalita hracov, ski-
senosti i majstrovstvo prvého $éfdirigenta Eduarda
Fischera (1930-1993) umoZnili rychly umelecky rast
orchestra.

Roku 1977 ziskal orchester medzindrodné uznanie,
ked sa stal festivalovym orchestrom Salzburger Festspie-
le. Zakritko dostal pozvanie na Prazski jar a potom

THE SLOVAK SINFONIETTA ZILINA was founded in
1974 as the only ,Mozartian“ orchestra in Slovakia.
Since then, the orchestra has attained a prominent posi-
tion both in, the Czech Republic and Slovakia as well as
considerable international renown. Its 35 members are
mainly graduates from the Academies of Music in Pra-
gue, Brno and Bratislava and many of them are winners
of international competitions and active, both as soloists
and chamber music players. The quality of the players
together with the experience and musicianship of the
founding musical director and conductor Eduard
Fischer (1930-1993) brought about the quick artistic
growth of the orchestra.

Already in 1977 the orchestra attained international
recognition when it was invited to the Salzburg Festival
and designated the offical orchestra of that prestigious
festival. Soon after followed appearances at the ,,Praque
Spring” and the major festivals troughout Europe, inclu-
ding Wiener Festwochen and the Haydn Festival,
Sofia’s Musical Weeks, Festa Musica Pro in Assisi, Festi-
val de Olite in Spain, Festival de Bonaguil in France,
Music in Old Cracow, the Bratislava Music Festival,
Schleswig - Holstein Festival in Germany, and elsewhere.

The Sinfonietta played at such prestigious internatio-
nal venues as the Musikverein and Konzerthaus in Vien-
na, the House of Artists in Prague, the Tonhalle in Diis-
seldorf, the Komische Oper Berlin, St. Francis’ Cathedral
in Assisi, the Palau de la Musica in Barcelona, Concert-




v Amsterdame, Symphony Hall Osaka, Metropolitan Art
Hall Tokyo. Orchester tcinkoval takmer vo vSetkych $td-
toch Eurdpy, v Tunise, Japonsku, USA a Brazilii. Prvé
americké turné orchestra roku 1993 zahfiialo koncerty
v takych vyznamnych centrdch, ako si Chicago, Cleve-
land"a New York.

Nové etapa v umeleckom vivoji orchestra nastala
v roku 1995, ked sa stal $éfdirigentom SKO Zilina jeden
z najtalentovanejSich mladych Ceskych dirigentov Leo$
Svirovsky. Od sezény 2000/2001 pdsobi ako hlavny
hostujiici dirigent SKO Zilina, miesto $éfdirigenta zostalo
predbezne neobsadené.

Statny komorny orchester Zilina je svojim zloZenfm
vlastne maly symfonicky orchester, ktory m4 velmi Siroky
repertodr z obdobia baroka, klasicizmu, raného roman-
tizmu, ako aj z hudby 20. storocia. Pre hudobné vydava-
telstva OPUS, Donau a BMG realizoval mnoho nahravok
s dielami Vivaldiho, Telemanna, Mozarta, Haydna, Hum-
mela, Verdiho, Respighiho, Martinti, Dvofdka a mnohych
sticasnych ceskych a slovenskych skladatelov.

gebouw in Amsterdam, the Symphony Hall Osaka,
Tokyo's Metropolitan Hall, and the Great Concert Hall of
the St. Peterburg Philharmonic among others. Altogether
the orchestra has given over 1600 concerts in almost
every country of Europe, in Tunisia, Japan, Brazil and the
USA Their first American tour in 1993 included perfor-
mances in Chicago, Cleveland, New York and other
major cities.

The Slovak Sinfonietta is, in fact, 2 small symphonic
orchestra but has a very wide repertoire of baroque,
classical, early romantic, as well as the 20" century
works. They have a natural affinity for the intensely rich
Slavic music of their cultural heritage. The orchestra also
occasionally performs non-traditional programs, mostly
for young audience, high-lighting jazz, and popular
music.

Among the prominent artists who have performed
with the orchestra are conductors Claus Peter Flor,
Ondrej Lendrd, Oliver von Dohnanyi, Eve Queler, Peter
Maag, Tsugio Maeda, Vincent La Selva, Marco Armiliato,
Christian Benda, Dwight Bennet and Stanislaw Galoriski,
soloists Igor Oistrach, Narciso Yepes, André Gertler, Vic-
lav Hudecek, Maridn LapSansky, Peter Toperczer, Eugen
Indjic, Michael Koffler, Peter Dvorsky, Sergei Koptchak,
Martin Babjak, Gabriela Beniachkova, Izabela Labuda,
and Olivia Stapp.

The Sinfonietta’s many recordings made for OPUS,
DONAU and BMG include works by Vivaldi, Telemann,
Mozart, Haydn, Hummel, Verdi, Respighi, MartinG, Dvo-
tak and other Czech and Slovak composers.

The music director of the Slovak Sinfonietta was in
1995 - 2000 also Leo§ Svarovsky, who ranks among the
best known and distinguished Czech conductors.

Na konte md vySe dvesto vystipeni, 0.i. s uvedenim
Paganiniho 24 capriccif a huslowich koncertov Mozarta,
Dvoidka, Cajkovského a Brahmsa. Stidium na konzerva-
t6riu absolvoval prave uvedenim Brahmsovho huslového
koncertu. Sedem rokov posobil ako huslista v orchestri,
potom ho v8ak zldkala taktovka. UZ ziskanie lauredtskych
titulov na medzindrodnych dirigentskych sttaziach
v Besancone (1971) a v Berline (SttaZ H. von Karajana,
1973) naznacovalo, Ze sa objavila novd vyraznd dirigent-
skd osobnost.

Svoju dirigentskd drahu zacinal Petr Vronsky roku
1971 ako operny dirigent v Plzni, od roku 1974 bol
Séfom opery v Usti nad Labem. Od roku 1978 pdsobil
v Stitnej filharménii Brno, v rokoch 1983-1991 bol jej
$éfdirigentom. S tfmto orchestrom podnikol cely rad
tispesnych zdjazdov v zahrani¢i (Japonsko, Nemecko,
Francizsko, Spanielsko a i.) a realizoval vela rozhlaso-
vych a gramofénovych nahravok. Predstavil sa aj v dalSich
krajindch Eurdpy ako host renomovanych orchestrov.

0d roku 1991 Zije opét v Prahe, kde spolupracuje
hlavne s operou Ndrodného divadla, Stitnou operou,
ako aj s Viedenskou komornou operou. Svoje skiisenos-
ti odovzddva novym adeptom dirigovania od roku 1983
ako odborny asistent, od roku 1990 ako docent na
Janédckovej akadémii mizickych umeni v Brne.

S SKO Zilina spolupracuje pravidelne od roku 1995,
0.4. s nim uviedol Haydnovo oratérium Stvorenie na
5. Stredoeurépskom festivale koncertného umenia v Zili-
ne a Mozartovo Requiem na festivale Musica nobilis
v SpiSskej Novej Vsi. V roku 2000 dirigoval SKO na dvoj-
tyZdiiovom turné v Spanielsku.

Conductor Petr VRONSKY ranks doubtless among
the most versatile Czech artists who perform, both clas-
sical and contemporary, vocal and symphonic works on
the highest level. Originally, he started with a career of
aviolin virtuoso. He has more than two hundred perfor-
mances on his account, including the 24 Capriccios by
Paganini and the Violin concertos by Mozart, Dvoik,
Tchaikovsky and Brahms. He graduated from the Con-
servatory by playing the Brahms Violin concerto. He had
been an orchestral player through seven years, where-
after he decided to enrol a conductor’s career. Very
soon, he the became laureate of international conduc-
tors’ competitions in Besancon (1971) and Berlin (Her-
bert von Karajan Competition, 1973) which indicated
that a new conductor personality has appeared.

Petr Vronsky started his career as conductor in the
Opera Theatre in Pilsen in 1971, and since 1974, he has
been conductor-in-chief of the Opera in Usti nad Labem.
Since 1978, he worked with the Brno State Philharmony
and became its conductor-in-chief in 1983 (until 1991).
With this orchestra he made several successful concert
tours abroad (Japan, Germany, France, Spain, and
others), as well as a number of radio and gramophone
recordings. He has also been a guest conductor of many
renowned orchestras throughout Europe.

Living again in Prague since 1991, he co-operates
mostly with the Opera of the National Theatre, with the
State Opera, and with the Vienna Chamber Opera. Besi-
des his artistic activities he also works as a professor of
conducting at the JaniCek Academy of Music and Drama
in Brno.

With the Slovak Sinfonietta Zilina he has regularly co- .
operated since 1995, he performed among others The
Creation by Joseph Haydn in the frame of the 5* Central
European Music Festival, and the Requiem by Mozart in
the frame of the festival Musica Nobilis in SpiSskd Nova
Ves. In 2000, he conducted the Slovak Sinfonietta at
the concert tour in Spain.




Marta KLIMASARA (1974, Polsko)
zacala Studovat hru na bicich néstro-
joch roku 1988 na Hudobnom Ifceu
Karola Szymanovského v Katowiciach
u prof.

Po ukonceni Stidia v Polsku
s vyznamenanim roku 1994 sa stala
ziackou triedy bicich ndstrojov prof.
Klausa Tresselta v Stuttgarte (SRN).
Roku 1997 wyhrala Specidlne Stipen-
dium na medzindrodnej sifaZi nemec-
kych rozhlasovych stanic ARD Mni-
chov. Rok 1999 bol jej najispesnejsim: stala sa vitazkou
na 2. Svetovej marimbafonovej sttazi v Okaya v Japon-
sku. Len o niekolko tyZdiiov neskor ziskala druhi cenu
na 3. Medzindrodnej sttaZi pre sicasnd hudbu Krzyszto-
fa Pendereckého v Krakove, ¢o inSpirovalo samotného
prezidenta poroty Krzysztofa Klimasara premiérovala na
EXPO 2000 v Hannoveri s Polskou $titnou filharméniou.
Odvtedy pravidelne vystupuje na medzinirodnych kon-
certnych podidch a festivaloch, kde sa predstavila aj
v solovych a komornych programoch (Pariz, VarSava,
Stockholm, Kapské Mesto, Tokio).

Roku 2001 absolvovala viaceré narodné a medzind-
rodné koncertné turné, okrem toho ziskala aj sponzor-
stvo celonemeckej stitaZe ,,Yamaha“. Jej posledny tispech
bol zatial jej najvacSim: v septembri 2001 vyhrala prvi
cenu na medzindrodnej sitazi ARD v Mnichove v katego-
rii bicie nastroje — s6lo. O mesiac neskor jej bola udele-
nd Cena Eurdpskej naddcie pre kultdru v Strasburgu.
V sticasnosti pripravuje svoje prvé profilové CD, ako aj
mezindrodné s6lové a komorné turné v duu so svojim
manzelom, bicistom Jiirgenom Spitschkom (2003).

Marta KLIMASARA was born in
Poland and started her superior per-
cussion education in 1988 at Karol
Szymanowski Muziek-Lyzeum in Kato-
wice with Prof. Krzysztof Jaguszewsky.
At the age of sixteen, she became the
winner of several national awards and
two years later, she made her debut as
asoloist with the Silesian Philharmony
Katowice.

In 1994, she finished her studies
in Poland with excellence since. Since
then, she has been a student of the
percussion in the class of Prof. Klaus
Tresselt in Stuttgart, Germany.

In 1997, she won the special scho-
larship of the international competition of the ARD, the
German Radio broadcast stations.

So far, her most successful was the year 1999, when
she won the first prize at the 2nd World Marimba Com-
petition in Okaya, Japan. Only a few weeks later, she was
awarded the second price at the 3rd Krzysztof Penderec-
ki International Competition of Contemporary Music in
Cracow which inspired the jury’s president Krzysztof Pen-
derecki work to write a new oeuvre for her, which she
premiéred at the EXPO 2000 in Hannover with the Polish
National Philharmony.

Since then, she has regularly appeared on internatio-
nal concert stages and festivals where she performed
solo and chamber music programs e.g. in Paris, Warsaw,
Stockholm, Cape Town and Tokyo.

She started the year 2001, in which she undertook
several national and international concert tours, by win-
ning the sponsorship of the German-wide Yamaha-Com-
petition. Her latest success was her greatest one: in Sep-
tember 2001, she won the first price of the ARD-Compe-
tition in Munich in the category Percussion solo. One
month later, she was granted the Price of the European
Foundation for Culture in Strasbourg. Presentby, she pre-
pares her first own CD as well as an international Solo-
and Duo-Tour with her husband, the percussionist Jiir-
gen Spitschka, starting next year in Vienna.

Since its formation in 1960, the SLOVAK CHAMBER
ORCHESTRA OF BOHDAN WARCHAL has grown into
one of the most popular ensembles in the classical music
field in Slovakia and one of the principal representatives
of the Slovak arts abroad. The idea of establishing a string
orchestra has crossed Prof. Bohdan Warchal’s mind in
the late 1950-s, when still being a2 member of the Slovak
Philharmonic. He gathered nine brilliant musicians from
among the string section members of the Orchestra and
the new ensemble quickly attracted attention of concert-
goers and reviewers. Performances of the Slovak Cham-
ber Orchestra are fascinating through the sophisticated
phrasing, and rich and soft sound. The core of the
Orchestra’s repertoire is composed of baroque music, as
well as the 19th and the 20th century music (Mendelsso-
hn-Bartholdy, Grieg, Dvotdk, Hindemith, Stravinsky, Suk,
Jandcek, Bartok, Britten, etc.). Several Slovak composers
found their inspiration in the Slovak Chamber Orches-
tra’s playing which resulted in premiére performances of
compositions by L. Zeljenka, M. Bézlik, J. Kresanek, and
others. The Orchestra appeared in major music festivals
such as Festival de Musique de Strasbourg, Salzburger
Festspiele, Festival de Musique Montreux — Vevey, Buda-
pesti Zenei Hetek, Prague Spring, and others.

At the
age of five, Simon started to play the
violin, and at the age of ten he chan-
ged to cello and already at fourteen,
he gave his first concert as a soloist
with an orchestra. In 1999, he parti-
cipated in his first competitions: in
the Heran International Cello Com-
petition he was awarded the second
prize, and became the absolute
winner of the competition Prague
Junior Note ‘99 where he was also
awarded the Special Prize for rendi-
tion of the 3™ sonata by Bohuslav Martind. Still in the
same year, he performed with a great success
Haydn’s Concerto in C major with the Prague Chamber
Philharmonic in the Rudolfinum concert hall. This con-
cert has been several times performed in Germany too,
where the critics highly appreciated not only his techni-
cal brilliance, but also his outstanding musical feeling,
which is very rare among young musicians of his age. In
2000, he won the second prize at the Bohuslav Martint
Interpretation Competition (at the age of 16 among
musicians aged up to 28). In 2001, he won the Beetho-
ven’s International Competition in Hradec, where he was
also awarded special prizes for the best rendition of
works by Martinii and JaniCek. In the same year, he
again successfully performed at the Beethoven Festival in
Teplice, and toured in Spain (including a concert in
Auditori de Barcelona) with the Silesian Philharmony.
Simon Veis is co-founder of the Snitil Quartet (laureate of
the international broadcast competition Concertino di
Praga 1999).

‘The KOSICE STATE PHILHARMONIC was founded in

1968 but its concert performances started in April 1969
under the leadership of Bystrik ReZucha, who was at
that time its principal conductor. This professional sym-
phony orchestra has reached a world-wide acknowled-
gement within a short period of time thanks to a wide
range of its artistic activities represented by rich disco-
graphy. Apart from the recordings of classical sympho-
nic repertoire, including the complete orchestral com-
positions by Johann Strauss, Jr. and the first recordings
(unique ones) of the works by L. Spohr, J. Raff,
A. Rubinstein, E. Waldteufel and E von Suppé. The
repertoire of the orchestra includes all well-known
works from Baroque to modern 20 century music as
well as works by Slovak contemporary composers. The
KoSice State Philharmonic gave performances with
many renowned soloists and undertook concert tours
with outstanding conductors almost in all European
countries, in international cultural centres of a great

Another successful project was a concert tour in Mexi-
co in October 1998, where the State Philharmonic per-
formed — similarly as in the USA in 1994 — as the first
symphony orchestra of the newly independent Slovak
Republic. Since 1998, the prominent Czech conductor
Tom4$ Koutnik has held the post of principal conductor
of the State Philharmonic.

Bohumil KULINSKY (1959),
conductor-in-chief of the National
Theatre in Prague, ranks among
the most outstanding personalities
of the middle generation of the
Czech conductors. Since the very
beginning of his professional career,
he has profited from his artistic
experience which he has got
thanks to his parents — excellent
choirmasters, first as at singer and
since the age of 16, also as a cho-
irmaster of the world-known chil-
dren’s choir Bambini di Praga. He
studied conducting at the Prague
Conservatory and the JaniCek Aca-
demy of Music and Drama. In
1984, he started his co-operation
with the FOK Symphony Orchestra
in Prague, lasting up till now. In
1986, he became the first guest conductor of the Par-
dubice Chamber Philharmony, where he was also enga-
ged as the conductor-in-chief for the season 1989-90.
