More than dll of its previous editions, the 13%
year of the Ceniral-European Music Festival in Zili-
na is a showcase of remarkable young gifted
artists, who nowadays start to be (and deservedly
s0) in demand at prominent international concert
stages. The forum that the Festival provides to these
young artists represents its most valuable input,
which has at the same time earned it international
renown and respect.

STAINY KOMORNY ORCHESTER ZILINA (THE
SLOVAK SINFONIETTA) vznikol roku 1974 ako jediny
orchester ,,mozartovského typu* na Slovensku. Odvtedy
si ziskal vyznamné postavenie nielen na Slovensku
av Cechdch, ale v kritkom Case sa mu podarilo dosiah-
nut wnikajiice renomé aj v zahranici. Orchester ma 35
Clenov, prevazne absolventov hudobnych akadémif
v Prahe, Brne a Bratislave. Mnohi z nich si laureti
medzindrodnych interpretacnych sifazi a si Cinni aj ako
solisti 2 komorni hraci. Kvalita hracov, skiisenosti i maj-
strovstvo prvého $éfdirigenta Eduarda Fischera (1930-
1993) umoznili rychly umelecky rast orchestra.

Roku 1977 ziskal orchester medzinarodné uznanie,
ked sa stal festivalovym orchestrom Salzburger Festspie-
le. Zakritko dostal pozvanie na Prazski jar a potom
nasledovali tispesné koncerty na mnohych festivaloch
v celej Eurépe (Wiener Festwochen a Haydnov festival
v Rakiisku, Sofijské hudobné tyZdne, Festa Musica Pro
v Assisi, Letny festival v Spanielskom Olite, Festival El
Djem v Tunise, Festival de Bonaguil vo Franciizsku,
Hudba v starom Krakowe, Jarny festival Budapest, Praz-
ska jar, Bratislavské hudobné slavnosti, Schleswig-Hol-
stein Festival v SRN a iné) . Predstavil sa v takych vyznam-
nych koncertnych silach ako Konzerthaus a Musikverein
vo Viedni, Dom umelcov v Prahe, Tonhalle Diisseldorf,
Komicka opera v Berline, Katedréla Sv. FrantiSka v Assisi,

THE SLOVAK SINFONIETTA OF ZILINA was foun-
ded in 1974 as the only .Mozartian™ orchestra in Slo-
vakia. Since then the orchestra bas attained a promi-
nent position both in, the Czech Republic and Slovakia
as well as considerable international renown. Its 35
members are mainly graduates from the Academies of
Music in Prague, Brno and Bratislava and many of
them are winners of international competitions and
active, both as soloists and chamber music players.
The quality of the players together with the experience
and musicianship of the founding musical director
and conductor Eduard Fischer (1930-1993) brought
about the quick artistic growth of the orchestra.

Already in 1977 the orchestra attained internatio-
nal recognition when it was invited to the Salzburg
Festival and designated the offical orchestra of that
Drestigious festival. Soon afler followed appearances
at the Praque Spring and the major festivals froughout
Europe, including Wiener Festwochen and the Haydn
Festival, Sofia’s Musical Weeks, Festa Musica Pro in
Assisi, Festival de Olite in Spain, Festival de Bonaguil
in France, Music in Old Cracow, the Bratislava Music
Festival, Schleswig - Holstein Festival in Germany, and
elsewbere.

The Sinfonietta played at such prestigious interna-
tional venues as the Musikverein and Konzerthaus in
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Velkd sdla Leningradskej filharmonie, Palic hudby
v Barcelone, Teatro Arriaga Bilbao, Concertgebouw
v Amsterdame, Symphony Hall Osaka, Metropolitan Art
Hall Tokyo. Orchester G¢inkoval takmer vo vSetkych $ti-
toch Eurdpy, v Tunise, Japonsku, USA a Brazilii. Prvé
americké turné orchestra roku 1993 zahfialo koncerty
v takych vyznamnych centrdch, ako sd Chicago, Cleve-
land a New York.

Nové etapa v umeleckom vivoji orchestra nastala
v roku 1995, ked sa stal $éfdirigentom SKO Zilina jeden
z najtalentovanejSich mladych Ceskych dirigentov Leo$
Svarovsky. Od sezény 2000/2001 posobi ako hlavny
hostujtici dirigent SKO Zilina, miesto $éfdirigenta zostalo
predbezne neobsadené.

Stitny komorny orchester Zilina je svojim zloZenim
vlastne maly symfonicky orchester, ktory ma velmi Siroky
repertodr z obdobia baroka, klasicizmu, raného roman-
tizmu, ako aj z hudby 20. storo¢ia. Pre hudobné vydava-
telstvd OPUS, Donau a BMG realizoval mnoho nahravok
s dielami Vivaldiho, Telemanna, Mozarta, Haydna, Hum-
mela, Verdiho, Respighiho, Martint, Dvofdka a mnohych
sticasnych Ceskych a slovenskych skladatelov.

Vienna, the House of Artists in Prague, the Tonhalle in
Diisseldorf, the Komische Oper Berlin, St. Francis’
Cathedral in Assisi, the Palau de la Musica in Barcelo-
na, Concertgebouw in Amsterdam, the Symphony Hall
Osaka, Tokyo’s Metropolitan Hall, and the Great Con-
cert Hall of the St. Peterburg Philharmonic among
others. Altogether the orchestra has given over 1600
conceris in almost every country of Europe, in Tuni-
sia, Japan, Brazil and the USA. Their first American
tour in 1993 included performances in Chicago, Cle-
veland, New York and other major cities.

The Slovak Sinfonietta is, in fact, a small sympho-
nic orchestra but has a very wide repertoire of baro-
que, classical, early romantic, as well as the 20" cen-
tury works. They have a natural affinity for the inten-
sely rich Slavic music of their cultural heritage. The
orchestra also occasionally performs non-traditional
programs, mostly for young audience, high-lighting
Jazz, and popular music.

Among the prominent artists who have performed
with the orchestra are conductors Claus Peter Flor,
Ondrej Lendird, Oliver von Dobnanyi, Eve Queler, Peter
Maag, Tsugio Maeda, Vincent La Selva, Marco Armilia-
to, Christian Benda, Dwight Bennet and Stanislaw
Galoriski, soloists Igor Oistrach, Narciso Yepes, André
Gertler, Viclav Hudecek, Maridn LapSansky, Peter
Toperczer, Eugene Indjic, Michael Koffler, Peter Dvor-
sky, Sergei Koptchak, Martin Babjak, Gabriela Beniach-
kova, Izabela Labuda, and Olivia Stapp.

The Sinfonietta’s many recordings made for OPUS,
DONAU and BMG include works by Vivaldi, Telemann,
Mozart, Haydn, Hummel, Verdi, Respighi, Martini,
Dvotiik and other Czech and Slovak composers.

The music director of the Slovak Sinfonietta was in
1995 - 2000 also Leos Svdrovsky, who ranks among the
best known and distinguished Czech conductors.

Having completed his studies in
Japan, where he was born, Tsugio
MAEDA (1933) went on to study
conducting with Prof Gunter Leb-
man from the Vienna State Opera.
CGurrently be is the permanent con-
ductor of the New Tokyo Chamber
Orchestra, of the Tokyo Ladies’ Sin-
gers, working also as the first guest
conductor of the China Broadcasting
Choir and as a permanent guest and
honorary chief conductor of the Slo-
vak Sinfonietia Zilina.

Over bis artistic career, he bas
given numerous orchestral and choir
concerts in Japan, many of which
have been recorded for the NHK. He
Jocuses mainly on Vienna's 18" century music, intro-
ducing many authors of this period on the Japanese sta-
ges as a part of the series “18° century Vienna Cathedral
Music”. Since 1983, be has been engaged as a conductor
outside Japan, in Salzburg (1983), Seoul (1988), Vien-
na’s Musikverein (1989), among other places. In 1990
he took the Tokyo Ladies® Singers to the Wiener Festwo-
chen (as the first Japanese ensemble and conductor
performing at the festival as well), in 1991, be appeared
with the Musikverein Wien ensemble in the Haydn Fes-
tival in Vienna as the first Japanese conductor in the
event's history. In December 1996, the China Broadcas-
ting Choir and Orchestra performed under his leader-
ship the Dvorik’s Mass in D minor as well as several sac-
red works by Mozart in Beijing, where these pieces were
heard for the very first time. He has been intensively
devoded 1o performing of original Asian music, espe-
cially Chinese, Korean and Japanese.

A milestone of a great significance for bis professio-
nal career was collaboration with the Austrian compo-
ser Gottfried von Einem, a colleague and a long-stan-
ding friend. He performed and recorded several of his
works (e.g. Stundenlied with the Slovak Sinfonietta Zili-
na, Preiser Records, 1996). Von Einem dedicated his last

The beginnings of Maeda’s collaboration with the
Slovak Sinfonietta Zilina date back to 1990; he became
the orchestra’s permanent guest conductor in January
1992 and since 1996, he holds the position of its
honorary chief conductor. So far, they gave 60 concerts
together, among those at the international festivals were
appearances at the Wiener Festwochen (1992, 1994,
1998, 2000, 2002), Haydn Days in Vienna (Haydn-Tage
1993, 1995, 1996), 3" year of the Central-European
Music Festival in Zilina, three tours across Japan (1992,
1996, 1998), Bratislava Music Festival (1996) and Vien-
na Spring Festival (1997, 1999, 2001). In November
1999, he conducted concerts celebrating the 25" anni-
versary of the Slovak Sinfonietta Zilina. His other activi-
ties in Slovakia include collaboration with the KoSice
State Philbarmonic, with whom he presented, among
others, a premiére of the East Asian Fantasy by Akiro
Nishimura in October 2001.

Katerina VACHOVA (1975) was
born in Havlickiiv Brod. She started

Jakub did not start
DPlaying piano until the age of nine,
when he was taught by his mother.
In 1998, he became a student of
Karl Heinz Kimmerling in Hanno-
ver, carrying on with Pavel Galilov
in Cologne from March 2001. At the
age of 11 he attained bis first suc-
cess by winning the "Land” round
of a young musicians contest
Jugend musiziert. In 1997 and 1998,
be participated in Lazar Ber-
man’s international master classes and made it to the
[final of the Steinway competition in Berlin and of the
Carl Czerny International Piano Competition in Pra-
gue. In the following year, he received two I* awards:
one at the national round of the Jugend musiziert con-
test and another at the Grotrian — Steinweg competi-
tion in Braunschweig, becoming the first contestant
in the event’s history to be awarded also the Karl Heinz
Kdimmerling Special Prize. What he regards as bis gre-
atest success so far, 1s the 1 prize in piano category
and the Grand Prix title at the international perfor-
mers’ competition International Music Festa Ueda in
Nagano (Japan), which he won in 2001. Still in the
same year, be made bis debut appearance on the stage
of the Cologne Philharmonic with Chopin’s 1* Piano
Concerto in E minor, performing with the Giirzenlich
orchestra led by James Conlon.

Roman PATKOLO, born in Zilina
(1982), has been playing the double-

bass since the age of 13. He was shown
the way to the instrument by J. Krigov-

skyl, double-bass player of the Slovak
Sinfonietta and afler six months of
their efforts, Roman was admitted to

the class of exceptionally gifled pupils
at the Zilina Conservatory. When be
was 15, he won the Slovak Conservato-

ries’ Students Competition, as well as
the FrantiSek Gregor international
competition in Kromé#iz. He met there
the double-bass virtuoso Klaus Trumpf
who encouraged the young artist to sit
Jor the entrance examination at the
Hochschule fiir Musik in Munich. In

October 1997, be became one of its students in the class led
by Prof: Trumpf. The following year, he made it at the age of
16 to the final and became the winner of the International
Performers’ Competition in Brno, receiving the prestigious
DAAD (Deutscher Akademischer Austauschdienst Deutsch-

land) award still in the same year. In 1999, he was awarded
the first prize at the International Double-Bass Competi-

tion in lowa Cily (USA) and defended his position of an

Absolute winner also the following year at the J. M. Sperger
International Double-Bass Competition in Germany. In May
2002, the German Minister of Culture Julian Nida-Rumelin

granted the European Culture Award (Europdisches Kul-

turpreis) to bim for excellent artistic achievements. Since
March 1999, Roman Patkold is a bursary of the foundation

of the famous violinist Anne-Sophie Mutter. Its belp enables
him to reach major concert stages and to co-operate with
Jforemost orchestras (Munich Chamber Orchestra, Wurt-

tembergisches Kammerorchester Heilbronn, Philharmonie

Since four decades, the SLOVAK CHAMBER ORCHES-
TRA has been regarded as one of the most popular classi-
cal music ensembles in Slovakia as well as one of the fore-
most representatives of Slovakia’s music performed
abroad. The ensemble was set up by Bobdan Warchal in
1960 from excellent musicians, members of the Slovak
Philharmonic string section. Unique compatibility, spon-
taneous music-making and riveting temperament soon
charmed the concert goers and won acclaim of both, Slo-
vak and foreign critics. The name of the Slovak Chamber
Orchestra became a synomym of professional mastery
standing up to the high demands of art.

Although focusing mainly on baroque music, the
Orchestra tackles romantic pieces or works of 20° centu-
1y composers with undiminished enthusiasm (Mendelsso-
bn-Bartholdy, Grieg, Dvoiidk, Hindemith, Stravinski, Suk,
Jandcek, Bartok, Britten...). No less attention is paid to
works by Slovak authors, many of whom were premiered
by the ensemble (1. Zeljenka, M. Bizlik, |. Kresdnek).

The Slovak Chamber Orchestra bas been regularly tou-

THE SLOVAK SINFONIETTA OF ZILINA was foun-

ded in 1974 as the only ,Mozart-style” orchestra in

Slovakia. Since then the orchestra has attained a pro-

minent position in both the Czech Republic and Slova-

kia as well as considerable international renown. Iis
35 members are mainly graduates of the Academies of
Music in Prague, Brno and Bratislava and many of
them are winners of international competitions and
active both as soloists and chamber music players. The
quality of the players together with the experience and
musicianship of the founding musical director and
conductor Eduard Fischer (1930-1993) brought about
the quick artistic growth of the orchestra.

Already in 1977 the orchestra atlained internatio-
nal recognition when it was invited fo the Salzburg
Festival and designated the official orchestra of that
prestigious festival. Soon after followed appearances
at the ,Prague Spring” and the major festivals thro-
ughout Europe, including Wiener Festwochen and the
Haydn Pestival, Sofia’s Musical Weeks, Festa Musica
Pro in Assisi, Festival de Olite in Spain, Festival El Djem
in Tunisia, Festival de Bonaguil in France, Music in
Old Krakow, the Budapest Spring Festival, the Bratisla-
va Music Festival, the Melos Etos in Bratislava, Mozart-
Jest Schwetzingen, Slovak Music Festival in Cyprus,
Days of Slovak Culture in Croatia, Festival de Manaus
in Brasilia, Schleswick - Holstein Festival and many
others.

The Sinfonietta played at such prestigious interna-
tional venues as the Musikverein and Konzerthaus in
Vienna, the House of Artists in Prague, the Tonballe in
Diisseldorf, the Komische Oper Berlin, St. Francis’ Cat-
bedral in Assisi, the Palau de la Musica in Barcelona,
Teatro Arriaga Bilbao, Concertgebouw in Amsterdam,
the Symphony Hall Osaka, Tokyo's Metropolitan Hall,
and the Great Concert Hall of the St. Petersburg Philhar-
monic among others. Altogether the orchestra has given
over 1600 concerts in almost every country of Europe,
in Tunisia, Japan, Brasilia and USA. Their first Ameri-
can tour in 1993 included performances in Chicago,
Cleveland, New York and other major cities.

The Slovak Sinfonietta is, in fact, a small symphonic
orchestra but bas a very broad repertoire of barogue,
classical, early romantic, as well as 20th century works.
They have a natural affinity for the intensely rich Slavic
music of their cultural heritage. The orchestra also
occasionally performs non-traditional programs, most-
ly for young audiences, high-lighting jazz and popular
music.

Among the prominent artists who bave performed
