THE KOSICE STATE PHILHARMONIC was
founded in 1968 as further professional
symphony orchestra in Slovakia. It made its debut
performance in April 1969 under the leadership
of Bystrik Rezucha who was its principal
conductor at that time. The orchestra ensemble
is made up of almost 90 professional musicians,
graduates from conservatoires and music
academies. Many prominent artists has
collaborated with the orchestra. The orchestra
undertook concert tours with remarkable success
under the leadership of outstanding conductors
in many European countries, in Mexico, Hong-
Kong, South Korea and the U.S.A. They gave

performances in foremost cultural centres of the
world such as Vienna, Salzburg, lisbon,
Barcelona, Athens, Prague, New York and
others.

Wide range of its artistic activities is represented
by rich discography of the orchestra. So far, they
recorded more than 130 CDs. The repertoire of
the orchestra includes all well-known works by
composers from Baroque to modern 20" century
music as well as pieces by Slovak contemporary
composers.

Since 1991, the State Phitharmonic KoSice, as
the only orchestra in Slovakia, has been the
main organiser of two renowned international
music festivals being held annually, the Kosice
Music Spring and the International Organ
Festival, and since last year also the Festival of
Contemporary Music. The position of a chief
conductor of the Orchestra is held by the Polish
conductor Jerzy Swoboda. The 18" April 2004
is a very important date in the history of a newly
established orchestra as it gave its first
performance 35 years ago.

Being still the student of
the Academy, in 1997, he became the conducior
of the orchestra of the KoSice State Theatre s
Opera, while since 2001, he has taken the position
of its chief conductor. Besides his artistic acfivities
including performing works from opera, operefta,
ballet and musical repertoire on the scene of the
State Theatre in Kosice, the young artist also devotes
to conducting symphony and chamber orchestras.
Since 1998, he has been engaged as an arfistic
director and conductor of a string ensemble Musica
luvendlis in Kosice, and in 1999, he started his
constant collaboration with the Philharmonic
orchestras in Kogice, Bydgoszcz, Lublin as well as
with the Opera ensemble in Poznai and Opera
studio HA Lvov. In 2002, he took part in
International Conducting Competition of Cadaques
in Barcelona and in October of the following year,
he was awarded the first prize at the 10"
International Competition of Young Conductors of
the European Union being held in lialian Spoleto.
In February 2003, he was invited by maestro Zubin
Mehta fo participate in the production of the
Woagner s Tetralogy in the Munich s State Opera
House.

Since its formation in 1960, the SLOVAK
CHAMBER ORCHESTRA OF BOHDAN
WARCHAL has grown into the most popular
ensembles in the classical music field in Slova-
kia and one of the principal representatives of
the Slovak performing arts abroad. The idea of
establishing a string orchestra has crossed Boh-
dan Warchal’s mind in the late 50s, when siill
being a principal violinist of the Slovak Philhar-
monic Orchestra. He gathered brilliant musicians
from among the string section members of the
orchestra and the new ensemble quickly attract
ed the aitention of the concertgoers and review-
ers. Soon afterwards, it ranked among the most
renowned chamber ensembles. The orchestra
has appeared in major music festivals, performed

2001, Ewald Danel was appointed the new artis-
tic leader of the orchestra which bears the name
of its founder in its title. In 2003, the ensemble
gave performances in Prague’s Concert Hall Ru-
dolfinum, at the Central European Music Festival |
in Zilina, the Eastern Sacred Music Festival in Brno,
